(2) The data by district refers only to regional councils.

(3) The annual growth rate is based on the assumption that the growth
observed during the first six months of the year will continue until

the end of the year. However, it is known that a large portion of the

address changes occur during the summer months (July and August).

This in turn, may influence the growth rate of the localities.

(4) Those living outside localities were included in the regional councils

in which they live.

(5) Most of the population belonging to this category is Bedouin population who
reside in areas without municipal status within the Soutern District.
