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PREFACE

This publication presents data on immigrants in 2000-2001 as well as on tourists who
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of residence in Israel, number of years of schooling, occupation abroad and other
characteristics.

In addition to this annual publication, the Bureau presents monthly data on immigration
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1. GENERAL

This publication is divided into two parts. The first part is a historical overview of immigration
to Israel from the establishment of the State until 2001, including demographic data on
immigrants who arrived in the country in 2000-2001. The second part focuses specifically on
immigrants from the former USSR.

2. MAIN FINDINGS

From the establishment of the state until the end of 2001, a total of 2.9 million persons
immigrated to Israel; one-third were born in Asia and Africa, and two-thirds in Europe and
America. Over half of those born in Europe and America were from the former USSR. Table
A presents data on the number of immigrants who arrived in Israel, by selected countries of
birth.

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2.1 Waves of Immigration to Israel

Immigration to Israel has always been characterized by waves of immigration over a few
years and followed by low periods, which also last for a few years.

2.1.1 The First Wave (Following the Establishment of the State)

The first wave of immigration was from 1948 to 1951. With the arrival of those immigrants,
the population of Israel doubled within about four years. Hence, this period is often referred
to in the literature as the period of mass immigration. In 1949, the largest number of
immigrants in the history of the country was recorded (close to 240,000). 48% of the
immigrants in the first wave of immigration arrived from Europe, 34% were from Asia, 14%
were from Africa, and less than 1% were from countries in America (and Oceania). Most of
the European immigrants came from countries in the eastern part of the continent, and two-
thirds were from Poland and Romania. Of the Asian immigrants, over half came from Iraq
(52%), and the rest (44%) came from Yemen, Turkey, and Iran.

2.1.2 Immigration from 1952 to 1974

When the first wave of immigration ended in 1951, the first drop in the flow immigrants to
Israel occurred. From 1952 to 1954, less than 55,000 immigrants arrived in the country (less
than 20,000 each year). The second wave of immigration, which began in 1955, was much
more limited than the previous one and was characterized by a different composition. For
three years, close to 170,000 immigrants arrived in Israel, most of whom were from Arab
countries in North Africa. This wave of immigration was followed by another period of decline,
which lasted from 1958 to 1960 (with less than 30,000 immigrants arriving per year).
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The third wave of immigration, which began in 1961 and lasted until 1964, brought close to
230,000 immigrants to the country (about 60,000 per year). Most of the immigrants arrived
from North Africa, although a substantial number also came from Romania and Poland. This
influx of immigrants, like the previous ones, was followed by a period of decline: between
1965 and 1968, slightly more than 80,000 immigrants arrived in the country (about 20,000
per year).

In sum, slightly more than 600,000 immigrants arrived in Israel from the end of the first major
wave of immigration (in 1952) until 1968. Of those, about 450,000 were from Arab countries
in North Africa, and the rest were from Poland and Romania.

Immigration between the Six-Day War (1967) and the Yom Kippur War (1973)

The period between the Six-Day War and the Yom Kippur War witnessed a wave of
immigration which was not especially large but could be distinguished in terms of the
composition of immigrants by countries of origin: from 1969 to 1974, immigrants arrived from
Western Europe (mainly France and the United Kingdom), North America (the United States
and Canada), South America (mainly Argentina), and Australia. At a later stage, following the
Leningrad Trials in 1971, the former USSR opened its gates to some people who wished to
leave, and there was a wave of immigration from there to Israel. Thus, out of 280,000
immigrants who arrived in Israel during that period (about 45,000 per year), over 50% were
from the former USSR, and about 30% were from Western Europe, America and Australia.
Less than 20% of the immigrants arrived from Asia and Africa during that period.

2.1.3 Immigration from 1975 to 1989

The longest decline in immigration in the country’s history began in 1975. For 15 years —
from 1975 to 1989 — the average number of immigrants per year was less than 20,000. In
1986, immigration reached an all-time low: this was the only year in the nation’s history when
the number of immigrants was even lower than 10,000. During the long period of decline,
several exceptional years are noteworthy: first, in 1978 and 1979 over 60,000 immigrants
arrived in the country, a large proportion of whom were from the former USSR; and 1984
witnessed the first major operation that brought to Israel immigrants from Ethiopia
(“Operation Moses”): over 8,000 Ethiopian immigrants arrived in the country in that operation.

