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PREFACE

In this publication, the Central Bureau of Statistics presents the data on private
consumption expenditure for 2014-2022.

The data in this publication enable an examination of the distribution of private
consumption expenditure by industry, as well as changes in private consumption
expenditure over the years. The data on private consumption expenditure are
intended for policy makers, researchers, and the public at large, and are presented in
accordance with standard classifications and definitions. The data in this publication
are continuous and consistent, and include revisions that have been introduced over
the years after receipt of updates, new sources, and new specifications.

Consistent with the accepted practice in most statistical bureaus in the world, the
private consumption expenditure estimates were prepared in the framework of the
national accounts in Israel and according to the System of National Accounts
(SNA2008). Also, the estimates were classified by industry according to the Standard
Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities 2011." The private consumption
expenditure data were estimated based on several data sources, such as the 2014
Input-Output Tables, the Household Expenditure Survey, foreign trade data,
Manufacturing Survey data, and the Expenditure of Non-Profit Institutions Survey.

The publication presents detailed tables on the private consumption expenditure and
its components — food, beverage and tobacco products, industrial goods, services,
housing services, fuel, electricity and water, as well as the consumption expenditure
of non-profit institutions serving households.

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1. GENERAL

This publication presents detailed estimates of the composition of private
consumption expenditure by industry and by type, at current prices and at 2015
prices, for the period 2014-2022. Comparisons to earlier years are also presented in
the introduction and in the appendices. All of the data are presented at market prices,
and include VAT and import duties.

The private consumption expenditure in this publication is presented in several items:

Food, beverages and tobacco (Tables 4-8).

2. MAIN FINDINGS

Private consumption expenditure at constant prices increased by 7.4% in
2022, following an increase of 11.5% in 2021, and compared with a decrease of
7.4% in 2020.

In 2022, private consumption expenditure was NIS 867.9 billion, which
constituted 49.2% of the gross domestic product and 38.2% of the total use of
resources.

Private consumption expenditure per capita in 2022 was NIS 90,900.

Private consumption expenditure per capita at constant prices increased
by 5.3% in 2022, following an increase of 9.6% in 2021, compared with a
decrease of 9.0% in 2020. In 2022, the expenditure per capita was 9.2 times
higher than the expenditure in 1950.

Private consumption expenditure, excluding durable goods per capita,
was NIS 82,400 in 2022.

Private consumption expenditure, excluding durable goods per capita at
constant prices, increased in 2022 by 5.2%, following an increase of 8.9% in
2021 and compared with a decrease of 9.6% in 2020. Expenditure per capita in
2022 was 7.0 times higher than in 1950.



e Expenditure per capita on consumption of durable goods was NIS 8,400 in
2022.

e Expenditure per capita on consumption of durable goods at constant
prices increased by 7.1% in 2022, following an increase of 17.3% in 2021,
compared with a decrease of 2.3% in 2020. Expenditure per capita in 2022 was
67.3 times higher than in 1950.

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From 1951 to 1970, private consumption expenditure per capita increased by an
average of 4.4% per year. From 1971 to 1980, the rate of increase decreased to an
average of 2.6% per year. This was followed by average increases per year of 3.8%
in the 1980s and 3.6% in the 1990s. During 2001-2010 the rate of increase slowed
to an average of 1.5% per year. During 2011-2022 the rate of increase was an
average of 1.9% per year.

2.1 Private Consumption Expenditure, by Type

In 2022, current consumption expenditure constituted 85.2% of the private
consumption expenditure in the domestic market (at current prices). Current
consumption expenditure consisted of the following: expenditures for various
services (e. g., education, health care, domestic help, food services, entertainment,
and transportation) — 35.0%; expenditure for consumption of housing services —
(including the value of owner-occupied dwellings services) — 22.6%; expenditure for
food, beverages and tobacco — 18.3%; expenditure for fuel, electricity, and water —
5.9%; and current consumption expenditure for other non-durable goods (e.g.,
medication, cosmetics, and stationery) — 3.4%.

Expenditure for semi-durable goods (at current prices) constituted 5.2% of the
private consumption expenditure in the domestic market (including clothing and
footwear, household textiles, toys, recreational and sport items, utensils, small
electrical appliances, etc.).

Expenditure for durable goods (at current prices) constituted 9.6% of the private
consumption expenditure in the domestic market (including personal transport
equipment, electronic and electrical equipment, telecommunications equipment,
furniture, jewellery, etc.).

