ABSTRACT

This working paper presents estimates of the growth of the ultra-Orthodox population in
Israel, according to 3 different methodologies, as well as data on economic and social
characteristics of the ultra-Orthodox population.

The sources of the data are the following surveys, which are carried out regularly by the
Central Bureau of Statistics: the Labour Force Survey, the Social Survey, the combined
Income Survey, and the Household Expenditure Survey. The Labour Force Survey and the
combined Income Survey are part of the Family Surveys and have identical sampling
methodologies — a sample of localities and a sampling of dwellings within the localities. In
contrast, the Social Survey is a survey of individuals — a sampling of persons aged 20 and up
from the Population Register.
