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The manner of treating and presenting the ma-
terial represents a recognizable broadening in the
scope of the data as compared with that of the
Mandatory  Government,  particularly in  re-
lation to statistics on the Religious Courts. The
Bureau has already presented data on the activities
of the Rabbinical, Sharia (Moslem Religious), Roman
Catholic, and Greek Orthodox (Jaffa-Ramle) Courts.
Material on the other Christian Religious Courts is
being prepared. Data on the activities of the Anti-
Profiteering Courts, Notaries Public and Execution
Offices have also been presented.

The Ministry of Justice furnishes the Bureau
with material on the Government Courts. Data on
the Religious Courts are received from the Ministry

for Religious Affairs. The Tel Aviv Municipal Court
(the only one of its type in the country) presents
its material directly to the Bureau.

The Ministry of Police supplies data on criminal
offences reported and investigated. - .

0. SOCIAL WELFARE

Statistical data on -social welfare activities are
supplied by the Ministry of Social Welfare

In the eight Tables contained herein, there 1s
information on clothing distribution, social relief to
children and youth, juvenile delinquents, international
aid, children’s nutrition and assistance to the aged
and crippled.



Within the “food” group there were 24 essential
commodities, on which expenditure during the base
month reached 789 of the total expenditure in this
group.

The index measures the changes occurring in the
retail prices of those commodities which, according to
the inquiry of August, 1939, constituted the “food
basket” of the average urban labourer’s family.
Changes in “basket™ content of weight since the 1939
inquiry have, in general, not been considered in the
calculation. Owing to a shortage of certain commodi-
ties, there have, however, been slight changes m
the “weight”, although ‘not of such ‘an extent as
to disturb the continuity of comparison.

Originally, prices in Jerusalem, Tel Aviv and Hai-
fa were included. From April, 1948, however, prices
in Jerusalem were excluded because of interference
with the Jerusalem food supply during the siege, and
the index has been based only on prices in Tel Aviv
and Haifa. Retail food prices are collected on the
5th, t5th and 25th of each month from a number
of establishments in various parts of the three towns.

Details on clothing and footwear, household and
utensils are usually collected on the 25th of each
month. The same holds true for the other commodity
and service groups in the index, except rent. Changes
in rent are calculated on the basis of a special annual
inquiry conducted during the months of April and
May among approximately 1,000 famiies.

The average retail prices of food commodities
included in the C.oL. index are presented for Jerusa-
lem, Tel Aviv, Haifa, Hadera, Tiberias, Petah Tigva,
Rishon le Zion and Nazareth.

A list of average retail prices of food commodities
not included in the index is also presented.

An extensive inquiry is now being conducted into
workers’ family budgets, with the aim of establishing
a new series of Cost of Living Indexes.

K. FOREIGN TRADE

Data are given on the foreign trade balance and
imports and exports by class and group, and on
imports by country of origin and exports by country
of destination.

L. FINANCE

Data on the actual Government revenue and
expenditure are based upon the figures appearing
in the Official Gazette.

Figures of bank notes in circulation and cover
therefor are derived from the weekly statements of

X

the Expenditures Department of the Anglo-Palestine
Bank Ltd. on property and obligations. This report
is printed regularly in the Official Gazette.

Since the establishment of the State, banks have
been presenting monthly statements to the Ministry of
Finance in accordance with the Bank Ordinance 1941.
The figures are obtained from the Controller of Banks,
in the form of statement summaries from the com-
mercial banks, which submit general business reports
as of the last workday of each month. Monthly state-
ments have been reccived by the Ministry from 23
banks, of which 18 are registered as local companies
and 5 registered as companies in other countries.,

The co-operative credit societies, urban as well
as rural, present monthly reports to the Department
of Co-operative Societies, which sends summaries to
the Bureau.

There is no clearing house in the country in
the accepted sense of the term. Nevertheless, the
financial institutions, headed by the Anglo-Palestine
Bank, maintain a securities exchange bureau in
Tel Aviv, whose function is to deal with and set
the prices of securities registered with it

The monthly reports on mortgages and mortgage
transfers are obtained from the Land Registration
and Settlement Department.

