SUMMARY

While the entry of Jews into the Land of Israel
during the Turkish regime (1882—1914) was very
slow-paced and their immigration under the Brit-
ish Mandate (1919—48) was limited, the move-
ment known as the Ingathering of the Exiles as-
sumed large proportions in the first period of
Israel’s independence (1948—51), both in terms
of absolute numbers of immigrants and also if we
compare the numbers with the population of the
Diaspora from which they came or with the popu-
lation of Israel which absorbed them.
Immigration to Israel occupied a central place
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in the inter-continental immigration of Jews, and
for the first time exercised a perceptible influence
upon the size of the Jewish population in various
countries of the Diaspora; in fact, in Eastern and
Central Europe, in the Balkans and in Asia, the
populations of the Diaspora have been greatly
reduced in recent years as a result of immigration
to Israel. Consequently, their capacity to con-
tinue making a large contribution for a long
period of time to the upbuilding of the population
of Israel is now restricted. Of the centres of the
Diaspora which hitherto have shown a marked
inclination to take part in that upbuilding, only
the Jewish communities of North Africa are
still populous enough to be able to do so.

In the long run, the contribution of a flow of
large-scale immigration will depend: (a) on the
solution of various internal problems of the State,
on which this review does not dwell; and (b) on
external factors, such as the making it possible
for Jews to emigrate from the Soviet Union, and,
especially, a change of attitude towards immigra-
tion to Israel on the part of the multitudes of Jews
in America and in Western and Northern Europe.

The mass-immigration during the first phase of
Israel’s independence has not only changed, and
radically changed, the dimensions of the Jewish
population in our Land; it has also changed its
character a great deal: the percentage of foreign-
born persons has increased to a very large extent,
the composition of the Yishuv has become more
variegated and yet it is very different from the
composition in the Diaspora. The proportion of
persons of Asiatic and African origin, which
amounts to less than 9% in the Diaspora, has
risen to 37% in the Jewish community of Israel,
while the proportion of persons born in Eastern
Europe, who were once the majority of the Yishuv,
has fallen considerably,
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Summing up the above results (which are
shown in Diagram 2) so as to clarify the pro-
spects of future immigration, we find that—of the
regions whence Jews showed the greatest readiness
to emigrate to the Land of Isracl—Eastern Eu-
rope (excluding the Soviet Union), Central
Europe and the Balkans, which between them,
supplied 59.3 % of all its immigrants to the Land
of Israel, are today inhabited by only 5.6% of
the Diaspora and, with regard to the prospects
of their coming to Israel, we must reckon with
the facts that a part are the remnant of persecu-
tion and emigration and that in many of the
countries of the region there are now difficulties
in the way of departure; and that Asia and
Africa, which supplied 34.3% of all the immig-
rants, are inhabited today by only 8.99% of the
Diaspora, and it is mostly in Africa.

In the long run, therefore, the future of immi-
gration is largely conditioned by two factors:
the first is the possibility of emigration from the
Soviet Union, which envelops 19.6%, of the con-
temporary Diaspora and has as yet contributed
no more than 3.89%; of all our immigration from
1919 onwards; and the second a change of heart in
the Jewish communities of America, Western
and Northern Europe and Oceania, whose Dia-
spora content has risen from 30% in 1925 to
669 in 1951, but which have been responsible
for merely 2.6 % of all our immigration since 1919.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE JEWISH POPULA-
TION IN ISRAEL AND ITS COMPOSITION
ACCORDING TO COUNTRIES OF BIRTH

The growth of this population in the past 100
years, from 12,000 in the first half of the nine-
teenth century to 84,000 in 1922, a short while
after the beginning of the British Mandate, and
then to 650,000 at its end, and from that to
1,404,000 at the close of 1951, is illustrated in
Table V and Diagram No. 3. The latter was pre-
pared on a semi-logarithmic scale so that exact
appreciation of the percentage of annual change
might be easier. It will be observed that the
periods of the most rapid growth of population
were identical with those of largest immigration
(1924—25, 1933—36 and 1948—51). Indeed,
71.29, of the entire growth between 1922 and
1948 and 88.3%; of the growth from 1948 to 1951
were a direct result of the surplus of Jewish immi-
grants, and other arrivals, over those leaving the
country, whereas 28.8% in the first period and
11.79% in the second were due to the excess of
births over deaths.

As a consequence, the present Jewish popula-
tion of Israel consists in the main of persons born
abroad. Such persons represented 589 of all Jews
at the 1931 Census, 64.6% of the population
enumerated in November 1948, and 75.5%; of it
as reckoned at the end of 1951. The ratio is even
higher among adults, and the percentage of
locally-born Jews is considerable only among
juveniles and children.

Persons born overseas come from a wide va-
riety of birthplaces, a variety accentuated with
every new surge of immigration. The number of
those who were born in Czarist Russia was pre-
ponderant among persons of overseas origin living
in the Land of Israel before the First World War;
in 1931, persons of Eastern European origin (in-
cluding the Soviet Union) formed 72.6% of this
category and Poles made up 35.4%; of it. By 1948
the percentage of Eastern Europeans had dropped
to 58.6%, and in 1951 it was only 43.5%;. Persons
of Russian and Baltic birth, who wielded such a
decisive influence in the Yishuv at the outset of
its modern history, are now a minority of 5.6%;
and those of Polish birth are no more than 23 %,.
The share of Jews born in Central Europe, which
increased from 3.19%; in 1931 to 18.5% in 1948,
has now fallen back to 11.5%. On the other hand,
the share of Jews born in Asia and Africa, which
had been 19.6% in 1931 and 15.19%; in 1948, rose
steeply to 36.7% in 1951 (see Table VI).

& As regards the three last named regions, with
their 8,729,000 Jews, who constitute at present
85.6% of the whole Diaspora, movement to the
Land of Israel was hardly perceptible except
from the Soviet Union, and then only when the
gates of Russia were still open for emigrants.
The movement has been weakest so far from
Northern and Western Europe, and, especially,
America and Oceania. For example, an annual
average of only 300 immigrants from America
and Oceania was recorded between 1939 and
1951, or about 5 for every 100,000 Jews there.

The composition of immigration according
to the countries of origin on admission (Table
IV) may now be examined briefly.

The Table shows that America, Oceania and
Western Europe together contributed the insig-
nificant total of 2.6% of all the Jewish immigra-
tion into the Land of Israel between 1919 and

1951. In contradistinction to America, Western
Europe and Oceania, the Jewries of FEastern
Europe were the principal source of immigrants
in the years 1882-1938; between 1882 and 1914,
many came from Imperial Russia and the re-
mainder from Austria-Hungary, the Yemen,
Turkey, Persia and Morocco. A slight stream
continued to flow from the Soviet Union for
a short while after the First World War, but,
when its frontiers were barred, most of the East-
ern European immigrants came from Poland,
Rumania and the Baltic countries.

The percentage originating in Central Europe
was marked during the period 1932-1948; in re-
cent years it is the Jews from Asia and Africa
who  predominate: from just 109 in 191947,

‘their proportion bounded to 38% in 1948-49

and to 61 % in 1950-51.
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The Balkan States had a considerable rate of
emigration from their Jewish communities to the
Land of Israel in the days of the Mandate. The
first years of sovereign Israel saw almost three-
quarters of the remnants of the Balkan exile
transplanted, an exile that had numbered 192,000
in 1925, but of which only 17,000 were left in
1951, after Israel had given shelter to most
of those who survived the brutality of the Third
Reich.

Jewish communities in Asia, too, had already
high rates of emigration to the Land of Israel
during the Mandate. After the establishment of
the State, two-thirds of their population entered
Israel. It is estimated that only 211,000 have re-
mained behind.

From Eastern Europe (excluding the Soviet

Union) immigration to the Land of Israel was
considerable during the Mandate. With Israel’s
attainment of independence it increased to 41%
of the total. Today only 325,000 Jews are to be
found where once, a quarter of a century ago,
4,713,000 used to live. .

African countries began to send Jewish immi-
grants to Israel on a large scale only in the third
period, and within that short space about 15%
of their total Jewish population has been trans-
ferred, without, however, any abiding decline
in that prolific population, which is reckoned now
at 694,000.

Central Europe became the source of large
immigration to the Land of Isracl only after
the persecutions of Hitler began in 1932. Since
the State was established, 99 to 10% of the sur-

An average of about 2,000 in the (Turkish)
phase of the First and Second Aliyoth (immigra-
tions) thus swelled to more than 14,000 under the
Mandate, and then, with astounding multiplica-
tion, to almost 190,000 in independent Israel. But
immigration was peither constant in time nor
fixed in volume in each year of these three historic
epochs; it fluctuated now in larger now in lesser
waves, and years of rapid intake were followed
by others of trickle and ebb.

This tidal and undulant character is expressed
in the first diagram; the rising curves of the years
192425, 1934—36 and 194851 are pronounced.

