The consequence of this
change in the rate of exchange is not re-
flected in the tables presented, as the value
of imports and exports have been caleu-
lated at the rate of $ 2.80 to the Israel
Pound.

N. NATIONAL ECONOMY -

The national income was computed by
input-output analysis as value added by
the domestic sectors. Gross investment is
given by the sectors receiving additional
investment. Consumers’ expenditures are
classified by type of expenditure. All
values are computed at current prices.
The sources are the Economic Research
Department and the Bureau of Economic
Planning and Coordination in the Prime
Minister’s Office. See “Israel’s Economy

in 1950 Special Series No. 1, Central
" Bureau of Statistics and FEconomic
Research. .

O. EDUCATION

Data on the education system were col-
lected in the census of the educational in-
stitutions which was held during the
winter of 1952 by the Ministry of Educa-
tion and Culture.

These data as well as those on higher
education were furnished by these institu-
tions.

P. JUDICIARY AND POLICE

Statistics of the Courts are base. on
monthly reports of the Courts’ Division
of the Ministry of Justice which concen-
trates the material regarding all the
courts’ activities. This Division collects
also the details of the Notary Public ac-
tivities and Execution of Judgment.

Statistics of the Religious Courts’ acti-
vities are based on monthly reports re-
ceived from these courts.

Data on offences dealt with for the first
time by the Police, are based on the
monthly summary of crimes compiled by
the Police Headquarters.

Data of prison inmates were submitted
by the Prison’s Commission.

Q. SOCIAL WELFARE

Data on social welfare relate to 1952
with the exception of the data on social
relief activities by the welfare offices
which relate to 1951. The data were sup-
plied by the Ministry of Social Welfare.

R. THE KNESSETH

Data on the Knesseth were supphed
by the Knesseth secretariat.
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are based on a comprehensive inquiry
into the living standard of workers’ fa-
milies (about 1,000) in August 1950 and in
March 1951. The composition of the fa-
milies corresponds to the general com-
position of workers’ wage-earning fami-
lies (by locality, community, size, income,
occupation, etc.) as determined by a
special inquiry into 17,881 families. The
average monthly expenditure of a 3.8
member family during these months was
set at IL.81.5.

The main items of expenditure (1) in-
cluded in the new consumers’ price index
and their ‘“‘weights’’, compared to the old
index, are as follows (the total of the
weights =1,000) :

The basis for the prices of food com-
modities was taken to be the average of
the prices during a whole year, June 1950
to May 1951 (including August 1950 and
March 1951 — the two months of inquiry),
whereas, for the other commodities, only
the prices during the two months of in-
quiry were so taken. However, in order to
maintain a certain continuity in the
series of cost of living indexes, the cal-
culations were adjusted to September
1951, which serves as the base (=100).

The weights in the index (total = 1,000)
remain fixed all the time, with the ex-
ception of vegetables and fruits, included
in the food item, for which weights were
fixed from month to month, in accordance
with data on marketing during the whole
season, received during the last three
years.

Prices of food commodities are collected
in Jerusalem, Tel Aviv-Jaffa, Haifa, Ti-
berias, Nathanya, Hadera, Rishon-le-
Zion, Lod and Ramleh thrice a month
(on the 5th, 15th and 25th) in a number
of shops, whereas information on clothing
and footwear, household and kitchen
utensils, and services included in other
items, are collected only once a month.

FamiLy BUDGET

The Central Bureau of Statistics con-
ducts from time to time inquiries into
the family budgets of urban workers.
Such inquiries were held in November,
1948, August 1950, March 1951 and No-
vember 1952. These figures are to a certain
extent comparable with those of previous
inquiries held by the Jewish Agency for
Palestine in August 1939 and 1941 and
March 1946. )

The comparison should be accepted
with some reservation since not all the in-
quiries were held according to a unified
system. (See: Special Series No. 7a).

L. FOREIGN TRADE

As the compilation of statistics of fo-
reign trade was transferred on the 25th
November 1952, from the Ministry of
Finance to the Central Bureau of Sta-
tistics, a number of Thanges were intro-
duced in the method of compilation. Fi-
gures relating to foreign trade in 1952
are those prepared by the Statistical
Service of the Ministry of Finance and
refer to the first 9 months of 1952 only,



The Bureau intends to widen the scope
and compile corresponding data on other
labour organizations.