Altogether, close to 280,000 immigrants arrived in Israel over those 15 years. The vast
majority came from Eastern Europe, and only one-fifth were from Asia and Africa. Notably,
only a small proportion of those who succeeded in leaving Eastern Europe (especially the
former USSR) during that period came to Israel. Most preferred to immigrate to other
countries in Europe and America, which also received immigrants from Europe.

2.1.4 Immigration from the end of 1989 to 2001

The low period in immigration to Israel ended suddenly during the second half of 1989, with
the fall of the Iron Curtain. Between 1990 and 2001, there was another large wave of
immigration. During that period, 906,500 immigrants arrived in Israel. The vast majority
(86%) arrived from countries that were formerly part of the USSR, and about 40,000 arrived
from Ethiopia. In 1990, there were close to 200,000 immigrants, and in 1991 there were over
175,000. From that time until 2001 (with the exception of 1999), there was a moderate but
steady decline in the number of immigrants arriving per year: From 1992 to 1995, the number
of immigrants arriving per year still exceeded 75,000. In 1998, however, the number of
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immigrant arrivals was lower (less than 60,000). In 1999, there was another one-time
increase, and the number of immigrants exceeded 75,000 again. In 2000 and 2001, the total
number of immigrants arriving in Israel amounted to 60,000 and 44,000 respectively.

To a large extent, this wave of immigration is a continuation of the one that began in the
1970s — when the gates of the USSR were first opened. In contrast to the 1970s and 1980s,
the current influx of immigration reached the proportions of a mass exodus, as the vast
majority of Jewish community members in the former USSR left their countries of origin. This
time, in contrast to the situation in the 1970s and 1980s, most of the emigrés went to Israel.

It should also be noted that about 170,000 of these immigrants from the former USSR came
from the Asian republics. Because a substantial number of immigrants were registered as
coming from “the USSR” with no indication of a specific country, it can be assumed that the
actual number from that area was even higher.

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2.2 2000-2001 Immigrants

Last Country and Continent of Residence prior to Immigration

About 60,000 persons immigrated to Israel in 2000, and about 43,500 immigrated in 2001.
Most of the immigrants arrived from the former USSR (see Table B). In 2000, the percentage
of immigrants from Europe was lower than in 1999 (81%), and in 2001 it declined further,
reaching 71%. In 2001, the percentage of immigrants from Africa was twice as high as in
2000, due to an increase in the number of immigrants from Ethiopia. In 2000, the percentage
of immigrants from America was about the same as in the previous five years. In 2001, the
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percentage of immigrants from America increased, mainly due to the increase in the number
of immigrants from Argentina. It should be noted that most of the immigrants who arrived
from Asia in 2000-2001 were from Asian republics of the former USSR (90%).

Age

Between 1990 and 2001, there was a moderate increase in the proportion of immigrants
aged 15-44, which was accompanied by a moderate decline in the proportion of immigrants
aged 65 and over (see Diagram 3). However, as of 1997, the age distribution of immigrants
has stabilized.

Among the immigrants who arrived between 1990 and 2001, the men were somewhat
younger than the women (see Table 9). In 2000, the median age of the men was 29.9 years,
compared with 32.9 years among the women (28.6 and 31.0 years, respectively, in 2001). In
addition, there were substantial differences in the age distribution of immigrants from
different continents. The youngest immigrants were those from Africa, whose median age
was 17 in 2001, and the oldest were those from Europe, whose median age was 30.9 in
2001 (see Table 13).

In 2001, the median age of immigrants from the former USSR was 31 years: about 28% were
19 and under, 40% were aged 20-44, 22.5% were aged 45-64 and 9% were 65 and over.
The age composition of immigrants from the former USSR during the 1990s and until 2001
was quite stable.

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Sex and Marital Status

The proportion of women among the immigrants increased steadily between 1990 and 2001,
and generally exceeded the proportion of men, beginning with the 15-19 age group (see
Table 9). The proportions of never-married men aged 15 and over in 2000 and 2001 were
26.6% and 28.7%, respectively; and the proportions of never-married women were 21.4% in
2000 and 23.4% in 2001 (see Table 15). The largest discrepancy in the percentage of never-
married men versus never-married women was found in the 20-24 age group (64% of the
men, versus 45% of the women in 2001). The gap becomes narrower towards the age of 40-
44 (5.9% of the men, versus 5.1% of the women in 2001).