A distribution of private consumption expenditure in the domestic market (Diagram 3)
shows that the expenditure on industrial goods increased from 13.4% of the total
expenditure in 1995 to 21.4% in 2022. In contrast, the expenditure on food,
beverages and tobacco decreased from 22.7% in 1995 to 18.0% in 2022. The
expenditure on consumption of housing services decreased from 22.3% in 1995
to 20.8% in 2022. The expenditure on services decreased from 34.2% in 1995 to
33.9% in 2022. The expenditure on fuel, electricity and water decreased from 7.4%
in 1995 to 5.9% in 2022.

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2.2 Private Consumption Expenditure, by Source of Supply

A distribution of private consumption expenditure by source of supply (Table C)
shows that domestic production constituted 79.5% of the total consumption
expenditure in the domestic market (at current prices) in 2022, compared with 83.9%
in 1995.

Expenditure on consumption from import also includes import of personal goods,
which includes online purchases by Israelis of merchandise from internet sites
abroad by credit card. In 2022, expenditure for the import of personal goods at
chained prices decreased to NIS 12,275,000, compared with NIS 12,575,000 in
2021, still an increase compared to NIS 10,311,000 in 2020. In 2022, expenditure for
personal goods at chained prices was 11.0 times the expenditure in 2012 (see
Diagram 4).

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2.3 Private Consumption Expenditure from Domestic Production, by
Industry

In 2022, the current private consumption expenditure deriving from domestic
production was distributed as follows, by industry: 16.8% from Manufacturing, 4.2%
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from Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing, 3.3% from Electricity, Gas, Water, and
Construction, and 4.4% from Refined Petroleum (gasoline and other fuels).

The service industries (Diagram 6) that together supplied 43.1% of the private
consumption from domestic production, were distributed as follows: Transportation
and Storage, Postal and Courier Activities — 16.7%; Information and Communication
Services — 5.4%; Accommodation and Food Service Activities — 20.1%; Arts,
Entertainment and Recreation — 9.4%; Other Personal Services and Activities of
Households as Employers (for domestic workers) — 7.1%; Education, Human Health
and Social Work Activities — 18.2%; Financial and Insurance Activities — 14.7%, and
Other Services — 8.4%.

The share of Housing Services in private consumption expenditure from domestic
production was 28.2%.

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2.4 Consumption Expenditure of Private Non-Profit Institutions

Consumption expenditure of private non-profit institutions serving households
increased by 8.3% in 2022, following an increase of 17.3% in 2021, and compared to
a decrease of 2.5% in 2020 (see Table 18).

3. TERMS, DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS'

e Private consumption expenditure: The aggregate of consumption
expenditures of Israeli households and of non-profit institutions serving
households, whose main expenditures are not financed by the government.
The breakdown of consumption into its components refers to the expenditures
of all households (Israelis and foreign residents in Israel) in the domestic
market, in the absence of detailed current data on the consumption of Israeli
households only.

' The definitions for the period 1995-2022 are based on SNA2008, which was
prepared by five international organizations: the UN, the International Monetary
Fund, the World Bank, OECD, and EUROSTAT.

The new system is cited in the guide: System of National Accounts 2008, United
Nations, World Bank, Commission of the European Communities, International
Monetary Fund, Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (2009).
The definitions for the years 1950-1995 were compiled according to the
recommendations of the UN Statistical Office in 1968. The definitions are based on
the UN guide: United Nations (1968). A System of National Accounts: Studies in
Methods Series F, No. 2.
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Private consumption expenditure of households in the domestic market:
Expenditures of households in the domestic market on goods and services,
including durable goods but excluding the purchase of dwellings. The
breakdown of consumption into its components refers to the expenditures of
all households (Israelis and foreign residents in Israel) in the domestic market,
in the absence of detailed current data on the consumption of Israeli
households only.

Consumption expenditure of Israeli households: The expenditure of Israeli
households in Israel and abroad, on goods and services — including durable
goods but excluding expenditure on dwellings.

Current consumption expenditure: Includes the following expenditures:

1. Expenditure for non-durable goods: Non-durable goods are
defined as goods which may be used up entirely in less than a year,
assuming a normal or average rate of physical usage.

2. Expenditure for services: Personal services that are used as final
consumption for households, non-profit institutions or government
units to satisfy their needs.

3. Expenditure for housing services: The expenditure is valued as
rent if the dwellings are rented out to others by their owners. If the
owners live in the dwelling, the value of the expenditure is imputed
as final consumption of the owners. The value of the expenditure is
calculated as the rental fees that would be paid on the market for
accommodation of the same size, quality and type. In addition to the
rental fees or imputation thereof, consumption of housing services
includes municipal taxes, payment to building committee, and house
painting or small renovations.