The Registrar General in the Ministry of Justice
supplies the data on new companies registered, their
registered capital and changes in the capital of exis-
ting companies.

M. EDUCATION

Statistics on education are compiled by the Bureau
in co-operation with the Ministry of Education and
Culture.

The development in the public education network
from the end of World War I till 1949/50 is illustra-
ted. Data are given on public and private schools
by language of instruction, and on the following
educational institutions for Jewish pupils: kinder-
gartens, elementary, secondary and trade schools,
and teachers’ training colleges.

_ . Data for the school years 1948/49 and 1949/50
were obtained from a census of pupils conducted by
the Education Division.

N. JUDICIARY AND POLICE

Data are compiled by the Bureau on the acti-
vities of all Courts, including the Religious Courts.
To addition, figures are given on criminal offeaces
reported to the Police. - :

Figures of vehicles are prepared from the current
individual card file on motorized road vehicles.

Data covering passenger traffic on the urban,
suburban and inter-urban omnibus lines and on the
inter-urban taxi lines are prepared from the monthly
reports of the passenger transport companies.

Road accident data are based on monthly reports
of the Traffic Section of the Ministry of Police.

The figures of shipping are collected from the
daily traffic logs of the ports, which contain the
required details of incoming vessels.

Material on civil aviation is prepared from the
daily registration logs of all airfields, which contain
landing and take-off information on each plane.

Data on posts, telephones, telegraphs and wireless
are based on the monthly reports and summaries of
the Postal Administration.

J. PRICES

Wholesale Prices and Index of Wholesale Prices.

The Index of Wholesale Prices published by the
Bureau is a continuation of the Index of Wholesale
Prices previously published by the Statistical Depart-
ment of the Mandatory Government, and is based
upen the price level in June, 1936.

Items included in the current index are mainly
foods and fuel, and are divided into the following
categories: a) Grain, Meat and Eggs, b) Other Food,
Fruits and Vegetables, ¢) Fuel and Miscellaneous.

In calculating the index for the period February,
1948, to June, 1949, the prices in the Tel Aviv
market only were included. In view of price control,
which resulted in standard prices being fixed for a
large number of foodstuffs, it may be assumed that
the differences in prices in the various towns were
comparatively small, and that the prices in Tel Aviv
fairly reflected the price level throughout the country.
Since July, 1949, the wholesale prices in Jerusalem
and Haifa have also been included and the index
has been based on the average of the prices in the
three principal towns.

Wholesale food prices (especially of vegetables
and fruits) are recorded thrice monthly- by the
Bureau. Various wholesalers in the three centres are
visited and the required details obtained. In the case
of fuel, where price fluctuations are less frequent;
information is acquired only once a month.

The Bureau compiles and publishes average
monthly prices in each town, in addition to computing
a general average of the prices in all three. It does
not compute individual indexes for each, but rather
a country-wide general index and country-wide gene-
ral indexes for the three categories mentioned.

The index is calculated by means of & geometric
average. (Until the beginning of 1948, this was an
unweighted geometric average; the calculation has
since been a weighted one).

In addition to revising the method of calculating
the index, the Bureau also began gathering price data
on commodities not included in the index published
by the Mandatory Government. At present, the
Bureau also publishes in its monthly Bulletin the
textile and

leather materials, as well as of farm supplies.

Retail Prices and Cost of Living Index

The Cost of Living Index now published by th;
Bureau continues that which the Statistical Depart-
ment of the Jewish Agency had been publishing since
1939. It is based on an inquiry carried out during
August, 1939, into the expenditure of typical four-
member urban families, whose only source of income
was wages. The average spent by these families
during this month was LP. 10.653, distributed among

and rooms in residential dwellings as well as rooms
and area of commercial buildings (shops, offices and
stores), industrial and public buildings.

The Bureau has continued collecting data on
Jewish building according to the system used by the
Jewish Agency. In the course of time, however, it
was found necessary to reorganize this system.
It was put into operation in 10 settled areas
(including the three principal towns) in October, 1949.
Early in January, 1950, individual building forms
began arriving from the 17 localities mentioned, as
well as from Tiberias, Safad and Nahariya.