The data in Table I show that, taking an
average, less than two for every 10,000 Jews in
the Diaspora emigrated to the Land of Israel each
year during the final stage of Turkish administra-
tion; the number was 10 under the Mandate, and
it then rose to 180. In step with this progression,
the percentage of Jews in the Land of Israel to
every 100 Jews in the world increased with painful
slowness from 0.31 in 1880 to 0.58 at the outbreak
of the First World War*, then, with an access of
speed, to 5.5 throughout the British period, and
on, ever faster, to 12.2 in the first 3.6 years of the
new State, (see Table II).

The Land of Israel’s part in the universal play
of Jewish overseas migration over all those years
underwent a complete and corresponding meta-
morphosis. It was between 1882 and 1914, while

_immigration to the Land of Israel was yet of

_small absolute proportions, that a tremendous

impulse of migration seized the Jews of Europe,
in Czarist Russia where populous communities
were crowded into a narrow Pale of settlement

~ under threat of persecutions and with no political

or economic security for the morrow, in Rumania
with its bitter anti-Semitism, and in impoverished
Austria. The first immigration to the Land of
Israel under that impulse was less than 39 of the
total contemporary overseas migration of Jews,
but it was of decisive importance, ideologically
and as the precursor of the great developments
wrought by Zionism. When Jewish migration
began again after the First World War, albeit
restricted by the ban on exit from the Soviet Union
and by tight quotas for the United States and
elsewhere, the Land of Israel became more im-
portant both in ideology and in numbers, ab-
sorbing about 15 % of all Jewish inter-continental
movement from 1919 to 1931. The advent of the
Nazis to power, which swept Central Europe into
the orbit of Jewish despair, made it an even more

meaningful country of reception, and about 469
of Jewish migration between 1932 and 1939 was
channelled here.

In the latest, or State, period, Israel took pride
of place, first among countries of reception by
a long way.

It will be noted that the ratio of immigrants
per 1,000 Jewish residents of the Land of Israel
shows a comparable upward trend over the three
periods, although there the basis of comparison
is a steadily rising figure of the local Jewish
population.

The average annual rate of immigration in
the 1882-1914 period was around 30 per 1,000
of the Jewish inhabitants; it was 71 up to
the founding of the State; and from then on
until the year 1951, it went up to 182. The first
diagram (page 245) shows, however, that sharp
changes took place in the ratio from year to

" year: the peak years per 1,000 Jewish inhabitants

were 1925 (285), 1935 (192) and 1949 (265).

SOURCES OF IMMIGRATION

Jewish immigration into Israel has a cosmopoli-
tan character; there is virtually no community
in the Diaspora which is not represented in it,
although the representation is extremely uneven.
The problem will be considered here only from
its wider aspects, by dividing the Diaspora into
8 regions: the Soviet Union (the former Impe-
rial Russia); other Eastern European countries—
Poland and Rumania, and the Baltic countries
in the interval between the World Wars; Central
Europe—Germany, Austria, Hungary and Cze-
choslovakia; the Balkans—Yugoslavia,- Greece
and Bulgaria; other European countries; Asia
(excluding the Land of Israel); Africa; and
America and Oceania.

Jewish communities are, or were, distributed
as in Table 1L

At the beginning of the period surveyed, in the
1880°s, over 80% of all Jews in the Diaspora
were concentrated in Eastern and Central Eu-
rope. By 1951, emigration and* genocide had re-
duced this concentration to the proportions
of 259, whereas America and Oceania now ac-
counted for 58 %; instead of 3%.

The differences in intensity of Jewish immigra-
tion into the Land of Israel from the eight seg-
ments of the Diaspora may be seen from Table
IIT, in which the regions are arranged according
to the size of immigration from each in the third
period. Five regions show a high intensity in
this respect.

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Immigration and its Influence on the
Jewish Population of Israel

The successive biltows of immigration in the first °

period of the State’s existence carried to the
shores of Israel the survivors of concentration
camps from Cyprus and Europe, almost entire
communities from Bulgaria, Libya, Yemen and
Iraq, and large numbers from Turkey, Morocco,
Tunis and Algeria, and from Rumania and other
European countries. The structure of the Yishuv
changed with each new wave, so that any hurried
statistical summary of immigration and popula-
tion would quickly have lost any value it pos-
sessed at the time.

With the recent slowing-down of arrivals, a
certain degree of crystallisation has taken place

in the demographic structure of the population,
and it is possible to reach some general conclu-
sions with regard to the changes in the volume
of immigration since the State was proclaimed,
in relation to previous epochs; the origins of
immigration during the several epochs and the
extent to which different parts of the Diaspora
have moulded the evolution of the Jewish popu-
lation of Palestine first and now Israel—that is,
first as last, of the Land of Israel; and the in-
fluence of immigration in the growth of that
population and its structure by the countries of
birth of the newcomers.

VOLI:JME ‘OF IMMIGRATION IN THE INITIAL PERIOD OF ISRAEL’S
INDEPENDENCE IN RELATION TO PREVIOUS EPOCHS

Here the contrasts are revolutionary:

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Tables 6 and 7 are devoted to the Youth Pro-
bation Service. It should bte stressed that this
Service does not function in all parts of the coun-
try and therefore the figures presented do not in-
dicate the total number of juvenile delinquents
reported to the Police. Details on juvenile delin-
quents are given by age, date of first accusation
and_cause of being under the care of the Proba-
tion Service (in nearly all cases—commission
of offence), results or stage of legal action as well
as according to recidivity, including those who
committed more than one offence during 1951.
In addition, data are presented on other than
Jewish children who committed more than one
offence during 1951. There were, in 1950, 32 other
than Jewish juvenile delinquents who committed
additional offences in 1951,

Tables 6 and 7 show that, among the 798 ju-
venile delinquents in Jerusalem, Tel Aviv and
Haifa whose first conviction occurred in 1951,
there were 84 who committed further offences
during that year. ’

Table 8 relates to the Adult Probation Setvice,
whose organisation began in 1951.

Table 9 shows the number and marital status
of prisoners who benefited from the services of
the Prisoners’ Welfare Section. Of the 2,265
visits made by the workers, 71 were to prisons,
547 to prisoners’ families, 416 to welfare offices
and the remainder to other offices and institu~
tions.

Table 10 shows the public institutions which
were supervised by the Department for Super-
vision of Public Institutions. It should be stressed
that this concerns only Jewish institutions, which
were sei up as organisations in accordance with
Ottoman Law and are supported by money col-
lections. Institutions of Youth Aliyah and Malben,
as well as the institutions of the General Labour

Federation (excluding Women Pioneers and im-
migrant centres), are therefore excluded. -

Table 11 presents data on the activities of the
Equipment and Clothing Campaign for the budge-
tary year 1951/1952.. The data correspond with
those published last year.

Table 12 gives details of the commodities re-
ceived from international relief organisations. A
comparison with the figures of last year shows
a reduction of consignments provided by UNICEF
and UNRWAPR,

Table 13 contains details on the Winter Shelter
Campaign for the accommodation of immigrant
children living in ma’abaroth during the winter of
1951/1952. During last winter, over one-third
of the number of children placed were accommo-

-dated with private families, whereas this year pub-

lic arrangements were made for the largest numter
of children placed in rural settlements, institu-
tions of Youth Aliyah and military camps.

Q. GOYERNMENT EMPLOYEES

"The data relate to civil servants employed on

March 31, 1952, The employees are distributed
by departments as well as by the new pay grades,
i.e., administrative workers from grades 1 to 17,
manual workers from grades A to 1.

The number of employees (according to salary
items) in the Ministries of Finance, Agriculture
and the Tnterior, as shown in the Table, exceeded
the number of employees approved in the 1951/
1952 budget. The reasons are: Ministry of Fin-
ance—-the salary items in the budget do not in-
clude the posts specified in footnote 4; Ministry
of Agriculture—the budget does not include the
posts in the Agricultural Research Stations as spe-
cified in footnote 7; Ministry of the Interior—
the Planning Division is included in the budget
of the Prime Minister’s Office and not in that of
the Ministry of the Interior (see footnote 5).
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itself appears among the secondary schools and
a considerable number of the teachers also teach
in the secondary classes. For similar reasons, the
number of institutions and teaching posts with
regard to secondary classes of elementary schools
is included in that of elementary schools. Secon-
dary schools with secondary classes numbered 18
in 1949/1950, 8 in 1950/1951, 7 in 1951/1952;
elementary schools with secondary classes num-
ber 42 in 1949/1950, 58 in 1950/1951, 51 in
1951/1952. Elementary schools, specia! schools
(for problem children) and schools for working
youth belong to the stage of elementary educa-
tion, whereas secondary schools, secondary classes
of elementary schools, vocational training schools
(except a few preparatory classes) and teachers’
training colleges belong to the stage of post-
primary education. Only the group of agricultural
schools is mixed.

Tables 3—5 do not include Christian non-
Government schools.

In March 1952 there were 752 teachers
in the Government educational svstem {or minor-
ities {an increase of 403 compared to 1949).