J. TRANSPORT AND
COMMUNICATIONS

RAILways

Data on rail transport of passengers and
freight, revenue and expenditure are de-
rived from the monthly reports supplied
by the Railways Administration.

NumBeR oF MOTORIZED VEHICLES

In the Licensing Office of the Ministry
of Transport and Communications, there
is a card index for licensed motorized
vehicles. The Central Bureau of Statistics
compiles figures on motor vehicles by type,
firm, year of manufacture, etc.

RoAD TRANSPORT

Data on transport of passengers by om-
‘nibuses and taxis are based on monthly
reports obtained from three bus com-
panies (Eshed, Dan and Hamkasher) and
five taxi companies (Aviv, Aryeh, Ya’el,
Atid and Kesher),

Roap ACCIDENTS .

Data on. road accidents caused by mo-
torized vehicles are derived from sche-
dules of road accidents which are re-
corded by the Traffic Department of the
Israel Police. ‘

‘SHIPPING

Data on water-borne freight traffic are
based on daily registration reports pre-
pared at the local ports which contain in.
formation on incoming and outgoing
vessels( type, tonnage, flag, port of origin
and port of destination).

CiviL AVIATION

The Tables on civil aviation originate
from daily registers prepared at the air-
ports (Lod and Haifa), recording all
landings and departures of planes (pas-
sengers, freight and mail by flag, weight
and airline stations).

K. PRICES
WHorrsALE PRICES AND
INDEX or WHOLESALE PRICES

The index of wholesale prices is a conti.
nuation of the index published by the

Statistical Department of the Mandatory
Government, The calculation of the index
is done by the chain system on the basis
of the price level in June 1936.

Items included in the index are mainly
food and fuel, and they are divided into
the following three categories: (a) Grain,
Meat and Eggs, (b) Other Food, Fruits
and Vegetables, (¢) Fuel and Miscella-
neous. '

Wholesale food prices (mainly vege-
tables and .fruits) are recorded thrice
monthly (on the 5th, 15th and 25th) by
enumerators of the Central Bureau of
Statistics, who call on wholesalers in the
three large towns.-

The Bureau calculates average monthly
prices for each towns as well as a general
average for the three towns together. It
does not, however, compute separate in-
dexes for each town, but one general
index and country-wide indexes for the
three categories,

The Bureau also compiles data on the
prices of commodities not included in the
index of wholesale prices, such as averagé
wholesale prices of building materials,
metals (ferrous and non-ferrous), textile
and leather materials, farm supplies and
chemicals. .

On the basis of the additional data, the
Bureau intends to calculate a new index
of wholesale prices which will embrace not
only food and fuel but also all the groups
mentioned above.

ReETAIL Prices AND CoNsUMERS’ PRICE
Inpex (Cost oF L1viNg INDEX)

The Consumers’ Price Index (Cost of
Living Index), which was published by
the Central Bureau of Statistics from the
establishment of the State until Septem-
ber 1951, was a continuation of the index
which the Statistical Department of the
Jewish Agency had been publishing and
which was based on an inquiry carried
out during August 1939 into the living
standard of workers’ families.

Since September 1951 the Bureau has
been publishing a new index which re-
places the old one as well as the “interim
index’’, which was in force from Decem-
ber 1950 to September 1951. The new
index reflects the changes in the retail
prices of the commodities "and services
consumed by a Jewish worker’s wage-
earning family. The quantities and ex-
penditures of consumption of the family

In 1952, the Central Bureau of Statistics
began compiling indexes of employment
in building, based on reports obtained
from 238 building contractors — com-
panies and others — regarding man-days
worked and wages of workers in the fol-
lowing occupations: quarrymen, pile-
drivers, stone masons, unskilled workers,
mason helpers, stone dressers, concrete
_mixers, shutterers, iron benders and brick
layers in the following localities: Jeru-
salem, Tel Aviv, Haifa, Ramat Gan,
Bnei Brak, Petah Tiqva, Kefar Saba,
Herzlia, Ra’anana, Natanya, Rishon Le-
Zion and Rehovot. January 1952 is taken
as a base, (See Special Series No. 13
published by the Bureau).