Occupation Abroad (Persons Aged 15 and Over)'

Of all immigrants who arrived in Israel in 2000 and 2001, over 80% were registered as
having had an occupation abroad (see Table 17). Over one-fourth of the immigrants aged 15
and over had scientific and academic occupations; about 14% of immigrants with an
occupation were engineers; and about 4% were physicians, dental surgeons and dentists;
about 30% of the immigrants with an occupation reported that they had practiced other
professional, technical and related occupations, and the rest were workers in manufacturing,
transport and construction, sales persons, and service workers.

as managers is higher.
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Years of Schooling (Persons Aged 15 and Over)

The median number of years of schooling in 2000-2001 remained almost unchanged in
comparison with 1999 (12.8 versus 13.1, respectively). 46% of all immigrants reported that
they had 13 years of schooling and over.

First Locality of Residence in Israel,' by district

Since the beginning of the 1990s, the proportion of immigrants whose first locality of
residence was in the Jerusalem and the Northern districts has been relatively low (8%-15%),
compared with a relatively high proportion in other districts (15%-26%). In 1992, the
percentage of immigrants who settled in Jerusalem reached a peak of about 10% (see
Diagram 4). In the years that followed, there was a slight decline in the percentage of
immigrants who settled in that district. After 1996, the percentage of immigrants who settled
in Jerusalem began to increase, and in 2001 it was as high as in 1992. Although the
percentage of new immigrants who settled in the Northern District was lower than in other
districts, there was a moderate increase in 2000-2001. Until 1994, a significantly large
number of immigrants (about one-fourth of all immigrants arriving in Israel) settled in the Tel
Aviv District as their first locality of residence. Between 1990 and 1994, Tel Aviv was the
locality of residence where the largest number of new immigrants settled after their arrival in
Israel. Since 1995, the Southern District replaced Tel Aviv as the first district of residence for
the largest number of new immigrants. Since then, there has been a continuous decline in
the number of new immigrants who settled in the Tel Aviv District, and in 2000 and 2001, the
proportion of immigrants arriving there reached an all-time low of 16%-17%. Until 1995, there
was a continuous increase in the number of immigrants who settled in the Southern District —
from 11% in 1990 to 22% in 1995. Since then, the percentage of immigrants settling in that
district has stabilized. The percentage of immigrants settling in the Haifa District has ranged
from 15% to 20%, except for 1990, when the percentage reached 22%. During most of the
period from 1990 to 2001, Haifa has been in the third place, following the Tel Aviv and
Southern Districts. In 1990, and between 1996 and 2001, Haifa was the district in which the
largest number of immigrants settled as their first locality of residence. No substantial
changes were found in the Central District during that period. At the beginning of the 1990s,
the percentage of immigrants who settled in that district was about 20%. In 1996, the rate
declined to 17.8%, and since 1997, the percentage of immigrants settling in the Central
District has increased, reaching 20% in 2001.

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Tourists who Changed their Status to Immigrants or Potential Inmigrants

In 2000 and 2001, there was a decline in the number of tourists who changed their status to
immigrants or potential immigrants. In 2000, 4,444 persons (about 7.4% of all immigrants)
changed their status, compared with 4,003 (9.2% of all immigrants) in 2001; 53% of the
tourists changed their status in the same year they entered Israel, 37% changed their status
during their second year of residence in the country; and 10% did so more than two years
after their arrival (see Table 23). Diagram 5 shows that between 1990 and 1997, there was
an upward trend in the percentage of tourists who settled in Israel. In 1990, about 2% of all
tourists settled in Israel, and in 1997 the rate of tourists who changed their status to
immigrants reached a peak of 15.3%. As of 1998, the percentage of tourists who changed
their status began to decline. In 2000 and 2001 the decline stopped, and the percentage of
tourists who settled in Israel stabilized at 7.5%-9%.

In 2000-2001, most of the settling tourists (about 70%) arrived from Europe (see Table D).
However, their share out of the total number of immigrants was quite low (6.7% in 2000, and
8.6% in 2001).