Durable goods: The expenditure on goods that may be used repeatedly or
continually over a period of more than a year, assuming reasonable or
average physical use. For example, private cars, television sets, washing
machines, furniture, jewellery.

Semi-durable goods: The expenditure on goods that differ from non-durable
goods in that they can be used repeatedly or continuously over a period longer
than a year and that differ from durable goods in that their expected lifetime of
use, though longer than a year, is often significantly shorter and that their price
is substantially less (e.g., wearing apparel and footwear, household textiles,
books, and entertainment and recreation items).

Consumption expenditure, excluding durable goods: Includes current
consumption expenditure in addition to expenditure for semi-durable goods.
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e Consumption expenditure of non-profit institutions serving households
(NPISHs): Non-profit institutions serving households are institutions whose
main expenditures are not funded by the general government. The
expenditures of non-profit institutions are equal to the value of their
intermediate consumption, minus sales, payments to employees, and indirect
taxes paid on wages and consumption of fixed capital.

e Household consumption expenditure per capita in terms of purchasing
power parities: This expenditure is calculated through special currency
conversion rates, PPPs (Purchasing Power Parities), which equalize the
purchasing power of different currencies for goods and services. The PPPs
provide a uniform basis for estimating the purchasing power of different
currencies. The expenditure calculated by the PPP is in constant prices, and
the comparison between countries reflects only the volume differences of
goods and services between them, less the price differences between them.
The volume indices (the expenditure per capita) are calculated by dividing the
average relevant item per capita in each country by the average of all
countries participating in the calculation.

e Composition of expenditure for private consumption in the national
accounts is based on the following classifications:

The structure of the series of private consumption expenditure estimates
according to purpose was changed in accordance with the Classification of
Individual Consumption According to Purpose (COICOP).

The estimates of private consumption expenditure were made according to the
Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities 2011,2 which is
based on ISIC Rev. 4 (International Standard Industrial Classification),
recommended by the United Nations. It should be noted that private
consumption includes a section on expenditure for imputed housing services,
which does not appear in the Standard Industrial Classification of All
Economic Activities 2011.

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4. SOURCES OF THE DATA

The main estimation methods of components of private consumption were:

Estimation based on input-output tables: The estimations of private
consumption expenditure are based on the results of the 2014 input-output
tables. The private consumption data was updated for the years 2015-2022
in accordance with relevant indicators, and interpolation was carried out for
the years 2006-2014.

Estimation based on flow of goods and services: For part of the
household consumption expenditure, monthly data were collected on
quantities of goods consumed. This information allows for calculation of the
expenditure at constant prices according to quantity change, and multiplying
this by the relevant index to gain the result at current prices. This estimate
includes expenditures such as food from the reports of the Plants Production
and Marketing Board, the Dairy Board, and the Egg and Poultry Board;
expenditures for electricity from Israel Electric Corporation reports;
expenditures for fuel from reports of the Ministry of Energy and
Infrastructure; expenditures for travel abroad (by air and sea), according to
the border control files of the Ministry of the Interior; and expenditures for
domestic flights, according to the reports of the Airports Authority. Hospitality
services in hotels are estimated based on monthly surveys of the Central
Bureau of Statistics on lodging in hotels by rating.

Estimation based on the Household Expenditure Survey. This survey
provides data on housing services, health services, and services supplied to
households by businesses, as well as data on consumption of industrial
goods and food products.

Results from the Household Expenditure Surveys, which cover all urban
households, were combined with the estimate of private consumption
beginning in 1964. The estimates for previous years were based on
Household Expenditure Surveys that covered only the urban households of
salaried workers. (Summary Tables A and B in the appendix show two
estimates for 1964 for the purpose of building a multi-year series on a
uniform basis.)

The Household Expenditure Survey was carried out each year beginning in
1997. The 1997 Household Expenditure Survey was used to update the
series of the previous years by interpolation of the findings to the period of
the previous Family Expenditure Survey (1992/93). Extrapolation is based
on indices of revenue for the domestic market in manufacturing industries
(less exports), imports of consumer goods, and other indices.
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As of 2012, the survey sample includes rural households from collective
moshavim and renewed kibbutzim.

The 2021 Household Expenditure Survey is the latest one to serve as a
basis for an estimate of private consumption regarding the above-mentioned
sections. It also served as a point of departure for extrapolation for future
years.

Estimation based on other surveys: A large portion of the calculation of
private consumption expenditure is based on the Manufacturing Indices
Survey and the Revenue Indices of Total Economy (Standard Industrial
Classification of All Economic Activities 2011) according to VAT data.