Before the establishment of the State, the main
building activity was concentrated in the settled
areas included in the current statistics. Since then,
and particularly from 1949, building activity has
spread to all parts. The construction of complete
villages for new immigrants is to be noted. The data
in the Tables do not, therefore, represent total building
in the country.

In order to reflect the actual amount of building,
a review of completed building throughout the whole
country was carried out at the beginning of 1950.
The main figures are below:

G. INDUSTRY

Industrial Production

Data on industrial production include current

statistics on electric power sales, cement production,-

controlled foodstuffs and other commodities subject
to excise.

Figures on electric power sales are obtained from
the monthly reports of the Jerusalem Electric Cor-
poration and from the bi— monthly reports of the
Palestine Electric Corporation.

The Palestine Portland Cement Company “Nesher”
Ltd. submits monthly figures on cement production
and sales. v

Figures on controlled foodstuffs are based on
monthly reports submitted by the manufacturers to
the Ministry of Supply and Rationing.

The Department of Customs and Excise provides
monthly reports on the manufacture of intoxicating
liquors and other items subject to excise duty. Since
June, 1949, when the excise tax on salt was
abolished, the Palestine Salt Company has been
supplying production figures.

VI

Indexes of Persons Employed, Man-Days Worked,
Wages and Salaries and Daily Earnings per Employee.

The indexes of persons employed, man-days
worked, wages and salaries, and daily earnings per
employee are calculated and published by the Bureau,
and continue the monthly indexes formerly published
by the Statistical Department of the Jewish Agency.
The year 1938/39 serves as the base period.

The index of persons employed is calculated
according to the number of workers during the last
week of the month. The index of man-days worked
is computed according to the number of man-days
worked by all employees during the entire month.

The index of wages and salaries is computed accor-
ding to earnings during the entire month. These
three indexes are computed for each month.

The index of daily earnings per employee is
arrived at by dividing the index of wages and
salartes by the index of man-days worked and is

calculated once every three months.

All four indexes are computed for each of 13
groups of industry: food, textile, clothing, metal,
and paper,
electric

machinery, wood, leather, printing

chemical, stone and cement, diamond,
appliances and miscellancous. The monthly average
for all groups computed is a weighted average.
During 1949, the indexes covered 480 establish-
ments, which employed an average of 21,250 workers
per month, for a total of 500,800 man-days, and
paid out approximately IL. 1,156,000 in monthly

wages and salaries.

H. LABOUR

The data presented relate to job-seckers at
Labour Exchanges, and to trade disputes.

I. TRANSPORT & COMMUNICATIONS

Data on the Israel Railways are derived from the
monthly reports of the Railway Administration.

The length of the railway lines in March, 1950,
was 403 km., of which 316 km. were standard-gauge
and 87 km. narrow-gauge track. Included in the 316
km. of standard-gauge were 22 km. of mixed standard
and narrow-gauge rails. There were approximately
280 km. of standard-gauge track in active use.

The Tel Aviv—Haifa passenger line was opened
on 20 September, 1949, and the Jerusalem—Tel Aviv

Births, Deaths, Marriages and Divorces

Registration of births and deaths was made
<ompulsory by the Public Health Ordinance, 1920.
The current statistics are compiled from birth and
death notifications received from all offices of the
Ministry of Health. The data are based upon the
date of registration and not of occurrence.

Figures for the other than Jewish population are
not complete as its registration is in arrear. The rates
presented only cover the Jewish community, for which
full data are available.

Statistics of marriages and divorces are given
from 1935 onward, derived from certificates which
the Religious Communities (Jewish, Moslem and
Christian) submit in every district.

C. MIGRATION

Statistics on immigration and other migratory
movements (residents departing and returning, tra-
vellers arriving and departing) are based upon the
registration of arrivals and departures.

Registration forms are sent to the Bureau by
the Department of Frontier Control in the Ministry
of Immioration.

Immigration figures for the period prior to the
establishment of the State are based upon the publi-
cations of the Statistical Departments of the Jewish
Agency and the Mandatory Government. These did not
contain details of travellers remaining without

permission or of part of the visa-less immigrants.

D. HEALTH

The data refer to deaths by cause and to medical
services.