Table 6. There is a second sitting for pupils of
secondary schools who failed in their leaving exam-
inations in previous years: 74 passed in 1950/1951,
110 in 1951/1952. The Ulpanim for the training
of teachers were set up during the second half of
1950/1951 and are mainly for newcomers, and
most of them are administered as boarding hou-
ses.

Table 7 does not include research students of
the Hebrew University (173 in 1951/1952: hu-
manities and natural sciences—79, agriculture—
22) and the Haifa Institute of Technology.

Table 9. Work Ulpanim exist in kibbutzim.
The plan is based on half a day’s study of Hebrew
and half a day's work.

0. JUDICIARY AND POLICE

The data presented in Tables 1—4 and 6 corre-
spond with the material published last year. The
cases presented are as follows:

(3) Activities of the Courts and Religious
Courts from 1949 to 1951.

Tables 1 and 2 contain data on all the cases
and (in certain cases also separately in respect
of civil and criminal cases) for the various
types of Civil and Religious Courts by stage
of action, i.e., the number of cases entered, de-
cided and pending each year. Data for 1951
include, for the first time, figures on the activ-
ities of the Haifa Municipal Court also. Table 3
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brings forward data of various types of cases
for 1949-1951 which were decidedinthe Supreme
Court, District Courts, Magistrates’ Courts
and Juvenile Courts. Details on the execution
of judgments for 1950 1951- are presented in
Table 4.

(b) With regard to offences reported to the
Police, Table 6 shows the number of cases by

main categories of felony and misdemeanour
for 1949-1951 handled by the Police for the first

time. In 1950 and 1951 those cases for which .

there was an additional registration, or which
signified the transfer of treatment to another
Police Station, were deducted from the crude
number of cases.

Tables 7 and 8 relate to material which was
not available previously. They deal with the
following subjects: -

(c) Table 7—Prisoners in prison at the end of
each of the years 1949-1951. There are four
prisons located in the following localities: Jaf-
fa and Tel Mond (for the whole period under
review), Haifa (opened in July 1951) and Beit
Shean (opened in October 1951).

(d). Table 8—Data on cases of suicide and at-
tempted suicide as recorded by the Police dur-
ing 1949-1951,

P. SOCIAL WELFARE

Data are presented in 13 Tables on the activities
during 1951 of some of the Departments of the
Ministry of Social Welfare, in accordance with
figures supplied by the latter.

Tables 1-—3 relate to the sphere of activities
of the Department for Social Relief to Children
and Youth and apply :(1)to the placement of
children in closed institutions; (2) to children’s
institutions and places of absorption which were
at the disposal of the Department for the place-
ment of children; (3) to activities of the Preventive
Service.

The activities of the Preventive Service expand-
ed considerably in 1951.

Table 4 indicates the nature and scope of ac-
tivities of the Youth Rehabilitation Section,
which also expanded in 1951, with the establish-
ment of new employment enterprises.

Table 5 shows the number and composition
of children registered at Stations for Guidance.
Of the 543 children, 90 were under prolonged
care: 44 in Jerusalem, 10 in Tel Aviv, 36 in Haifa.
According to diagnosis, 36 required care on ac-
count of difficulties of conduct, 47 because of dif-
ficulties of conduct of a neurotic nature, 7 for
other reasons.




Table E shows the percentage breakdown of
exports by main commodities in 1951, as com-
pared to 1950 and 1949. In 1951, motor passenger
cars were, for the first time, exported to a value
of 1L.575,636 or 3.6% of the total.

From these figures it is evident that citrus fruits -

and diamonds are the most important items in the
country’s exports. Tables 7 and 8 show a survey
of the countries of destination of these two pro-
ducts. According to the figures in these Tables,
the United Kingdom, the Netherlands and Bel-
gium are the most important markets for citrus
fruits; for diamonds, the most important export
markets are the United Statea, the United King-
dom and Canada.

M. FINANCE

Table 1 presents the Government revenue and
expenditure budget for the fiscal years 1951/1952
and 1952/1953. The regular budget rose from
IL..59.5 million in 1950/1951 to IL.113.6 million
in 1951/1952 and to IL.168.5 million in 1952/
1953. The 1952/1953 budget is the first one
which includes the total expenditure of the Min-
istry of Defence.

The development budget rose from IL.65 mil-
lion in 1950/1951 to IL.85 million in 1951/1952
and to IL.115 million in 1952/1953.

In comparison with the previous year, hardly
any changes occurred in the revenue and ex-
penditure of the Local Authorities in 1951/1952.
They rose from about IL.17 million to IL.18 mil-
lion. This rise was wholly concentrated in the
Municipalities, and to a large extent in the Jeru-
salem Municipality.

The budget of the Jewish Agency for 1951/
1952 amounted to I1..68.8 million, of which IL.13

million were allocated for the transportation and
absorption of immigrants, IL.29 million for settle-
ment and IL.4.5 million for youth immigration.

The data on bank notes in circulation presented
in Table 6 indicate a steady rise. At the beginning
of June 1952 they added up to IL.115.5 million.
Foreign exchange balances at the beginning of
June decreased, reaching a minimum of 1L..11,000,
whereas Treasury bills increased to TL.38 million.

Total bank assets and liabilities dropped. from
JL.266.1 million in December 1951 to IL.262.6
million in March 1952. This drop was mainly due
to a decrease of deposits and Treasury bills. There
was a downward trend -also in credit co-operative
societies: total assets and liabilities, which reached
11..48.4 million in December 1951, declined to
1L.47.8 million in 1952,

Data on securities in 1951 are presented in
Table 10. The total number of securities issued
rose from IL.28.6 million in 1950 to IL..42.6 mil-
lion in 1951. A large part of the new issue con-
sists of Government loans (I1..12.7 million) and
the rest are new issues of private companies. The
differences between the Towest and highest quota-
tions in 1951 were greater than those of previous
years.

The capital invested in companies in 1951 was
much higher than in 1950. [n 1951, a total of 1,914
new companies were established with a capital of
1L.20.3 million, and 351 existing companies in-
creased their capital by IL.18.4 million.

N. EDUCATION

The data were supplied by the Ministry of Educa-
tion and Culture and institutions of higher edu-
cation. _

Tables 1—5 relate to the beginning of the
scholastic year. Table 1 does not include private

- kindergartens (7,000, children in 1951/1952),
“chadarim™ and yeshivoth not under the juris- -

diction of the Ministry (in 1951/1952 there were
more than 7,000 students, of whom two-thirds
were up to the age of 17), Christian non-Govern-
ment schools (7,000 pupils in 1951/1952) and
educational institutions in ma’abareth and immi-
grant reception centres (for the years 1949/1950
and 1950/1951). The data appearing under teach-
ing posts, male and female teachers, relate to
posts {whole and partial) and not to the number

of teachers, since there are teachers who teach

in more than one school. With regard to the
primary classes of secondary schools, only the
number of pupils is given, since the institution

Whilst total imports increased by 11..19,989,000
or 19.5%, imports from agreement-countries rose
by 1L.310,000 or 2.9%. only. Indeed, as a per-
centage of total imports, imports from these coun-
tries decreased from 10.4% in 1950 to 9.0% in
1951.

Compared with 1950, total exports of Israel
products show an increase by 1L.3,432,000 or
27.3% in 1951. Exports to agreement-countries,
however, rose by 1L.1,089,000 or 59.3%. As a per-
centage of total exports, exports to these countries
increased from 14.6%; in 1950 to 18.3% in 1951.

Table 2 presents data on imports without pay-
ment. During the period under review, the amount
of imports without payment of foreign currency

. steadily increased, both in absolute figures and as

a percentage of total imports:

-Table 3 presents imports by country of origin

. and exports by country of destination. A break- -

down of imports and exports, as shown in Table 4,
reveals that the United Kingdom, the main market
for citrus fruits, ranked first among the export
countries (1950—31.29%, 1951—32.8%), and that
the United States was first in the list of import
countries (1950—38.0%, 1951—35.0%).

Table 5 shows imports by class and group in
1951, as compared with 1950 and 1949. The figures
in this Table reflect the change in the structure
of imports. Whilst in 1951 the average population
increased by 18.0% over that in 1950, the value

of total imports rose by 19.5%. This increase was
caused by a rise in the three most important

. classes of goods. The class “Food, Drink and

Tobacco™ showed an increase of 18.8%, almost
corresponding with the rise in population. The
import value of *“Articles Wholly or Mainly Manu-
factured” showed a less than proportionate in-
crease (14.4%), but, in absolute figures, it showed
the biggest advance (TL.8,747,000). As a con-
comitant feature of the country’s increasing in-
dustrialisation, the import value of “Raw Ma-
terials and Articles Mainly Unmanufactured” in-
creased -by 45.8%, which is far more than pro-
portionate to the increase of the average popula-
tion. Thus, part of the import of articles wholly
or mainly manufactured was replaced by imports
of raw materials and semi-manufactured products,

- used for productive purposes.