H. INDUSTRY

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION .

A number of industrial production series
such as textiles, tanning and shoe produc-
tion was discontinued in 1952.

InpEx NumBers OF PeErsoNs EMPLOYED,
MaN-Days WoRKED, WAGES AND SALARIES,
AND NoMINAL AND REaL-DaiLy EaRNINGS
PER iMPLOYEE AND WORKER

The compilation of industrial employ-
ment indexes, based on 1939 figures was
discontinued in 1952 and the compila-
tion of a new series of indexes was
begun, using December, 1951 as base,
Establishments for this series were se-
lected by way of sampling out of a
list of establishments obtained from the
preliminary 1950/51 census of industry.

Details on the new index-numbers are
presented in the Statistical Bulletin of
Israel, Vol. II1, No. 4-5.

I. LABOUR

PersoNs SEERKING EMPLOYMENT

Monthly data on unemployment are based
on the registration of persons seeking em-
ployment at the general labour exchanges
(Jewish), which are under the supervision
of the Ministry of Labour. By definition,
any person who registered even once a
month is regarded as a person seeking
employment.

X1y,

The daily average of unemployed
during one month is obtained by divid-
ing the total number of registrations
during the same month by the number
of workdays in the month.

The figures of persons seeking employ-
ment are classified by occupation, dura-
tion of registration period, sex, and
locality of labour exchange. Duration of
registration period is defined as the
period of unemployment (in days) of
persons seeking employment during the
month in which they were registered.

STrRIKES AND Lock-OuTts

Data on strikes and lock-outs are based
on reports compiled by the Labour Re.
lations Division of the Ministry of La-
bour.

A strike or lock-out refers to a labour
dispute, between employees and employ-
ers which caused a stoppage of work of
at least one day.

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS

In accordance with the Industrial Acci-
dents and Occupational Diseases Ordin-
ance of 1945 employers shall submit a
report to the District Labour Inspectors
of the Ministry of Labour on every ac-
cident occurring in their enterprise re-
sulting in death, disability or temporary
loss of working capacity for a period of
three days and over.

The Tables contain data on industrial
accidents registered during 1949-1952 in
the industrial branches to which the Or-
dinance applies. The figures are classified
by age and sex of the injured and cause
of accident. Figures are also provided on
occupational diseases and fatal cases.

Wace Ratres

Data on wage rates in agriculture are
based on figures supplied by the Hired
Agricultural Workers Association, and
relate to rates in the various agricultural
branches as from September 1951 to
December 1952.-

Hisraprur MEMBERSHIP

Data are presented on membership of the
Histadrut (General Federation of Jewish *
Labour) for the first month of 1950, 1951
and 1952 according to sex, marital status,
place of labour exchange, and occupa-
tional composition of the members,
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which in - turn transmits them to the Cen-
tral Bureau of Statistics and Economic
Research. In 1952 a reorganization of
the welfare centres under the supervision
of ‘““Hadassah’ took place, resulting in
the transfer of most of them to the Mi-
nistry of Health, leaving in the hands of
‘“Hadassah’ only those centres which are
situated in Jerusalem and the
ridor”’.

F. AGRICULTURE AND FISHERIES

The statistical data on agricultural farm-
ing are available from the following
sources : -

1) Cultivated Area: Statistics on cul-
tivated area of field crops, fodder and
vegetables are based on data collected
from farmers twice a year.

2) Production and Marketing of Eggs
and Milk: Details of marketing are
obtained from the Ministry of Com-
merce and Industry through the Agri-
cultural and Milk Marketing Infor-
mation Section. The production sum-
maries are based on estimates.

3) Production and Marketing of Vege-
tables and Fruits: Data on marketing
are collected monthly from all veget-
able and fruit marketing agents.
Production summaries are compiled

- on basis of estimates.

4) Field Crop Estimates in Jewish
Farming: Estimates are based on
" data obtained from a considerable
number of farms before the harvest.

5) Fishing and Fish Breeding: Data are
obtained ffom the Fisheries Depart-
ment of the Ministry of Agriculture,

6) Livestock: Details are based on data
obtained from the Agricultural Infor-
mation Section in the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry.