The percentage of settling tourists from the United States out of all settling tourists was about
11% in 2000, and about 13% in 2001. However, about 40% of all immigrants form the United
States were settling tourists.

Settling tourists are younger than immigrants who enter the country on an immigrant visa:
about 35% of the settling tourists were aged 15-19, compared with about 10% of all
immigrants. About 13% of all settling tourists are aged 45-64, compared with about 21%
among all immigrants (see Tables 13 and 25).

Among settling tourists, the proportion of males per 1,000 females was 978 in 2000, and 960
in 2001 (see Table 26). This is higher than the proportion found among the total immigrant
population (874 in 2000, and 897 in 2001).

The distribution of men and women by marital status was different among the settling tourists
than among the total immigrant population (see Tables 15 and 26): a higher percentage of
never-married men was found among the settling tourists compared with the total immigrants
(60% and 27%, respectively), and the percentage of married men was lower among settling
tourists than among the total immigrant population (32% and 63%, respectively).
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The percentage of never-married women was also higher among the settling tourists than
among the total population of immigrants (about 55% and 22%, respectively). By contrast,
the percentages of married women were lower (31% and 53%, respectively), as were the
percentages of divorcees and widows (13% and 24%, respectively).

Immigrating Citizens’

In 2000, 2,765 immigrating citizens arrived in Israel, and in 2001 — 2,930; 40% were from the
United States, 11% from France, 7% from the United Kingdom, and 4% from Canada.

A large share of the immigrating citizens are children who were born abroad to Israeli citizens
while their parents were residing out of the country. Over 55% of the immigrating citizens are
in the 0-4 age group.

3. DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS

The data on the number of immigrants and potential immigrants are taken from a file
obtained from the Ministry of the Interior, which is based on data received from the
Immigrant Registration Questionnaire.

Since 1988, the Ministry of Immigrant Absorption (at border checkpoints) and the Ministry of
the Interior (at regional population register bureaus) fill out the Immigrant Registration
Questionnaire for each immigrant or potential immigrant. The questionnaire includes the
following information: country of birth, last country of residence, citizenship, date of birth, sex,
marital status, occupation abroad, number of persons accompanying head of family, years of
schooling, and first address in Israel.

Immigrant: A person entering the country to take up permanent residence under the Law of
Return or the Law of Entrance. Tables 1-27 do not include immigrating citizens. Tables 28
and 29 relate to immigrating citizens only.

Tourist who changed his status to immigrant (or potential immigrant): A person who
entered the country as a tourist or on a temporary status other than “potential immigrant”,
and then applied for and received the status of immigrant (or potential immigrant) while
staying in Israel.

Potential immigrant: A person who entered the country on a potential immigrant visa.
According to the regulations of the Ministry of the Interior, which took effect in June 1969, a
potential immigrant is defined as “a person entitled to an immigrant visa or certificate under
the Law of Return 1950, and intends to enter Israel and stay there for a period exceeding
three months”. In the first half of 1969, only Jewish potential immigrants were included.

In 1991 the definition was changed, and since then the status of a potential immigrant is as
follows:

A person entitled to an immigrant visa or an immigrant certificate according to the Law of
Return 1950, and wants to stay in Israel up to three years to examine the possibility and the

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conditions of settling in Israel as an immigrant, is entitled to submit a request for a visa and a
license for temporary residence of type A/1 (potential immigrant).

On the same date, rights granted by the Ministry of Absorption to potential immigrants in the
past were cancelled. The dramatic drop in the number of potential immigrants since 1992
may be attributed to this change.

An immigrating citizen: A person born to an Israeli citizen during his stay abroad, who
enters Israel with the intention to settle. Data on immigrating citizens are excluded from the
statistics on immigrants, and are presented separately in Tables 28 and 29.

Country/continent of birth and country/continent of residence: Until 1994, the Asian part
of the former USSR was included in Europe. As of 1995, the Asian republics are included in
Asia, except for the Asian areas of the Russian Federation, which are included in Europe.
Oceania is included in North America.