Imports of consumer goods were estimated on the basis of files of
imported goods from the Customs Authority. The classification of goods as
consumer goods, for capital formation, and inputs was updated according to
the results of a 2014 dedicated survey. Data on imports were updated for
the period 2014—-2022, and the import data were interpolated for the period
2006-2014.

Imports of personal goods and services by Israelis from internet sites
abroad were estimated based on financial data from the credit card
companies.

The consumption estimate for Israelis abroad was obtained from the
Imports of Travel Services item in the Balance of Payments, after deduction
of an estimate for business expenditure.

The consumption estimate for foreign residents in Israel was obtained
from the item Exports of Travel Services in the Balance of Payments.
Expenditure of foreign citizens include expenditure of business tourists and
of foreign workers.

The estimate of the expenditure on insurance was based on the data of

the Capital Market, Insurance and Savings Authority of the Ministry of
Finance.

The estimates of expenditure on bank commissions and on financial
intermediation services indirectly measured (FISIM) were based on data
from the Bank of Israel.

The estimate of the expenditure on owned dwelling services was based
on the Dwellings and Buildings register, the rent survey, and other surveys
and administrative files.

The consumption estimate for non-profit institutions (labour
expenditures and purchases of other goods and services), at current prices,
is based on the findings of the survey of expenditures of non-profit
institutions. This survey summarizes consumption expenditures from
financial statements of the institutions or from special questionnaires
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addressed to them. For the years in which statements had not yet been
received, the value of services during the last year for which data were
collected was extrapolated according to changes in wages as reported to the
National Insurance Institute. The estimates of labour expenditures of non-
profit institutions at constant prices were obtained by extrapolating according
to the change in the number of work hours of employees in each type of
institution. Purchases of other goods and services, at constant prices, were
calculated using price indices adjusted to the composition of the purchases
made by the institutions.

Estimation of consumption expenditure of households per capita at
international prices: This estimate, which was published by the OECD, is
based on a project for estimating the value of PPPs that was conducted in
2017. Of the 49 countries that participated in the project, 37 (including Israel)
were OECD members, and 12 were not. Prices for the current project were
collected for a basket of approximately 3,000 goods and services that
comprise the index. Prices collected were used to calculate the price ratios
of individual goods and services. Afterward, the price ratios were weighted
to the relevant expenditure data in the National Accounts and averages were
calculated, including the GDP.

5. COMPARISON TO PREVIOUS PUBLICATIONS

The main revisions introduced into the estimates were:

Estimates of expenditure for services were updated in the various insurance
expenditure items: car insurance, health insurance, house insurance, and life
insurance for the years 2021-2022, based data from the Capital Market,
Insurance and Savings Authority of the Ministry of Finance.

Estimates of expenditure for purchases of second-hand vehicles from the
business sector were updated on the basis of the 2022 inventory of vehicles
from from the Ministry of Transport.

The estimation of expenditure for energy for vehicle propulsion was updated
for 2021, based on the inventory of vehicles from the Ministry of Transport,
which lists the number of kilometers travelled per vehicle by type of ownership
and type of vehicle propulsion, and on the update of the estimate of kilometers
per litre. The data for 2022 were updated accordingly.

Car maintenance expenditure as a wage benefit was updated for 2021
according to data from the income tax file. Data for 2022 were updated
accordingly.
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Data regarding expenditure for inter-urban railroad travel were updated based
on reports of Israel Railways for 2022.

Data regarding expenditure for internal flights for 2022 were updated based on
data from the Airport Authority on the number of internal flights each month.

Expenditures for other financial intermediation services indirectly measured
(FISIM) were updated for 2018—-2022 based on data from the Bank of Israel
Expenditure on other financial services were updated for 2018-2022.

The estimate of the expenditure on owned dwelling services was updated for
the years 2020-2021, according to the hedonic model and the Household
Expenditure Survey data, with the increase in the owned dwelling services
index deducted, and estimates of the quality increase added. The quantitative
change obtained from the estimate is matched with the data on the increase in
the area of residential construction.

Estimates of private consumption expenditure for private lessons, rent and
community tax were updated following the incorporation of data from the
2020-2021 Household Expenditure Survey.

Data on fruits and vegetables were updated for 1995-2022, in accordance
with data from the Household Expenditure Survey and supplemental sources.

Expenditure on milk and milk products were updated in accordance with
updated data from the Dairy Board of Israel for 2021-2022.

Expenditure on the gambling betting and chance games were updated for the
years 2019-2022 in accordance with the fiscal reports of Mifal Hapais —
National Lottery of Israel, and Israel's Sports Betting Council. Interpolation was
carried out for the years 2014-2019.