Data on the causes of death are based upon
diagnoses by the physician confirming the death,
classified according to the **Manual of the International
List of Causes of Death (as adapted for use in
England) and based on the fifth decennial revision
by the International Commission, Paris, 1938".

Information on the activities of the Health —
Welfare Centres is taken from the monthly reports
rendered to the Ministry of Health by the bodies
responsible for their maintenance. Data on the number
of hospital beds are drawn from the monthly reports
on the nominal bed-strength and patient traffic
supplied to District Health Offices by the hospitals.
Figures on Sick Fund activities are taken from the
quarterly. reports of the Sick Fund administrations,
which are either published by the Sick Fund or
submitted directly to the Bureau.

E. AGRICULTURE & FISHERIES

Details on the production and marketing of milk
and eggs are collected once every two months from
the producers, either directly or by means of the
official marketing stations.

Figures on numbers of livestock are also col-
lected and presented bi-monthly.

Data on the marketing of vegetables and fruits
are based upon material collected once a month
from all fruit and vegetable markets. Summaries
of production are derived from estimates.

Figures of the areas under cultivation embrace,
for the present, only field and garden crops. Twice
a year, a count is taken of crop areas
(grains and fodder), once of winter crops
and a second time of summer crops. A count
is also taken twice a year of vegetable crops, in
the fall and spring. The details are collected directly
from the growers.

Data on fishing and fish-breeding are received
through the Department of Fisheries in the Ministry
of Agriculture.

A general agricultural census is now being carried
out within the framework of the world agricultural
census inittated by the United Nations Food and
Agriculture Organization (FAO). During the winter
of 1949/50, it was held in Arab villages in Galilee,
and during the summer in the Jewish and Arab
villages of the Sharon.

F. BUILDING

Prior to the establishment of the State, data on
building were published. by the Mandatory Govern-
ment and the Statistical Department of the Jewish
Agency. The statistics of the former were restricted
to the licensing field solely (the number of licences
in 26 places and the building area in Jerusalem,
Jaffa, Tel Aviv and Haifa), omitting details of Jewish
participation in the general building field. In con-
trast, the Statistical Department of the Jewish Agency
assembled data on Jewish building authorised, com-
menced and completed from April, 1947, till January,
1948.

These figures covered 17 settled areas: Jerusalem,
Tel Aviv, Haifa, Natanya, Ramat Gan, Bnei Brak,
Giv'atayim, Holon, Hadera, Petah Tigva, Rishon le

Zion, Rehovoth, Herzlia, Kfar Saba, Magdiel, Afula

and Ra'anana. The technical departments attached

and April were much colder than normal. As a
result, February was 0.5°C colder than January,
while January normally shows the lowest monthly
mean temperatures of the whole year. Similarly,
April was but 0.5°C—1.0°C warmer than March, as
against a normal difference of 3.0°C—5.0°C between
the monthly means. '

Rainfall in each of these four months was equal
to, or above, the normal for the period 1901—30.
February had 10—50 per cent., March up to 100
per cent. and April up to 300 per cent. excess.
January had monthly mean relative humidities some
10 per cent. below normal, owing to a forinight of
rather cold and dry weather. April, on the other
hand, had mean relative humidities as high as 20
per cent. above normal, in conjunction with unusually
high rainfall. April pressures were above normal, and
interfered with the usual steady fall of pressures
during spring and summer.

Monthly mean temperatures of May and June
were generally within 1.0°C of normal values. Each
had khamsinic conditions on with
temperatures reaching 42.0°C in the Coastal Plain.

Following a khamsin in May, 5 mm of rain fell in
the hills.

July and August had mean temperatures lower
than normal. Khamsinic conditions were reported
several times, and monthly mean relative humidities

were 2—10 per cent. below average.

September was 0.8°C—2.0°C cooler than normal,
while up to 20 mm of rain were reported locally.
. October, too, was cooler than normal and had very
little rain. Only a few stations had over 8 mm of
rain. November was the only month with mean
temperatures  above being
+1.0°C—+3.0°C. November rains were very scanty
and generally local, and some places did not receive
any rain at all, so that the 1949/50 rainy season

started rather late.