Table 6 shows exports by class and commodity
in 1951, compared with 1950 and 1949. Exports
in 1951 showed an increase by T1L.3,432,000 or
27.39, as compared with 1950, which exceeded
the growth of average population by 9%,. This
change resulted in the main from an increase in
exports of Manufactured Articles by 1L.3,035,000
or 55.7%, a rise in exports of Food, Drink and
Tobacco by IL.410,000 or 5.9%, and a decline
in exports of Raw Materials by1L.17,0000r 18.6 %.

This comparative change indicates an important
trend in the structure of exports. In 1951 exports
of manufactured articles formed 53.1% of the
total, compared to 43.5% in 1950. In the same
period, exports of Food, Drink and Tobacco de-
creased from 55.7% to 46.3%.

Table D shows the comparative changes in

import-value and export-value by main classes of

commodities.. The percentage changés from 1950
to 1951 are added to these figures.

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The basis for the prices of food commodities
was taken to be the average of the prices during
a whole year, June 1950 to May 1951 (including
August 1950 and March 1951-—the two months
of inquiry), whereas, for the other commodities,
only the prices during the two months of inquiry
were so taken. However, in order to maintain a
certain coniiiuily in the sertes of cost of living
indexes, the calculations were adjusted to Sep-
tember 1951, which serves as the base (=100).

The weights in the index (total = 1,000) re-
main fixed all the time, with the exception of

vegetables and fruits—included in the food item, -

for which weights were fixed from month to
month, in accordance with data on marketing
during the whole season, received during the last
three years.

The localities included in the index are Jeru-
salem, Tel Aviv-Jaffa, Haifa, Tiberias, Nathanya,
Rishon-le-Zion, Lod and Ramlieh.

The prices of food commodities are collected
in each town thrice a month (on the 5th, 15th
and 25th) in a number of shops, whereas informa-
tion on clothing and -footwear, household and
kitchen utensils, and services included in other
items, are collected only once a month.

In February 1952, there was a fundamental
change in the rate of exchange of the Israel pound,
as part of the new economic policy. In place of
the rate of 1L.1=$ 2.80, three rates were intro-
duced and, as a result, there was a new calcula-
tion of prices. The large increases in prices are
explained mainly by this change, which was accen-
tuated by changes in wages following the more
frequent increase in the index. This explains the
proportionaté increase in prices and the increase
in the index as from February 1952.

L. FOREIGN TRADE

Data are given on the balance of foreign trade,

imports without payment, imports by country of

origin and exports by country of destination, im-
ports by class and group, and exports by class
and commodity.

Table 1 presents the balance of foreign trade.
On the basis of the figures in the Table, the
ratios of the value of exports to imports were
calculated. ' v

Since the beginning of 1949, the average popu-
lation of Israel has increased by 433,254. In spite
of this rise and the requirements caused by the
economic integration of the new arrivals, the
value of imports per capita decreased (in exact
figures) by 1L.0.830 from January 1949 to De-
cember 1951. Moreover, average exports per ca-
pita increased by TL.1.199. The final results of
the two movements is that the trade deficit per
capita since 1949 decreased by IL.2.079.

Table A shows the countries with which Israel
had an adverse balance of trade of more than
1L.1,500,000 in 1951 (in 1L.1,000):

In fact, Israel did not have a favourable trade
balance with any of its trade partners in 1951.

Since Israel’s growing export potential is still
limited, trade agreements generally have a special,
structure, which allows a considerable share of
the imports to be paid by the funds of Israel res-
idents blocked under currency restrictions in the
countries of supply.

Table B shows that the ratio of exports to im-



of the index of that kind published by the Statis-
tical Department of the Mandatory Goveinment.
The calculation of the index is done by the chain
system on the basis of the price level in June 1936.

Items included in the index are mainly food -

and fuel, and they are divided into the following
three categories: (a) Grain, Meat and Eggs, (b)
Other Food, Fruits and Vegetables, (¢) Fuel and
Miscellaneous. .

Wholesale food prices (mainly vegetables and
fruits) are recorded thrice monthly (on the S5th,
15th and 25th) by enumerators of the Central
Bureau of Statistics, who call on wholesalers in
the three large towns.

“The Bureau calculates and publishes average
monthly prices for each town as well asa general
average for the three towns together. It does not,
however, compute separate indexes for each town,
but rather one general index and country-wide
indexes for the three categories.

The calculation was done by means of an un-
weighted geometric average, and thereafter by
means of a weighted geometric average.

The Bureau also compiles data on the prices

of commodities not included in the index of whole-'

sale prices, and the Monthly Statistical Bulletin of
Israel also contains average wholesale prices of
building materials, metals (ferrous and non-fer-
rous), textile and leather materials, farm supplies
and chemicals. )
The Bureau intends shortly to compile a new
index of wholesale prices, which will include, in

addition to food and fuel, all the above-mentioned -

groups.

RETAIL PRICES
AND CONSUMERS’ PRICE INDEX

(Cost of Living Index)

* The consumers’ price index (cost of living index),
which was published by the Central Bureau of
Statistics from the establishment of the State until
September 1951, is a continuation of one which

the Statistical Department of the Jewish Agency’

had been publishing and which was based on an
inquiry carried out during August 1939 into the
living standard of workers’ families.

Since September 1951 the Bureau has been
publishing a new index which replaces the old one
as well as the “interim index™ which was in force
from December 1950 to September 1951. The new
index reflects the changes in the retail prices of
the commodities and services consumed by a

Jewish worker’s wage-earning family. The quan-
tities and expenditures of consumption of the
family are based on a comprehensive inquiry into
the living standard of workers’ families (1,000)
in August 1950 and in March 1951. The compo-
sition of the families corresponds to the general
composition of workers’ wage-earning families (by
locality, community, size, income, .occupation,
etcetera) as determined by a special inquiry into

17,881 families. The average monthly expenditure

of a 3.8 member family during these months was
.set at JL.81.5. i

A strike refers to a labour dispute, between
employees and employers, which caused a stop-
page of work of at least one day.

The figures presented in the Tables show the
number of strikes and lock-outs during 1950 and
1951 by duration, cause and settlement, economic
branch and means of settlement.

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS

In accordance with the Industrial Accidents and
Occupational Diseases Ordinance of 1945, em-
ployers are obliged to submit a report to the
District Labour {nspectors of the Ministry of La-
bour on every accident occurring in their enterprise
resulting in death, disability or temporary loss of

working capacity for a period of three days and

over.,

The Tables contain data on industrial acci-
dents registered in 1951 in the industrial branches
to which the Ordinance applies. The figures are
classified by age and sex of the injured and cause
of accident. Figurés are also provided on occu-
pational diseases, including those resulting in
death..

J. TRANSPORT AND COMMUNICATIONS
RAILWAYS

- The number of ton-kilometres amounted to 103

million, an increase of 45% compared to 1950.
The principal increase occurred in the traffic of
building materials, foodstuffs and grain. The Rail-
ways have not, however, yet developed into a
central factor, in land communication for the
transport either of passengers or of freight.

MOTORISED VEHICLES

Table 2 shows the increase in the number of li-
censed motorised vehicles from March 1950, to
March 1952. The number was greater in March
1952 than in March 1951; that of taxis rose by
24 % and of other types of vehicles by 10%—11%.

TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS
IN MOTORISED VEHICLES

Table 3 shows the development of this form of
transport during the period 1949-51. Particu-
larly striking was the increase in the number of
omnibus passengers on suburban and inter-urban
lines, which rose from 70 million in 1949 to 162
million in 1951. This was due to the fact that, with
the incréase of immigration and the establishment
of new settlements, many settlers had to travel to
their places of work. In addition, the number of

visits connected with the initial placement o
immigrants (housing, etcetera) increased, as well
as the number of visits of relatives and friends.
The increase in the number of taxi passengers on
regular inter-urban lines has slowed down appre-
ciably. Whereas the number rose by 71% from
1949 to 1950, there was only a 2094 ri- “f~ *7 7~
to 1951. By contrast, there was a g.

in the traffic of taxi passengers on sp

on inter-urban and urban lines.

Total kilometrage of taxis on inter-u
increased in 1951 by only 3.4 % compared s
because, during that year, 7 passengers were per-
mitted to travel in a six-seater, and distances
shortened by putting lines into operation on
new routes between Tel Aviv and Haifa (Na-
thanya road) and between Tel Aviv and Jeru-
salem (Ramleh-Gerzer-Road of Valour).

ROAD ACCIDENTS

The number of fatal casualties was 210, compared
to 228 in 1950. but the number of seriously in-
jured rose by 509 in 1951.

. SHIPPING

The number and tonnage of ships arriving at
Israel ports was smaller than in 1950. Cargo un-
loaded at Israel ports rose by 11.4% compared
to 1950, whereas cargo loaded decreased by 1.9 %;.

Work at the Port of Haifa increased in 1951,
and decreased at Tel Aviv and Jaffa.
. . o
CIVIL AVIATION
Table 6 presents data on the development of civil
aviation during the last three years.

The rapid rise in the number of passengers
arriving, especially in 1951 (57.3 % more than in
1950), was partly due to the air-lift of immigrants
from Iraq, Persia and elsewhere. .