In addition to the series enumerated
above, a number of annual surveys are
being held, the most important of which

“ are those concerning the value of agricul-
" tural production and Israel’s food ba-
* lance

sheet. These surveys are based
partly on the above series and partly on
the material available from other sources.

CENSUS OF AGRICULTURE 1949/50

" Tables 1-3 are taken from the Census of
Agriculture 1949/50.

It will be seen that in 1950, the number
of farms totalled 33,295, of which 17,530
were Jewish farms and 15,765 others.
The 17,580 Jewish farms included 213 kib-
butzim and 25 moshavim shitufiim. These
should be properly regarded as collectives
of farm units:.about 60 on the average.
If this is done, we arrive at a total of
about 81,000 farm units in Jewish agri-
culture for the year 1950. This figure in-
cludes all farms which provide a mini-
mum 6f 80-100 working days per annum
and a further 6,082 farms in immigrants’
villages which were still in the. process of
establishment, and where the above mi-
nimum definition could not yet be ap-
plied.

G. BUILDING

BuiLpiNnG COMPLETED IN THE
WHorLe COUNTRY

The summary of building in the whole
country in 1952 is based on reports re-
ceived from 30 local authorities, 10 build-
ing companies and Housing Division of
the Ministry of Labour. Regarding build-
ing accomplished by the Housing Di-
vision not under its direct supervision an
estimate was prepared.

BuiLpiNg 1N 30 LocAL AUTHORITIES

The number of Local Authorities furnish-
ing reports on building in its three
stages — authorized, commenced and com-
pleted — rose from 24 in 1951 to 30 in
1952. A comparison is given below between
1951 and 1952 as regards data available
from 24 Local Authorities.

Indexes in each of the building stages
in 1952 compared to 1951 are presented
below (base: 1951 = 100). Calculations
are based on data provided by 24 Local
Authorities.

C. MIGRATION

Arrivals and departures are registered at
the various frontier control posts. In
each of these posts a daily report is made.
A copy of this report containing a sum-
mary of movement by.type of travellers,
is submitted to the Central Bureau of
Statistics together with registration cards
of arrivals and departures.

Those crossing the frontiers are divided
into several categories, and detailed sta-
tistics are compiled accordingly. )

a) Immigrants — persons entering the
country for permanent residence.

b) Restdents—persons residing in Israel
permanently, and who depart as emi-
grants, tourists, emissaries, students, ete.
Residents who declare on departure that
they are leaving permanently are included

in the group “Emigrants” (some of those -

departing permanently do not declare so
on .departure and are therefore not in-
cluded in the group of “Emigrants’’),

¢) Tourists — foreigners who arrive on
a visit, on a tour, for temporary employ-

ment, on transit, as students, foreign
diplomats, U.N. personnel, etc.
Tourists, who during their stay in

Israel decide to settle in the country per-
manently, receive at the District Immi-
gration Offices a permit for permanent
residence (they are registered as immi-
grants).

In addition to these groups, with re-
gard to which detailed statistics are ob-
tained, there are the following categories,
about which only general figures are
given. These are:

d) One-Day Visitors — include mainly
air and ship crews who generally stay
during the landing of their airplane or
ship one or two days as well as groups of
excursionists who tour the country for a
day or two.

e) Holders of Civil Permits — include
residents departing or returning through
“Mandelbaum Gate’’ in Jerusalem for a
short visit to Jordan (all are non-Jews).

In addition to holders of civil permits,
U.N. personnel and diplomats, who are in
possession of ‘“Permanent Permits”’ pass
through the ‘“‘Mandelbaum Gate’’.

D. SETTLEMENTS

Data are presented on the number of set-
tlements by social structure as well as

details on the number of settlements estab-
lished or liquidated and the changes in
social structure at the end of 1952,

E. HEALTH
MoRTALITY

Statistics on causes of death are based
on notifications of death mentioned above
see ‘‘Vital Statistics’’). These. notifica-
tions contain demographic data on the
deceased as well as a medical death cer-
tificate specifying the diagnoses in ac-
cordance with the international defini-
tion of causes of death. Data in Table
1 refer to the ‘“Abbreviated 59 — cause
List”” which is a digest of the “In-
ternational Classification of Diseases,
Injuries and Causes of Death’. The “Ab-
breviated List”’ has been extended and
specially suited to meet the needs of the
diagnostic statistics in this country.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

Data are based on physicians’ notifica-
tions to the District Health Offices on
cases of infectious diseases, which, accord-
ing to the law, must be reported. Data on
Venereal Diseases and Tuberculosis are
not included in this summary.