Religion: The definition of religion is based on registration at the Ministry of the Interior. As
of 1985, religion is recorded only after the immigrant applies to the bureau of the Population
Register of the Ministry of the Interior in order to obtain an identity card (before 1985, religion
was registered upon the immigrant’s arrival in Israel; see Table 1). Until the immigrant
applies to the bureau, his or her religion is registered as “Not Recorded”. After the
immigrant applies to the bureau, the record is changed according to the documentation
provided. Besides members of recognized religions, the religion of some immigrants has
been changed from “Not Recorded” to “No Religion”. The number of immigrants who
declare that they have “No Religion” increased during the 1990s.

Until 1989, the category “Unknown” in Table E included both those whose religion was not
recorded and those whose religion was recorded as “No Religion”. As of 1990, because a
considerable share of immigrants were registered as having no religious affiliation, they are
listed in Table E under the category “Other Religions”, whereas the category “Unknown”
includes only those whose religion has not yet been recorded.

The data obtained on religion are updated to the time of their receipt at the Ministry of the
Interior, i.e., close to the date of the immigrants’ arrival in Israel.

Data on religion can change when the immigrants, including the veterans among them, come
to the bureaus of the Population Register of the Ministry of the Interior to settle their status.
However, experience has revealed that the change in the percentage of immigrants who
record their religion as Jewish is minimal.

There are several possible reasons why a considerable number of immigrants do not record
their religion or remain in the “no religion” religion category for many years:

a. Some of these immigrants left the country or died before their religion was recorded in the
population register.

b. Children under the age of 16 are not required to carry an identity card. Therefore their
religion remains unrecorded in the population register.

Occupation and number of years of schooling: The data on occupation and education
relate to the immigrants’ declaration upon arrival in Israel. The occupations reported by
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immigrants who arrived in Israel in 1990-2001 were recorded according to the Standard
Classification of Occupations 1972.

Age: Until 1973, age at immigration was calculated according to the difference between the
immigrant’s year of birth and the year of arrival in Israel or the year of permanent settlement,
without taking into account the exact month of birth and the month of immigration. Thus, the
recorded age refers to the end of the year during which the immigrant arrived in Israel. Since
1974, age has been calculated according to the precise date of birth and date of immigration
(day, month and year), and refers to the number of complete years of age at the time of
arrival in Israel.

Length of stay in Israel until permanent settlement is calculated as the difference
between the year of arrival in Israel and the year of permanent settlement, based on the
month of arrival in Israel and the month of permanent settlement.

Median age — the age that 50% of the population is under, and 50% of the population is
over.

Rate: The number of immigrants in a given year divided by the average population of Israel
that year. All of the rates for immigrants to Israel were calculated in relation to the average
population of Jews (up to 1995, inclusive) or the average population of Jews and Others
(since 1996) during the appropriate year.

Rates among immigrants in relation to rates among the Jewish population of Israel:
The ratio between a given rate found among the immigrant population (e.g., the rate of
persons aged 0-14) and the corresponding rate found among the Jewish population of Israel.

Proportion/percentage: Calculations of proportions and percentages of persons with a
given characteristics out of the total number of “known” cases, i.e., those known to have a
given characteristic.

IMMIGRANTS FROM THE
FORMER USSR IN 1990-2001
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1. GENERAL

The following chapter presents a summary of the major wave of immigration from the former
USSR in 1990-2001." In addition, the demographic characteristics of immigrants from the
former USSR who arrived in 2000-2001 are presented by last republic of residence. This
chapter is a continuation of the chapter on immigrants from the former USSR published in
Immigration to Israel 1999.2 In light of the heterogeneity of the population and the dissolution
of the Soviet Union into independent republics, there is a need to examine data on
immigrants from the former USSR according geographical cross-sections. The purpose of
this chapter is to present comparative demographic data on immigrants from different
republics of the former Soviet Union.

Information on the last republic of residence and on other characteristics of the immigrants
from the former USSR can be found in the current file of immigrants at the Central Bureau of
Statistics, which is obtained from the Ministry of the Interior.

2. SUMMARY: IMMIGRATION 1990-2001

Demographic characteristics of immigrants from the European and Asian republics of the
former USSR who immigrated in 1990-2001 are presented in Tables 30-32.

Table A and Diagram 1 indicate that from 1992-1999, the total number of immigrants in the
last quarter of each year was larger than in the other quarters.