December made up for the lack, bringing with it
heavy and continuous rains, with monthly totals
exceeding 500 mm locally: Ramat Hasharon, in the
Coastal Plain, had 515 mm of rain as against a
normal seasonal total (computed for 1901-—30) of
473 mm, and mean relative humidities were above
normal by as much as 10 per cent.

Prior to the establishment of the State, there
had been two censuses in Palestine during the
mandatory period, the first on 23 October, 1922,
and the second on 18 November, 1931. la other
years, estimates were made by the Statistical Depart-
ment of the Mandatory Government. In judging these
1938, 1t remembered
that immigration statistics published by the Manda-
tory Government were not accurate; for example,
they did not include part of the visa-less immigrants.

Later on, attempts were made by the Mandatory
Government to revise its estimates of the Jewish
population and, starting with 1944, corrected figures
were published. Receipt of the final registration
results, now in process of compilation, will allow a
check of the estimates made before 1948.

Data for the years preceding the mandatory
pericd are only crude estimates based upon figures
of the Statistical Department of the Jewish Agency.

During the years 1916/18, a general census of
the Jewish population in Palestine was conducted.
(See “Census of Palestinian Jewry”, 2 volumes,
published in Jaffa 1917—1919). Also noteworthy is
the fact that this census was made by the Zionist
Executive’s Palestinian Office.

The figures on population by region and type
of settlement in Table. 4 are based mainly on an
inquiry by the Bureau in each settled area (except
the large settlements) with more than 5,000 residents.
Figures for the large settlements are estimates based
on information from various sources (Registration of
Population, records of the Food Department of the
Ministry of Supply and Rationing, estimates of
Municipalities and Local Councils, etc.).

The figures in the “‘Registration of Population”
section are based on the census of 1948.

Provisional results are given, obtained from
treatment of the material for the Jewish population
in Jerusalem, Tel Aviv, Haifa, Safad and Tierias,
and, in certain Tables, for the total Jewish popula-
tion. The data for the “whole country”, Jerusalem,
Tel Aviv and Haifa, are based on a sample of 109
of the Jewish population. (See details in Vol. I, No.

6, of the Statistical Bulletin of Israel).



INTRODUCTION TO THE TABLES

A. AREA and CLIMATE

Israel lies at the western tip of the continent of

The land area of Israelis approximately 21,000 sq.

1) A narrow coastal strip along the Mediterranean
shore, whose minimum width is 15 km. and maximum

width 66 km.

2) The Negev or southern part, consisting of a
triangular-shaped area with its apex touching the
Bay of Elath, and constituting approximately 60%
of the whole land area.

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PREFACE

The Central Bureau of Statistics presents to the public the first Statistical Abstract
of Israel, which contains a numerical review of demographic, ecomomic and social
development during the first two years of the State’s existence, when about 400,000 Jewish
immigrants from all corners of the earth were absorbed. Data are also included on some of
the activities of Government within a period which saw the foundation laid for the full
national independence of the Jewish people in their homeland.

In that space of time, too, a basis for statistical work was established. Arrangements
were made for the current registration of natural population movement, incidence of sickness,
migratory movements, agricultural production in various branches, building, transport and
communications, prices, foreign trade, labour market, activities of banks, education and
health, social welfare, judiciary and police, etc. Censuses were taken of population, wages,
agricultural areas under cultivation, manpower, etc., in addition to a comprehensive study
of the level of living of workers’ families. A part of the material gathered from the
censuses and studies appears in this abstract, while part has either been, or will be presented
in other publications of the Bureau such as the monthly “Statistical Bulletin Iof lsrael”
and the weekly “Statistical Notes™.

Some shortcomings may still be detected in the statistical organisation of the State.
Time has not yet sufficed to allow the carrying out of certain fundamental operations,
particularly censuses in the field of economic statistics. It is hoped that at least part of these
deficiencies will be remedied in due course. An agricultural census is already under way,
while preparations are in full swing for a census of industry.

The abstract is a reprint of the statistical section of the Government Yearbook,
1950/51. Generally speaking, the statistical data herein refer to lsrael’s two-year budgetary
period — 15 May, 1948, to 31 March, 1950. There is, however, an additional table with
the latest figures available to the Bureau when this abstract went to press..