Inland air traffic of passengers and cargo. in

transit increased.

POST, TELEPHONES,

TELEGRAPHS AND WIRELESS

There was a marked development in 1951 in the
activities of these Departments. Ordinary and
registered mail traffic increased, and especially
the number of parcels which arrived from abroad
(658 -thousand parcels in 1951, compaied to 468
thousand in 1950 and 233 thouvand in 1949).

H. INDUSTRY

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

In 1951, the number of the industrial production
series was increased by the addition of series
on textile products, tanning of hides and shoe
production under control. The main additional
series are: fextile—cotton and spun rayon yarns,
worsted yarns, woollen yarns, woven cotton,
spun rayon and rayon fabrics, woven wool cloths
(including mixture), woven worsted cloths (in-
cluding mixture), flax (including mixture), cotton
and woollen carpets, woollen blankets, cotton
dish-cloths; tanning of hides—lower leather, up-
per leather, lining, other; shoe production—men’s,
women’s, children’s and work shoes, slippers and
sandals.

Data on most of the series indicate a produc-
tion increase in 1951 compared to 1950. Total
sales of electricity increased by 20 %, from 464,052
thousand kwh. in 1950 to 558,170 in 1951, and

sales for industrial purposes rose by 12%, from
140,565 thousand kwh. in 1950 to 157,786 in 1951.
Qutput of laundry' soap increased by 259, toilet
soap—99Y, citrus juices—114% (from 7,452 ki-
lolifrés in 1950 to 15,925 in 1951), preserved
fruits—2359% (from 1,028 tons in 1950 to 3,447
in 1951), pickled vegetables—27%, beer—18%,
wine—143%, arrack—15%, cognac—51%, ci-
gars—14Y9;; cigarettes—34 %, matches (in boxes)

- —259%, matches (in.booklets)—241%;, salt—36 9.

In contrast, there was a decrease in the produc-
tion of refined oils by 6%, margarine—26 9%, cho-
colate—359%;, sweets—339%, canned vegetables
—20%. :

INDEX NUMBERS OF PERSONS EMPLOYED,
MAN-DAYS WORKED, WAGES AND SALARIES
AND DAILY EARNINGS PER EMPLOYEE

The number of establishments supplying data for -
the calculation of these indexes in 1951 was 477,
including 506 industrial fields. These establish-
ments employed a monthly average of 26,804 per-
sons, who worked 604,000 days and earned
11..1,772,000 in wages and salaries. They are mostly
old-established concerns and reflect only to a lim-
ited degree the development of recent vears.
To correct this imbalance, the set of establish-

* ments used for the index was revised in 1952.

I. LABOUR

.PERSONS SEEKING EMPLOYMENT

Data on unemployment are based on the registra-
tion of persons seeking employment at the general
labour exchanges (Jewish), which are wun-
der the supervision of the Ministry of Labour.
By definition, any person who registered. even
once a month is régarded as a person seeking em-
ployment. ’

The daily average of unemployed during one
month is obtained by dividing the total number
of registrations during it by the number of week-
days in it .

The figures of persons seeking employment
are classified by occupation, duration of registra-
tion period, sex, length of time in the country and
place of labour exchange. Duration of registra-
tion period is defined as the period of unemploy-
ment (in days) of persons seeking employment
each month.

STRIKES AND LOCK-OUTS
Data on strikes and lock-outs are based on re-
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total in 1951, compared to 16.4% in 1950 and
only 6.5% during the second half of 1948. The

~ average size of an immigrant family in 1951 was

3.7 persons, compared to 3.3 in 1950.

TOURISM

36,000 travellers entered, compared to 31,000 in
1950 .and 22,000 in 1949. On an average, about
3,000 arrived each month, compared to 2,500 in
1950 and less than 2,000 in 1949. There were,in
addition, 15,243 one-day visitors in 1951, com-
pared to 2,489 in 1950.

Over half the travellers (54.9%) came by air
and about 409 by sea, while 63 % left by air and
31.8% by sea. Of the 36,000 travellers in 1951,
more than 70% came as tourists and to visit re-
latives, 7.4%, on business and for investment and
42% for temporary employment..Their main
countries of residence were the United States—
9,524 (27.5%), United Kingdom—3,992 (11.5%),
France—3,959 (11.4%), Turkey—2,296 (6.6%,),
The Union of South Africa—1,684 (4.9 %) and Italy
—1,208 (3.5%). Over half (54.3%) of the 32,552
travellers who left in 1951 stayed less than a month,
22.6% a month to two months and 12,79 from
three months to one year; their average stay was
58 days. )

RESIDENTS DEPARTING AND EMIGRANTS

In 1951, 26,676 residents (including 790 other
than Jews) left the country, compared to 30,018
(835 other than Jews) in 1950. 7,647 (29.3%—
including 330 other than Jews) gave emigration
as their purpose of departure. The breakdown of
the other purposes was as follows: visiting rela-
tives and touring—6,441 (24.8 %), business—2,616
(10%), liquidation of property and inheritance—
1,164 (4.5%), study—1,461 (5.6%), Government,

diplomatic and public missions—1,783 (6.9%),

ship and air crews—2,399 (9.2%). Of the
residents departing in 1951, 58% - left by air

. and 41.1% by sea, while 559 of the returning

residents came by air and 42.5%, by sea. Of the
returning residents, 199 stayed abroad less than
one month, about 20%;, from one to two months,
16.2% from two to three months and 22.59%; over
six months. Their average stay abroad was 153
days.

The main countries of destination were France
—3,532 persons (13.7% of total), United States—
3,422 (13.2%), Canada—1,679 (6.5%), Turkey,
Germany, Switzerland and Italy—over 1,100 res-
idents to each (4.4%—5.0%).

EMIGRANTS

7,317 Jewigh and 330 other than Jewish residents
left the country permanently as emigrants. Of the

- Jews 20.5% (1,473) emigrated to Canada, 13.3%

(958) to the United States, 11.5 9 (825) to France,
8.7% (628) to Turkey and 6.1%; (439) to Austra-
lia and New Zealand. Some of those who declared
France as the country of destination actually
emigrated to North Africa.

D. SETTLEMENTS

The number of settlements at the end of July 1952
‘was 807 — 437 founded before and 370 after the
establishment of the State—compared to 758 at
the end of 1951. The marked rise is due principal-
1y to the inclusion of settlements, established long
since, which had not been recognised as indepen-
dent previously.

The figures presented in the Table reveal an in-
crease in tempo of colonisation from 1948 to the
end of 1949 and a gradual decrease from then tothe
end of July 1952. In the distribution of new settle-
ments by social structure, striking differences are
reflected over the period. The largest number of
workers’ small-holders settlements was estab-
lished in the years 1949 and 1950 (59 and 58); of
kibbutzim in 1948 and 1949 (23 and 41); and of
independent ma’abaroth in 1950 and 1951 (21
and 24). In other words, the kibbutz movement

founded its most settlements during the first two

years after the War of Independence; the work-
ers’ small-holders movement only set up a few
settlements (6) during the year of the establish-
ment of the State, but was much more active in
1949 and 1950. The independent ma’abarothwere
first created in 1950, and their number reached a
peak the next year.

In comparing figures in this Year-book with pre-
vious ones, one must remember that merger or
abandonment of settlements has changed thetotal.
Moreover, the towns of Lod, Ramleh, Acco, Beit
Shean, Beersheba and Migdal-Ascalon were for-
merly included among the settlements founded
after the establishment of the State, but are now
counted among those founded before it.

E. HEALTH

The development in health conditions is reflected
inTables 1—5. The first two tables refer tomortal-
ity and infectious diseases, the other three to the
activities of medical institutions.
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MORTALITY

Although the number of deaths rose from 7,144
in 1950 to 8,487 in 1951, this actually means a
slight decrease in mortality if the growth of the
population is taken into account. Tn the compari-
son of death-totals from individual causes in
1951 and 1950 only appreciable increases can,
therefore, be considered significant. Infectious di-
seases show a definite rise in deaths from dysen-~
tery and diphtheria, and a drop in tetanus and
poliomyelitis, measles and malaria. Deaths from
neoplasms (malignant, benign and unspecified to-
gether) and in ill-defined diseases were more fre-
quent, and less frequent from diabetes, urinary
calculi and anaemia,

In the light of the declining infant mortality
rate, the causes of death deserve particular atten-
tion: comparison of the two respective columns
in the Table shows that, apart from dysentery,
diphtheria, meningitis, pneumonia and intestinal
obstruction, all items either rose only insignifi-
cantly or dropped appreciably.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

The rates of the individual infectious diseases (as
far as they were notified by physicians to the
health authorities) per 10,000 of the population
show an appreciable rise for diphtheria, parotitis
and scarlet fever, and a distinct decrease for ru-
bella, morbilli, paratyphoid, leptospirosis and pol-
iomyelitis, while other diseases such as varicella,
infectious hepatitis, typhus exanthematicus, ty-
phoid fever and pertussis remained more or less
on the same level during the two years.