HospiTALIZATION

Data on hospitalization are baséd on
patients’ cards which the civilian hospi-
tals fill out for every patient admitted for
hospitalization. Cards of patients, who
left the hospital or deceased, are trans-
mitted to the Bureau for statistical pur-
poses.

It should be pointed out that the details
are incomplete and include about 70% of
all cases in 1950 and 80% in 1951,

Bep STRENGTH

Data on the bed strength in hospitals and
departments were supplied to the Central
Bureau of Statistics by the Hospital Di-
vision of the Ministry of Health,

HEeautH WELFARE CENTRES

In Table 6 data are given on the activ--
ities of the health welfare centres for
the care of pregnant women, infants and
children 1-4 years old for the years 1950-
1952. These data were obtained from the
monthly reports which are transmitted by
the stations to the Ministry of Health,



INTRODUCTION TO THE TABLES

A. AREA AND CLIMATE

Data on area were supplied by the
Survey Department, whereas those on
climate were compiled by the Govern-
ment Meteorological Service.

B. POPULATION

The current population estimates relate
to the de facto population, i.e. all persons
present in the country on a certain date.
These estimates are based on:

a) Registration of Population held on
8.11.1948. (Regarding non-Jews addi-
tional registrations were carried out at
the beginning of 1949, and supplementary
information was received from other
sources).

b) Statistics on arrivals and departures
based on the registration at frontier con-
trol posts. It includes all cases except
infiltrators.

¢) Registration of births and deaths at
the District Health Offices. It should be
pointed out that the registration of vital
occurrences among non-Jews is incomplete
(among the Beduin of the Negev no re-
gular registration is being carried out).

Geographic Distribution
In order to obtain an end-of-year esti-
mate of the number of residents in each
locality, a special survey was carried out.
This survey included: (1) a questionnaire
sent to all Jewish settlements having a
- population of under 5,000, (2) the number
of consumers listed by the Food Division,
(3) supplementary figures concerning the
number of occupants of transit camps
and immigration reception centres, ete.
From the number of inhabitants in each
éettlement, summaries were prepared ac-
cording ‘to geographical regions and types
of settlement.

Economic Structure of

Jewish Population

"In addition to the summary statistics on
the _Jewish Population from the “Regis-
tration of Population’ (8.11.48) published

in previous abstracts, data on population
by economic branch, occupation and eco-
nomic status are given in this abstract.
These are based on the complete tabula-
tion of all the cards of the Registration
of Population while Statistical Abstract
No 2 presented data based on a sample
only.

ViTAL STATISTICS

The detailed statistics on births and
deaths are compiled from the notification
forms of birth and death transmitted by
the District Health Offices. Under the
“Public Health Ordinance 1940’ “...it 1s
the duty of the parents and of persons in
attendance upon the mother (physician,
midwife, etc.) to notify the District
Health Office of every birth within 15
days from the day of birth. Similarly,
notification within 24 hours of any death
is incumbent upon the relatives in at-
tendance during the last illness of the
deceased, each person present at the
death, the occupier of the house in which
the death occurred, or the person causing
the body of the deceased to be buried”.

The data relate to cases registered each
year and not to those which occurred
during that year. Owing to delay in the
registration of births and deaths, there
are differences between these two sets of
figures (about 50% of the births are re-
gistered during the month of occurrence,
and the majority of the rest during the
succeeding month ; in cases of deaths, 80%
are registered during the month of death,
and the majority of the rest during the
succeeding month). Detailed tabulations
were hitherto carried out regarding Jews,
because the registration of non-Jews was
incomplete.

Statistics on marriages and divorces
are compiled from marriage and divorce
certificates. These certificates are trans-
mitted by authorized marriage registrars
and the religious courts, to the District
Commissioners and District Officers.