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Immigration by area

Immigrants from the former USSR did not arrive at a uniform pace (see Diagram 1). The
peak immigration from the former USSR was in 1990 and 1991, when about 333,000
immigrants arrived in Israel (about 37% of all immigrants who arrived from the former USSR
arrived between 1990 and 2001). From 1992 on, there was a decline in the number of
immigrants from the former USSR, and until 2001 the number of immigrants ranged from
46,000 to 68,000 per year. About 81% of the immigrants who arrived during that period were
from European republics, and about 19% were from Asian republics. Throughout the entire
wave of immigration, most of the immigrants arrived from Russia and Ukraine (about 32%-
33% of all immigrants who arrived from the former USSR during that period). About 15% of
the immigrants from the former USSR arrived from Belarus, Moldova, and the Baltic
republics. The proportion of immigrants from Asian republics of the former USSR reached a
peak of about 30% in 1993, and in 1999 their proportion declined to 11.5%. Regarding the
Asian republics, the proportion of immigrants from Uzbekistan was highest throughout the
entire wave of immigration — about 9% of all immigrants who arrived from the former USSR

during that period.

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Age

The immigrants from the Asian republics were younger than those from the European
republics (median age 34.4, versus 30.4, respectively). In addition, the proportion of children
up to 14 years of age among the immigrants from the Asian republics was 25%, compared
with 19% among their counterparts from the European republics. Elderly persons aged 65
and over comprised 13% of the immigrants from the European republics, compared with 10%
of immigrants from the Asian republics (see Table 33).

First District of Residence in Israel’

It was found that immigrants from the European republics prefer the Northern District (13%
compared with 8% of the immigrants from the Asian republics) and the Haifa District (21%
and 15%, respectively); the Tel Aviv District is preferred by immigrants from the Asian
republics (about 33% compared with 21% of the immigrants from the European republics).
Among immigrants from both the European and Asian republics, the percentage of
immigrants who preferred the Jerusalem District was low (5%-6%).

Years of Schooling, Immigrants Aged 15 and Over

Approximately half of all the immigrants aged 15 and over from the former USSR received 13
or more years of schooling. The education level of immigrants from the Asian republics was
lower than that of their counterparts from the European republics: About 42% of the
immigrants from the Asian republics received 13 or more years of schooling, compared with
about 50% of their counterparts from the European republics. By way of comparison, 39% of
the total Jewish population in 2001 (including the immigrants) had received 13 or more years
of schooling. With regard to persons with up to 8 years of schooling, the differences between
the two groups of immigrants are less salient. About 14% of the immigrants from the Asian
republics had up to 8 years of schooling, compared with 10% of the immigrants from the
European republics, and about 12% of the entire Jewish population.

Occupation Abroad, Immigrants Aged 15 and Over

Corresponding with their higher level of education, the proportion of immigrants from the
European republics with academic professions was higher than that of immigrants from the
Asian republics (32% and 26%, respectively). Accordingly, there was a higher percentage
(22%) of skilled and unskilled workers in manufacturing, transport and construction among
immigrants from the Asian republics than among immigrants from the European republics
(18%). From 1990 to 2001, 516,100 immigrants who had occupations abroad arrived in Israel
from the former USSR. Of those immigrants, about 161,000 persons had professional
training in scientific and academic fields (thereof: about 99,700 were engineers and
architects, and about 20,700 were physicians and dentists), 169,200 had other professional
occupations, 96,600 were skilled or unskilled workers in manufacturing, transport and
construction, and another 86,400 had other occupations.

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3.2000-2001 IMMIGRANTS - MAIN FINDINGS (Tables 33-35)

In 2000, the number of immigrants from the former USSR began to decline (50,800,
compared with 66,800 in 1999). In 2001, the decline continued, and the number of
immigrants from the former USSR was only 33,600. Most of the immigrants who arrived in
2000-2001 were from Ukraine (about 20,300 in 2000 and 14,800 in 2001). The percentage of
immigrants from Asian republics increased somewhat in 2000 and 2001 (13% and 14.8%,
respectively), after a major drop in 1999 (11.5%).

Age

The immigrants from the Asian republics are younger than the immigrants from the European
republics: the median age of the immigrants from the Asian republics was 29.9 in 2000, and
30.9 in 2001. The oldest immigrants were from Georgia (median age 37.2 in 2001). By
contrast, the median age of immigrants from the European republics was 32.3 in 2000 and
31.3 in 2001. Of that group of immigrants, the oldest ones were from Ukraine in 2000 and
Moldova in 2001 (see Table 33).