SICK FUNDS

Data were only available for two large Funds (the

General Workers' and the Rural Benefit), which
care for about 70%; of the entire population. The
outstanding feature of Table 3 is the steady de-
cline in the rate of visits,

Thus the number of first calls at clinics per in-
sured person of the General Workers’ Sick Fund
dropped from 3.8 in 1949 to 3.6 in 1950 and 3.2
in 1951; additional calls for further treatment of
a disease after it had once been diagnosed dropped
from 4.2 to 3.9 and 3.3 respectively; doctors’ vis-
its at patients’ homes (first calls) from 5.0 to 4.1
and 3.2, and subsequent visits from 5.3 to 4.3 and
2.8. All this reduced the number of meetings be-
tween doctor and patient per insured person from
9.1 in 1949 to 8.4 in 1950 and 7.2 in 1951.

HOSPITALISATION
A marked improvement is reflected i Tables 4
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and 5, which show that from January 1, 1951, to
January 1, 1952, almost 2,000 beds were added
to the country’s hospital btedstiength—an ip-
crease of 23.89%. Government itself took the
largest part in this expansion (40.7 %), followed by
Kupat Holim (13.3%), local authorities (10.8%)
and "Hadassah (6.7%). No percentage increase
is given for “Malben” and “Others”, since here
it was rather a shift in authority. Data have been
added to show the place of three important hos- -
pital departments in the general framework;
Government now maintains by far the largest
number of beds for tuberculosis (764) and mental
cases (1,082) and is also ahead in obstetrics.

An arrangement of figures by department
(Table 5) shows the largest percentage increase
for dermatology and venereal diseases, and or-
thopaedics, the smallest for obstetrical cases: The
negative figures signify not so much closing down
of departments or wards as transfer of items
from one category to the other in the course of
reorganisation and re-definition.

F. AGRICULTURE AND FISHERIES

The food balance-sheet reflects, in nutritional val- -
ues (calories, proteins and fats), the quantities
and kinds of food available for human consump-
tion in a given country. From: it, nutrition and
the yearly changes can be ascertained. The bal-
ance-sheet of Israel was prepared according to
the following methods of calculation:

(1) The available food supply during the year un- "
der review was obtained by adding imports to
the quantity of food locally produced. Exports
were then deducted .and the remainder was
adjusted to the- change of supply at the
beginning of the period.

(2) The quantity of food for human consump-
tion was obtained by.deducting the quantities
used for the nutrition of animals, seeds, in-
dustry, etcetera.

(3) The food quota per person was determined
by dividing the commodities for human con-
sumption by the mean population. '

(4) The nutritional value per person of these .
commodities per day was calculated in terms
of calories, proteins and fats.

. The average nutrition per person per day ex-
pressed itself during 1949/1950—the year to
which the balance-sheet relates—as 2,613 calories,
83.7 grams of proteins and 75.0 grams of fats.

The state of nutrition in Israel, compared with
other countries, can be seen from the following
table (Israel—1949/1950, other countrics—1947/

The value of agricultural production (excluding
citrus fruit) in 1950/1951 was IL.62.2 million, of
which 1L.56.5 million (91%) was from Jewish
farming and IL.5.6 million (9 %)) from other than
Jewish farming. The value of agricultural produc-
tion rose in 1950/1951 — at the prices of that
year — by 279%, compared to the previous year,
when the value was IL. 48.8 million. This increase
was due mainly to the rise in the prices of
agricultural products. If 1950/1951 quantities are
calculated according to 1949/1950 prices, the value
of that production is IL. 51.2 million, constituting
a rise of only 59;. This small increase was due to
the drought, which caused an appreciable reduc-
tion in field crops and fruits but a small relative
rise in the other branches.

Of all the branches of agricultural production,
six main ones, constituting about 80 % of the total,
stood out in particular: milk—IL. 10.5 million,
vegetables and potatoes—IL 10.3 million, field
crops—I1L. 9.7 million, eggs—IL.9.3 million,
meat—IL. 4.8 million, green fodder—IL.3.9
million.

About 609, of the total Jewish production
was distributed among three branches: cattle
(including meat output, value of rearing and or-
ganic manure), poultiv (also including meat out-
put, value of rearing and organic manure) and
vegetables. Tn other than Jewish farming, which is
principally based on unirrigated crops, these
branches constituted only 35% of the whole.
According to a provisional estimate, the value
of agricultural production in 1951/1952 will
reach about IL. 125 million.

The cultivated area in Jewish and other farm-
ing amounted in 1950/1951 to 3.4 million du-
nams, a 35% rise over the 2.5 million dunams of
1949/1950. The structure of the cultivated area in

1950/1951 can be seen from the following figures
(area in 1,000 dunams)’

Compared with 1949/1950, the field crops (in-
cluding the areas in the Negev prepared for the
following year) increased by 44%, fodder and
various crops under irrigation—50%, vegetables
and potatoes—189;, plantations—89%;, and fish
ponds—23 %,

Provisional figures are that the cultivated area
in 1951/1952 will total 4 million dunams, a 19%
increase compared with 1950/1951 and a 609
increase compared with 1949/1950.

The figures of field crops relate to areas sown,
regardless ,of the fate of the crops; the serious
drought during the year prevented many farmers
from harvesting. The cultivated field crop area in
1950/1951 amounted to 2,110,769 dunams (ex-
cluding 439 thousand dunams in the Negev which
wete ploughed at the beginning of the year and
prepared for the sowing of winter.crops in 1951/
1952). Of this area, 1,587,638 dunams (75 %) were
sown by Jewish and 523,131 (25%) by other far-
mers. The sown area increased by 357,480 du-
nams or 20% compared with 1949/1950. In Jewish
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farming the sown atea increased by 31%(: in
other farming it dropped by 7Y%, because the
drought affected the sowing plan there particu-
larly:in other thanJewish farming a considerable
portionofthe areais sown after the first winter rains
(December and January), whereas in Jewish farm-
ing most was sown during the autumn, before
the drought. Compared with 1948/1949, the sown
area increased by 1,045,266 dunams or 98 %.

Of the crops sown during the year under re-
view, four main kinds, making up about 75% of
the sown area, were very striking: tarley (612,357
dunams), wheat (407,661), hay (365,750) and pul-
ses (145,441). Compared with 1949/1950 the hay
area increaved by 589, barley—23%, wheat—
11% and pulses—107%,. The tobacco area was
doubled compared to 1949/1950. but the maize
area for grain decreased by 65 %, oil crops by
509 and watermelons by 37%.

Over 60 % of the field crops area in Jewish farm-
ing was sown by collective settlements, 25% by
workers’ small-holders settlements and the rest
by other types.

The cultivated vegetable area in 1950/1951
amounted to 156,594 dunams, of which 119,446
(76%) were sown and planted by Jewish vege-
table growers and 37,148 (24 %) by others. Com-
pared to 1949/1950, the area increased by 25,926
dunams (209%).

Production of vegetables and potatoes in 1950/
1951 amounted to 179,000 tons, constituting a

119 rise compared to the 1949/1950 production.

of 160,800 tons. ‘This relatively small rise did not
keep step with the growth of population, and a
considerable shortage of vegetables was felt dur-
ing the year.

Production of fruit (escluding citrus fruits) de-
creased in 1950/1951 by 7%. The production of
bananas amounted to 5,700 tons (a rise of 1849
compared to 1949/1950), table grapes—7,100

tons (25% decrease), wine grapes—6,250 tons’

(16% decrease), «deciduous fruits—3,500 tons
(46%, decrease), other fruits—5,650 tons (15%
increase). Drought explains why the yield of
grapes and deciduous fruits fell off so much. The
yield of bananas increased appreciably in view
of the expansion of the plantation areas. Other
fruits were also more plentiful, thanks to a
supply of substantial quantities of cactus pears,
a nourishing fruit whose marketing was neglected
in previous years.

The yield of watermelons decreased by 82%.
A smaller decrease (37%) occurred in the yield
of sugar-melons, a considerable part of their area
being under irrigation.
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During the citrus season of 1951/1952, the
number of cases marketed (excluding clemen-
tines and mandarines) was 8,025,000, of which
3,700,000 cases (46%) were for export and
4,325,000 (54 %) for eating and industrial purpo-
ses. Compared with the previous ysar, when
8,300,000 cases were marketed, the decrease was
275,000 (3%). Local marketing for eating and
industrial purposes increased by 59 (from
4,114,000 cases in 1950-51 to 4,325,000), whereas-.
exports diminished by 12%. -

In the total, there were 6,708,000 cases of
oranges (84%), 1,136,000 of grapefruit ¢14%)
and 181,000 of lemons (2%). -Compared .with
the previous season, this meant a 3% drop, in
the marketing of oranges, and an 8 % drop in tm\t
of grapefruit, while that of lemons rose by 5%.

Fishery hauls rose from 6,432 tons in 1950 to
6,730 in 1951 (a 59 increase). During the first
three months of 1952, further expansion took
place, and the output increased by 479 over the
corresponding months of 1951.