Sex and Marital Status, Immigrants Aged 15 and Over

The proportion of females among the immigrants from the former USSR was 53.5%, with no
significant difference between the European and Asian republics — similar to the situation in
previous years (see Table 33).

Among men, the percentage of never-married immigrants from the Asian republics is
somewhat higher than that of their counterparts from the European republics (about 28% and
about 25%, respectively). The percentage of divorced and widowed men from the European
and Asian republics was equal (10%). In 1994-1995, there was a difference of about 3%
between the two groups (a higher percentage of divorced and widowed men in the European
republics), and in 1998 the difference was only 1%.

In 2000, the percentage of married men in the European republics was slightly higher,
compared to men from Asian Republics (65% and 63%, respectively). In 2001, the
percentage of married men was the same for both groups (63%). Likewise, there were no
significant differences in marital status between women from the Asian republics and their
counterparts from the European republics (see Table 33).

First District of Residence in Israel’

In 2000 and 2001, the relative preferences of first district of residence in Israel by republic of
origin were maintained: 20% of the immigrants from Belarus were registered in the Northern
District, (13% of all immigrants from the former USSR); 23% of the immigrants from
Azerbaijan in 2000 (24% in 2001) were registered in the Haifa District (compared to 19% of
all immigrants); 30% of the immigrants from the Baltic republics in 2000 (27% in 2001), and
28% of the immigrants from Uzbekistan in 2000 (29% in 2001) were registered in the Central

' Under the direct absorption policy which has been carried out partially since 1987 and fully since
1989, the immigrant is given the option of choosing his place of residence in Israel. Until then, the
Ministry of Absorption determined the first stages of accommodation in the country, either in
transitional arrangements (absorption center, Ulpan, Kibbutz etc.) or in permanent accommodation.
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District, compared with 22% of all immigrants from the former USSR; 42% of the immigrants
from Georgia in 2000 (44% in 2001) recorded Tel Aviv as their first district of residence
(compared with 19% of all the immigrants from the former USSR); 31% of the immigrants
from Moldova were registered in the Southern District compared with 22% of all immigrants
from the former USSR in 2000. In 2001, 25% of the immigrants from Belarus settled in the
Southern District, compared with 21% of all immigrants from the former USSR. Only 5% of
the immigrants from the former USSR recorded Jerusalem as their first district of residence
(see Table 34).

Number of Years of Schooling, Inmigrants Aged 15 and Over

About 49% of the immigrants from European republics and 43% of the immigrants from
Asian republics reported that they had 13 years or more of schooling, as in 1998 and 1999.
The education level of immigrants who arrived between 1995 and 1999 was lower than that
of immigrants who arrived in the beginning of the immigration wave. In 1990, persons with 13
or more years of schooling comprised about 59% and 49% of immigrants from the European
and Asian republics, respectively.

The highest percentage of persons with 13 or more years of schooling in 2000 and 2001 was
found among immigrants from Russia (51% and 53%, respectively). However, among them
there was also a steady decline in the percentage of persons with that level of education
(from 68% in 1990, to 56% in 1992, and to 51% in 2001).

Among the 2000 and 2001 immigrants, the lowest percentage of persons with 13 or more
years of schooling was among immigrants from Azerbaijan (35% and 32%, respectively).

Occupation Abroad

In 2000 and 2001, about 27% of the immigrants from the former USSR had engaged in
scientific and academic professions abroad (about 15% were engineers); 31% had other
professional, technical and related occupations, and 25% were skilled or unskilled workers in
manufacturing, transport and construction. The proportion of immigrants with scientific and
academic occupations was declining continuously — 39% among immigrants who arrived in
1990, 28% among 1995 immigrants, and 24% among 2001 immigrants.

In 2001, the highest percentages of scientific and academic professionals were found among
immigrants from Russia (28%) and Georgia (26%).

In 2000-2001, differences were found between the occupational composition of men and
women. Among the men, there were higher percentages of engineers and of skilled and
unskilled workers in manufacturing and transport, whereas higher percentages of women
were found in other professional and technical occupations and as clerks, sales workers, and
service workers (see Table 35).