At the end of December 1951, the number of
fivestock in Jewish farming was 60,534 head, a
27% increase over the corresponding point of
1950, when it was 47,733 head. Imports account-
ed for 599% of the increase and natural increase
for 41%,.

Milk production during the first nine months
of 1951 was 76.4 million litres, an 11 % increase over
the 69.1 million produced during the correspond-
ing months of 1950. Egg production in the same
period was 287.3 million, compared to 238.5 mil-
lion during the corresponding period of 1950, an
inctease of 20%.

Tables 13 and 14 give data on the marketing
of agricultural production and on infectious di-
seases among livestock.

G. BUILDING

BUILDING COMPLETED IN THE WHOLE COUNTRY

The summary for 1951 is based on the reports
received by the Central Bureau of Statistics from
24 local authorities, 10 building companies and
the Housing Division of the Ministry of Labour.
An estimate was made of building carried. out
by the Housing Division but not under its direct
technical supervision.

The table following shows the changg which
occurred in 1951 in the building area and in the
number of rooms (1950 — 100):



There are differences in the crude mortality
rates among the various types of setilement. The
highest rate was in Jerusalem (8.0 per 1,000 pop-
ulation) and the lowest in kibbutzim (2.9). These
extremes, which also existed in previous years,
were mainly due to the varied age composition
in the different localities, as well as to the.varying
health and mortality levels.

INFANT MORTALITY

There was a marked decline in the infant mortal-

ity rate. After the rate had increased to 51.7 in
1949, it dropped to 46.2 in 1950 and to 39.2 in
1951. In Jerusalem it went down from 50.7 in
1950 to 40.2, in Haifa from 38.8 to 26.4, and it
was at its lowest in kibbutzim at 16.5 per 1,000
births compared to 23.1 in 1950,

The differences reflect the health levels in dif-
ferent ptaces. -

- Registration of Population

Tables from the Registration of Population are
presented, in continuation of those given in pre-
vious years, and based on the complete sorting of
all the punch-cards of the Jewish population which
was in Israel on November 8, 1948.

Of the Jews in Israel on that day 359 were na-
tive-born and 65% foreign-born. Out of every
100 foreign-born, 84 were born in Europe (partic-
ularly Poland-—35 per 100 foreign-born), 12in Af-
rica and less than one in America and Australasia.

Of the foreign-born 18.8 % had immigrated be-
fore 1932, 42.7 %, during the FifthAliyah(1932-39),
20.8% during the Second World War and there-
after until 1947, and 17.7%; in 1948.

The Registiation of Population showed that,
of the population for whom details of the daily
spoken language were known, 547, spoke He-
brew exclusively as such, 21% spoke it as their
main language and 59 spoke it as an additional
language; 2094 had a foreign language only.

C. MIGRATION

MIGRATION BALANCE

During 1951, a total of 247,132 persons (immi-
grants, travellers and returning residents) entered
the country and 79,650 left it. The migration bal-
ance thus meant an excess of 167,482 entering,
compared to 161,624 in 1950 and 235,474 in 1949,

IMMIGRATION

174,014 immigrants arrived (including 113 other
than Jews), compared to 169,720 (315 other than
Jews) in 1950 and 239,424 (348 other than Jews)
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in 1949. Between the establishment of the Staté
and the end of 1951, the total of Jewish immi-
grants was 684,275, compared to 452,158 from
1919 until the establishment of the State.

Country of Birth

The percentage of immigrants born in Asiatic
countries increased to 59.5%, compared to 34.4%,
in 1950. In contrast, that of immigrant§ born in
Africa dropped slightly from 15.2% in 1950 to
11.6%. The drop in immigrants born in Europe
was more striking —from 49.8 %/, in 1950 to 28.5%.
Approximately 75% of immigrants in 1951 were
born in Iraq and Rumania—51.39% (89,088) in

Iraq and 23.1% (40,206) in Rumania. -

Sex

The percentage of females (51.5%) in 1951, asin
1950 (50.2%), exceeded that of males. This re-
verses the ratio which prevailed between the es-
tablishment of the State and the end of 1949,
when the percentage of immigrant males (52.2%)
was higher than that of females (47.8%).

Age

The change in the age composition of immigrants
expressed itself in a decrease in the percentage
of those aged 15—44 from 47.9% in 1950 to 41,
and in an increase in the percentage of children
(aged 0—14), from 28.1%; in 1950 to 32.2%/ and
and of old persons (aged 60 and over) from 7.3%
in 1950 to 119;. The percentage of children rose
by reason of the heavy immigration from Iraq,
with its many large families. The rise in the per-
centage of old persons was due to a high per-
centage of elderly persons in the immigration
from Rumania.

Marital Status ’ .

The most striking feature in the composition of
immigrants in 1951 from this aspect was the rise
in the percentage of widows. Of all female immi-
grants aged 15 and over in that year, widows
were 20.2%, compared to 16.2% in 1950 and
9.49 during the second half of 1948. Among the
Jewish population on the day of the Registration
of Population, the corresponding percentage of
widows was 9.8%.

Size of Family

The exodus from Iraq explains the higher percent-
age of large families: out of the total number of
families, excluding persons coming alone, families
with 5 members and over constituted 28.3 % of the



density was 2,916 persons per square kilometrein
the Yarkon area, 831 in the Haifa Bay area and
559 in the area of Jerusalem and the Judean Hills,
while in the Negev it was only 3. .

TYPE OF SETTLEMENT

The urban population constituted .72% and the
rural 289 of the total; the rural included 20,000
Beduin in the Negev and Galilee, who were 1.3%
of the whole.

In the Jewish population there has been a ten-
dency towards an increase in the proportion of
the rural, from 16.1 9 on the day of the Registra-
tion of Population to 22.59% at the end of 1951.
But not all types of rural settlements increased
equally. The smallest increase occurred in the
kibbutzim, whose population increased by only
25.79; between the Registration of Population
and the end of 1951,whereas the total rural po-
pulation increased by 180.9%;.

SEX AND AGE

During the year there was a further drop in the
percentage of males among the Jewish popula-
tion. At the end of 1951, they comprised 50.9%
of the total of that population, compared to
51.39 at the end of 1950 and 51.7%; on the day
of the Registration of Population. Among the
other than Jewish population (excluding the Be-
duin in the Negev), the percentage was 50.7.

The following changes took place in the age-

composition of the Jewish population: the percen-

tage of persons of the main working ages (15—44)

declined from 51.99; at the end of 1949 to 50.3%

at the end of 1950 and to 48.0% at the end of 1951,

whereas the percentage of children (aged 0—14)
rose from 29.29 at the end of 1949 to 29.8% at
the end of 1950 and to 30.9 % at the end of 1951—
a phenomenon connected with the immigration
of large families. There was also an increase in
the percentage of persons above the age of 45:
that of those aged 45-59 rose from 12.7% at the
end of 1949 to 14.3% at the end of 1951, and
that of old persons (60 years and above) from
6.2% at the end of 1949 to 6.8% at the end of
1951.

Vital Statistics (Jewish Population)

(As to the other than Jewish population, the re-
gistration of births and deaths as well as the
“concentration of marriage and divorce certificates
was deficient in the past and considerable efforts
have been made to improve the registration. For
the time being the incomplete material on vital
statistics among the other than Jewish popula-

tion cannot be treated, not even crude rates can
be calculated, and the reform must be gradual).

MARRJAGES AND DIVORCES

The marriage rate among the Jewish population
fell to 11.66 per 1,000 populationin 1951, after a
peak of 14.54 during 1950, the highest since the
compilation of such statistics was begun in 1935.
The causes of this change cannot yet be ascertained,
but the high rate in 1950 was to a certain extent
linked with the decrease in the average age of
persons marrying, although the percentage of
persons aged 20-39 decreased. The decrease in
the average age of persons marrying, again, may
have some connection with the increase in the
percentage of persons originating from Middle
Eastern countries.

The divorce rate increased, from 2.12 in 1950
to 1.78 in 1951.

BIRTHS AND FERTILITY

The birth rate continued to be at a high level in
1951: 32.7 births per 1,000 population, compared
to 33.0 in 1950 and 29.95 in 1949. The net repro-
duction rate rose to 1.75 in 1950, compared to
1.53 in 1949.

The differences in .birth rates between -the va-
rious types of settlements and towns can be seen
from the crude birth rates. The crude rate was
34.8 in Jerusalem, 26.1 in Tel Aviv and 24.7 in
Haifa, whereas among all sections of the rural
population there was a high birth rate. The reason
for these differences were, on the one hand, the
different age compositions of the population
(that is, where there was a larger concentration
of young people of fertility age, the crude rate
per 1,000 population was high), and, on the other,
the social and communal composition (localities
where Oriental communities and the old Yishuv
are concentrated had a higher birth rate).

MORTALITY

The crude mortality rate was at virtually the same
level as in 1950: 6.41 compared to 6.48 in 1950.

The average life expectation at birth, which
expresses the mortality level more adequately
since it is not influenced by the young age com-
position, rose from 66.3 years in 1950 to 67.3 in
in 1951 for males and from 69.5 to 70.1 for fe-
males.

proved to be without uniformity, except that the
relative humidity and number of rainy days, in
general, exceeded the average, and pressure was
somewhat lower than average.

November was 0.20C—20C cooler than usual.
Broadly, the amounts of precipitations did not
diverge widely from normal. The low tempera-
ture, the unusually large number of rainy days
and the absence of sharav caused mean relative
humidity to exceed the average by from 27 to
12%,. Préssure was also a little higher.

December, too, was colder than average, by
10C—2.5°C, and its mean relative humidity ex-
ceeded the average by from 5% to 15%. Preci-
pitation, however, was the principal feature,
and this was one of the rainiest monthsso far on
record, in striking contrast with December 1950.
The amounts of precipitation during the month,
as well as the totals accumulated up to the end
of it from the beginning of the 1951/1952 season,
were far above country-wide average. Rainfall
was concentrated into the period 13-23, and heavy
damage was caused by floods. At several sta-
tions in the centre of the coastal plain, which
was the wettest area, rainfall, during only 11
consecutive days, came up to the average annual
total (Rehovoth 496 mm.) or even went beyond
it. The fall at Beit Oved during December—574
mm.—is the largest monthly amount ever record-
ed in this country.

December was distinguished by other climatic -

elements characteristic of a severe winter month:
‘many thunderstorms, strong gales, heavy hail
and snow which, for the most part, covered the
ridges of the high hills. The following are the
extreme values of the unusually strong gale meas-
ured on the 15th at several stations equipped
with anemographs: .

B. POPULATION

The current population estimates are based on
the census conducted on November 8, 1948 (Reg-
istration of Population), the number of births
and deaths as reported by District Health ‘Offices,
and data on migratory movements (amvals and
departures) as registered at frontier control posts.
With regard to the other than Jewish popula-
tion, it was necessary to make use of additional
sources for the following reasons: the census did

not cover its total; after the census there were
fluctuations in the number of such persons; the
registration of their births and deaths was incom-
plete.

The estimates of Jewish population for 1938-47
were revised on the basis of the final results of the
Registration of Population.

DISTRIBUTION OF POPULATION

The total estimated population on December
31, 1951 was 1,577,000 persons, of whom 1,404,000
(89.0%) were Jews, 118,500 (7.5%;) -Moslems,
39,000 (2.5%) Christians, and 15,500 ( 1.0%)
Druzes.

SOURCES OF POPULATION INCREASE

During 1951, the Jewish population increased.by
201,000, and the other than Jewish population

by 6,000. In the Jewish population 83% of the

growth was due to migration and 17%; to natural
increase, whereas 90% of the addition to the
other than Jewish population was due to natural
increase.

From the establishment of the State, until the
end of 1951, the Jewish population grew by
755,000, of which 88% was due to migration
(mainly immigration) and 12 % to natural increase.

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION

At the end of 1951, Israel’s population was distri-
buted among 755 settlements. In addition, there
were 10 immigrant reception centres (26, 00()
Jews) and 50 Beduin tribes and sub-tribes.

The Jewish population was concentrated main-
ly in the coastal plain and in the centre of the
country. In the Yarkon area there were 514,000
persons (37% of the Jewish population) and in
the Haifa Bay area, 190,000 (14%;). The. other
than Jewish population was concentrated in re-
gions of Western Galilee (Upper and Lower),
which contained 86,000 other than Jews or 509,
of that population; and there were 31,000 other
than Jews (18% of that population) in Sharon
and Northern Samaria (central region).

In Upper Galilee and part of Sharon, and espe-
cially in the Negev, the increase of population
was relatively greater than the country-wide av-
erage of recent years, whereas in the Carmel re-
gion, the Judean Plain and the Hills of Judea it
was smaller.

DENSITY

At the end of 1951 the country-wide density pop-
ulation was 78 persons per square kilometre.
But the concentration of population in certain
parts caused wide divergencies from place to place: *



warmth in July, August and September was again
above the norm. October invites no generalisa-
tion, but November and December were colder
than average; November, however, was, in gen-
eral, only ordinarily wet, while December was
exceptionally so.

The warmest month of 1951 was—tradition-
ally—August; the coldest, instead of traditional-
ly January, was December. The highest values
of mean maximum temperatures were also re-
corded in August; nor did all the lowest values
of mean minima occur in January, being noted
at different places in December or February. The
absolute maximum temperatures in the coastal
area were registered on the occasions .of a sharav*
on May 17 and 21; elsewhere they mostly occurred
during a sharav of June 7-8, and, at a few sta-
tions, even during one of September 10. The
absolute minimum temperatures were recorded,
in general, at the end of January and—at several
stations—during the second half of December.

Mean temperature of January exceeded the
average by 0.5°C—2°C. Throughout the country,
monthly amounts of rainfall reached only one-
third to two-thirds of the average for the period
1901-30; the number of rainy days amounted to
from one-half to two-thirds, and in the Jerusalem
region to only one-third, of that average. The
conditions of dryness caused relative humidity
to fall —except on the central coastal plain—by
from 5% to 12 % below the 1940-49 average.

The February departures from normal were
smaller than those.of January as regards both tem-

perature (0.50C—1.5°C) and rainfall. In the coast-_

al plain and in the Negev the maximum tem-
peratures of January exceeded those of February
in most cases, while in the 1est of the country,
including the ‘Arabah, there was an opposite ten-
dency. In number of rainy days February was
normal; its rainfall quantum was deficient in the
north, approached the average in the central re-
gion, and exceeded it in the Negev. Barometric
pressure was conspicuously above normal.

March was much warmer and drier than
average. Mean temperature exceeded the average
by 20C—49C; the highest values,  recorded on
days of sharav, were also outstanding. Rainfall
ranged from 0.4 mm. at Elath to 75.6 mm. at

- Mi'iliya in Western Galilee, and, generally, there

were not as many, even, as 6—7 wet days. In con-
sequence, humidity was low.

In April temperatures were also above the nor-
mal, by 19C—2.50C. Their diurnal range in days
of sharav reached high values, and the 28.5°C

recorded at Ramat David on the 5th is very rare
for the climate of Tsrael. Rain fell only diring _
the second half of the month, but in the north the
totals not only reached the average but far out-
stripped it, while other regions were markedly
short of rain. The intensity of the rain notified
from Athlit on the coast west of Mount Carmel
for the morning of the 19th can be considered one
of the highest ever known in the coastal plain;
within an hour 82 mm. were recorded, and after
a short intermission a further 42 mm. fell in the
course of half an hour.

May was slightly warmer than average, ending
a period of unusual warmth which had lasted
uninterruptedly for six months. The sharav on
the 17th was exceptional: short but severe, it was
particularly trying in the coastal plain (41°C at
Yavneh). Rainfall was scanty and, at stations
where its quantity was measurable, did not, in
general, reach even 1 mm.

Of the 1950/51 rainfall year it may be said, in
summary, that, excluding the Negev areas south of
Beersheba, the total amounts, expressed as a per-
centage of the .average for the period 1901-30,
range from 35 % in the north-west of Lake Kinne-
reth to 75% in the vicinity of Yokneam, in the
western part of the Valley of Esdraelon.

June was normal in temperatures, relative hu-
midity and lack of rainfall. More fogs, however,
were recorded than is usual.

Mean temperature of July was up to 1.5°C
higher than normal. Pressure also exceeded the
average. Various phenomena, rare for the.Israel
summer, were observed: medium and high .
clouds; local fog in the.first two weeks; and, .
particularly, rain on the 21st (Haifa Institute of
Technology: 5 mm.) — a remarkable event.’

August was also warmer than average, by
0.50C—1:50C. This extra heat, although not

- large in itself, was noticeably felt, for this any-

how is usually the warmest and, together with
July, the most monotonous month. Where rela-
tive humidity did not fall as temperatures rose,
or where it even exceeded the average—as in the
Tel Aviv region—the weather was specially
trying. ’

Mean temperature in September rose by 10C—
2.59C, but relative humidity remained normal.
In most parts, the first rain of the 1951/52 rain-
fall year was registered; at several stations it
amounted to relatively high values,

No general line can be drawn marking the
tendency of the weather in October as far as tem-
peratures and amounts of rainfall are concerned.
Deviations from the average at different stations

West — Egypt and former Palestinian areas
now under its control, and the Mediterranean Sea.

LAND AREA

The land area of Isracl is approximately
21,000 sq. km., and comprises 77% of the total
area of Mandated Palestine.

Israel includes:—

1. A narrow coastal strip along the Meditena-
nean shore, whose minimum width is 15 km.,
broadening out in the north to 66 km. There-
after, the area continues nortbward as a wedge
between Lebanon in the west and Syria in the
east, with a length of 22 km. and a width of
14 km. approximately. :

2. The Negev or southern part, consisting of a
triangular-shaped area with its apex touching
the Bay of Elath. The Negev contains deserts
mainly, aind constitutes appioximately 607, of
the whole land area.
