Q. SOCIAL WELFARE

Tables 1—6 relate to the principal ac-
tivities of the Ministry of Social Wel-
fare, which furnishes the relevant data.

Table 1 which summarizes the activities
of the Social Welfare offices in 1952, co-
vers every family which received any
relief. The number of persons referred
to in this Table constitutes a summary of
all the members of the families who were
given assistance. Relief cases may include
the same family more than once in ac-
cordance with the various types of relief
received.

Table 2 relates to the placement of
children in institutions in 1953, and sum-
marizes the activities of the Ministry of

" Social Welfare and of the Social Depart-
ments in the municipalities of Jerusalem,
Tel Aviv and Haifa. The institutions are
mostly closed institutions. Only for
children receiving vocational training are
open institutions occasionally involved.
Some of the placements effected in 1953
were carried out according to applica-
tions submitted during the previous year.
The data in Tables 7 and 8 were obtained
from the Youth Aliyah Department of
the Jewish Agency.

R. THE KNESSET

Data were furnished by the Xnesset
Secretariat.

S. ELECTIONS

Data were furnished by the General
Controller of Elections of the Ministry of
the Interior.

"Elections to Regional Councils are ge-
nerally held at general meetings of elec-
tors and candidates are nominated by
agreement. For this reason it is not pos-
sible to establish the number of voters
(Table 2).

T. GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES

Data on Government employees for
13.3.1951, 31.3,1952 and 31.3.1953 are pre-
sented in Tables 1 and 2. They are based
on reports furnished by the Civil Semvice
Commission.

Table 1 presents details regarding Go-
vernment employees (clerks, professional
workers and manual workers) in the 3
yvears under review, by Ministries, items
(salary and other items) and terms of
appointment (permanent, temporary and
casual).

Table 2 contains a classification of Go-
vernment employees as follows: clerks,
employees with professional grade and
manual workers, by ‘‘salary’’ and “other’
items. Employees classified under ‘“salary
items’’ are those on the Establishments
of the various Ministries whose salaries
were explicitly approved in the Budget.
Employees classified under ‘‘other items’”
are those employed on the basis of alloca-
tions for various operations which are
not carried out by Establishment em-
ployees.

Employees under “salary items” enjoy
full social benefits whereas those under
“other items’” are entitled to partial be-
nefits only.

The classification of grades in 1950/51
differed from that introduced thereafter.
It has, however, been brought in line with
the present classification in order to en-
able a comparison between the data re-
lating to the three years under review.
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based on the monthly report of the De-
partment of Cooperative Societies, Mi-
nistry of Labour.

Data on bank liquidity, outstanding
loans of banks and credit cooperative so-
cieties and deposits with credit coopera-
tive societies were obtained from the
Examiner of Banks and the Department
of Cooperative Societies. Quotations of
securities are extracted from the yearly
summary of the Tel Aviv Stock Ex-
change.

The price index of securities is based
on the daily reports of the Tel Aviv Stock
Exchange. Regarding the method of cal-
culating the index see ‘‘Statistical Bul-
letin of Israel’”’, Vol. 1II, No. 4—5 and
““Yediot Statistiyot,”” Vol. I1I, No. 24.
Data on the nominal capital issue of each
security serving as a weight in the cal-
culation of the index were published in
the Statistical Bulletin of Israel, Vol.
V, Part II, No. 5.

Data on mortgages and companies were
obtained from the Ministry of Justice.

GOVERNMENT FINANCES

Data on. the Government budget for the
year 1953/54 relate to the budget estimate
first approved by the Knesset as well as
to the supplementary budget approved
thereafter. As regards 1954/55, the data
relate to estimated revenue and budgeted
expenditure approved by the Knesset.
Data on the Development budget as pub-
lished by the Budgets Division relate to
the draft estimate only.

Data on actual Government revenue
and expenditure are as published by the
Accountant General. The figures for the
fiscal year 1953/54 are provisional.

The estimate of foreign currency in-
come (Export Licence program) and ex-
penditure for the fiscal years 1953/54 and
1954/55 were obtained from the Foreign
Currency Division. The summary of the
Public Debt (31 March, 1949 — 31 De-
cember 1953) are as published by the Ac-
countant General.

O. EDUCATION

‘Data in Tables 1—5 were derived from
the results of the annual censuses of the
educational system. The basic data relat-
ing to the 1951/52 census (the most recent
census summarised) are presented in
Tables 13 and 5.
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Table 4, which presents the distribu-
tion of Jewish pupils in primary schools
by age and duration of stay in the
country, refers to the 1951/52 school year.
A new immigrant in this table refers to
a person who immigrated after the es-
tablishment of the State. The census re-
veals the age of 95% of all the pupils
in primary schools. In Table 4, the age
distribution in respect of all the pupils
is calculated in accordance with the re-
sults of this census. This Table reflects
the percentage of pupils with age re-
tardation, assuming that the normal age
in grade I is 6, in grade II — 7, etc.

The data in Tables 6—8 on higher edu-
cation were obtained from the respective
institutions.

.Tables 9 and 10 relate to cultural activ-
ities within the framework of the Mi-
nistry of Education and Culture.

Data in Table 11 on vocational training
and advanced study were obtained from
the Department of Vocational Training
of the Ministry of Labour.

P. JUDICIARY AND POLICE

Tables 1 and 3—b are based on Court
reports. All the data except those per-
taining to municipal courts were obtained
through the courts administration. De-
tails for Table 2 which summarizes the
Religious Courts’ Activities were obtained
from the Ministry of Religious Affairs.

Some figures for the year 1952 which
appeared .in Statistical Abstract No. 4
have been slightly changed due to cor-
rections received at a later stage.

The following changes were also re-
corded during 1952 — 1953: Supreme
Court — 10 additional civil cases and 10
additional criminal cases pending; Ma-
gistrates’ Courts — 12 additional civil
cases and 60 additional criminal cases de-
cided; Juvenile Courts — 8 additional
cases pending; Rabbinical Courts — 34
additional cases decided.

4. Import data relate to the date on
which the goods were released in fact by
the Customs Authorities (i.e. when they
entered into local circulation) and not
to the date of official release (i.e. the date
of final settlement of accounts by the
Customs Authorities). If the date of the
official release of the goods coincides with
the date on which the goods were released
in fact, no further problems of statistical
compilation are involved. If the goods
were released against deposit before the
final settlement of Customs Accounts,
import value and quantity are given ac-
cording to the date of actual release
against deposit. If, at the date of the
final settlement of accounts by the Cus-
toms Authorities, it was revealed that
the value or quantity of the goods did
not tally exactly with those at the date
of their actual release against deposit, the
figures have been corrected accordingly.

Up to 1.I.1953 all import data were
based on the date of official release. The
import data for 1952 presented in Statis-
tical Abstract No. 4 were based therefore
on the date of official release. These data
were subsequently corrected and in this
issue they are based on the date of actual
release.

6. All values shown in the statistics of
Foreign Trade are in terms of Israel cur-
rency. As from March, 1952, the foreign
trade of Israel has been conducted on the
basis of a system of multiple exchange
rates. The rates of exchange, as fixed on
13th February, 1952, are: :

Rate “A”: IL.1.— = $ 2.80
Rate “B”: IL.1.— = $ 1.40
Rate “C”: IL.1.— = $ 1.00

To enable a comparison with data of
previous years, the value of merchandise
imported and exported has been caleu.
lated according to the single rate of ex-

change: IL.1.— = $2.80. In the Tables
1 and 2, import and export value ac-
cording to the actual rates have been
added. For 1952 these figures are not
available.

7. Up to 1.1.1953 the term “Country of
Origin” denoted the actual country of
production. As from January, 1953,
“Country of Origin” stands for the
country from which the goods have, in
fact, been imported. When comparing
the trade figures of 1953 with those of
1952, this factor has to be taken into
account.

M. NATIONAL ECONOMY

The calculations were made by the Eco-
nomic Research Unit of the Central
Bureau of Statistics.

Following the procedure of previous
years, National Income for 1952 was cal-
culated as the sum total of the net pro-
ducts of the various economic sectors.
The Bureau is at present engaged in cal-
culating national income for 1952 on the
basis-of factor incomes. Both approaches
should of course give identical results.
However, since both methods must neces-
sarily involve a large element of estima-
tion, and as a result of the various mu-
tual checks which can now be applied to
the two approaches, it appears probable
that the final estimate for national in-
come in 1952 will differ from that pub:
lished in this Abstract. The present fi-
gures for 1952 must therefore be regarded
as purely provisional.

Gross investment is given by the sec-
tors receiving additional investment. All
values are computed at current prices.

N. FINANCE

Data on bank notes in circulation are
obtained from the weekly report of the
Issue Department of Bank Leumi Le.
Israel B.M. Data on coins issued are
obtained from the Accountant General.

Data on money supply are based on
the weekly report of the Issue Depart-
ment of Bank Leumi Le-Israel and on the
monthly summary statements of banks
and cooperative societies,

The summary of statements of banks is
derived from the monthly report of the
Examiner of Banks-in the Ministry of
Finance. The summary of assets and lia-
bilities of credit cooperative societies is
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similarly one per cent ‘of basic salary
for each one point rise in the Index.

of a maximum monthly basic salary of
IL. 80.—). For all points exceeding 201,
however, allowances are now paid on
basic monthly salaries up to a maximum
of IL. 125.—, i.e. 1% of the basic salary
for each’ point rise. In respect of a
monthly basic salary éxceeding IL. 125.—
the allowance paid is the same as that on
a monthly basic salary of IL. 125.—.

IxDEX oF BuirLbpixe Costs

The Index of Building Costs was pre-
pared, on the initiative of the Research
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Council of the Prime -Minister’s Office,
by a Public Committe specially appoint-
ed for this purpose in conjunction with
representatives of the Central Bureau of
Statistics and Economic Research. The
index is designed to reflect the extent of
the rise or fall in building costs. It alsn
serves as a basis for determining the in-
dexes of construction costs for various
types of buildings such as one or two
story houses etc. for each stage of
building. A

On the basis of concentrated informa-
tion on building operations carried out
in 1950 by private and public building
contractors, the Committee decided on the
structure of the index, the basic factors
in building costs (7 main items) and the
weight of each factor in the general
index. .

These seven factors relate mainly to the
frame of the building; but since - the
frame accounts for 75% of building
costs, cost fluctuations in respect of the
construction of frames substantially re-
flect the fluctuations of total building
costs. The weights were determined as
follows, in accordance with the percent-
age share of each of the factors in the
total  construction costs of a building
unit, at 1950 prices:

a) ‘Wages (including Social Allowances) 60.0%
b) Transport R 11.0%
¢) Gravel, *'Fulia” (excluding
transport) . . . ... . 5.0%
d) Zifzif (sea sand) (excluding
transport) e 3.0%
‘¢) Cement (excluding transport) " 6.5%
f) timber (wholesale store Tel Aviv 8.0%
g) Tron bars (wholesale store Tel Aviv) 6.59% .
Total 100.0%

and checked by the Customs’ Authorities.

The basis for the prices of food com-
modities was taken to be the average of the
prices during a whole year, June 1950 to
May 1951 (including’ August 1950 and
March 1951—the two months of inguiry),
whereas, for the other commodities, only
the prices during the two months of in.-
quiry were so taken, However, in order
to maintain a certain continuity in the
series of cost of living indexes, the cal-
culations were adjusted to September
1951, which serves as the base (=100).

-

The weights in the index (total=1,000)
remain fixed all the time, with the ex-
ception of vegetables and fruits (included
in the food item) for which weights are
fixed from month to month for each va-
riety, in accordance with data on market-
ing during each season, based on informa-
tion received during the last three years.

Prices of food commodities are collected
in Jerusalem, Tel-Aviv—Jaffa, Haifa,
Tiberias, Natanya, Hadera, Rishon-le-
Zion, Lod and Ramleh thrice a month

.(on the 5th, 15th and 25th) in a number

of shops, whereas information on cloth-
ing and footwear, household and kitchen
utensils, and services, which are included
in ‘other items, are collected only once a
month.

Cost oF LIVING ALLOWANCE

Cost of living allowances are determined
under agreements concluded between the
Manufacturers’ Association and the Exe-
cutive Committee of the General Federa-
tion of Labour (Histadrut). Generally, the
allowance is determined once every three
months and is based on the Consumers’
Price Index published by the Central
Bureau of Statistics.

The Cost of Living Allowance is cal-
culated on the basis of the basic wage of
the worker and the fluctuations of the
index. According to the agreement signed
at the beginning of 1952, cost of living
allowances are revised only in the event
of a cumulative change of three points
or more in ‘the Consumers’ Price Index.

The basic wage, for the purpose of cal-
culating the cost of living allowance, in-
cludes also the C.o.L. allowance, semorlty
and family allowances pa,ld up to
31.12.1951. :

Cost oF L1vING ALLOWANCES UP TO

1. The Cost of Living allowance was
paid on the basis of the basic monthly
wage earned by the Worker, up to a
maximum of IL.

Posts

Data on Posts were derived from the
monthly reports of ‘the Ministry of
Posts. ’ .

K. PRICES
WHoLESALE PRICES

The index of wholesale prices is a con-
tinuation of the index published by the
Statistical Department of the Mandatory
Government. The calculation of the index
is according to the chain-system on the
basis of the price level in June 1938.

Items included in the index are mainly
food and fuel, and they are divided into
the following three categories: (a) Grain,
Meat and Eggs, (b) Other Food, Fruits
and Vegetables, (¢) Fuel and Miscella-
neous.

Wholesale food prices (mainly vege-
tables and fruits) are recorded thrice
monthly (on the 5th, 15th and 25th) by
enumerators of the Central Bureau of
Statistics, who call on wholesalers in the
three large towns.

The Bureau calculates average monthly
prices for each town as well as a general
average for the three towns together. It
does not, however, compute separate in-
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dexes for each town, but one Zeneral
index and country-wide indexes for the
three categories.

The Bureau also compiles data on the
prices of commodities not included in the
index of wholesale prices, such as aver-
age wholesale prices of building materi-
als,, metals (ferrous and non-ferrous),
textile and leather materials, farm sup-
plies and chemicals,

REeraiL Prices anp ConsuMers’ PRICE
IxpEX (Cost oF LiviNg INDEX)

The Consumers’ Price Index (Cost of
Living Index), which was published by
the «Central Bureau of Statistics from
the establishment of the State until Sep-
tember 1951, was a continuation of the
index which the Statistical Department
of the Jewish Agency had been publish-
ing and which was based on an inquiry
carried out during August, 1939 into the
living’ standard of -workers’ families.

Since September 1951 the Bureau has
published a new index which replaced
the old one, as well as the “interim in-
dex” which was in force from December
1950 to September 1951. The new index
reflects the changes in the retail prices
of the commodities and services consumed
by a Jewish worker’s wage-earning fa-
mily. The quantities and expenditures on
consumption of the family are based on
a comprehensive inquiry into the living
standard of workers’ families (about,
1,000) in August 1950 and in March 1951.
The composition of the families corres.
ponds to the general composition of
workers’ wage-earning families (by. local-
ity, community, size, income, occupation,
etc.) as determined by a special inquiry
into 17,881 families. The average monthly
expenditure of a 3.8 member family dur-
ing these months was set at IL. 81.5.

The main items of expenditure (!) in-
cluded in the new consumers’ price index
and their ‘‘weights’’, compared to the old
index, are as follows (the total of the
weights=1,000) :

HisTADRUT MEMBERSHIP

Data were compiled on membership of
the Histadrut (General Federation of
Jewish Labour) for the end of 1950, 1951
and 1952.

The Bureau intends to extend the scope
of the data presented and to present si-
milar information on other labour orga-
nizations.

WaGes IN INDUSTRY

The first inquiry into wages in Jewish
industry was carried out by the Ceniral
Bureau of Statistics in March, 1949 (the
results were published in the Statistical
Bulletin of Israel, Vol. 1, Nos. 5 and 7).
Similar enquiries were conducted by the
Mandatory Government before the estab-
tablishment of the State. For various
reasons, mainly budgetary, no enquiries
were conducted during 1950 and 1951.
Only in August 1952 was the Bureau able
to carry out a further investigation, the
results of which are presented in this
Abstract (detailed results were published
in ‘‘Statistics of Wages in Industry”,
August 1952, Special Series No. 16).

J. TRANSPORT AND
COMMUNICATIONS

MoTorizED VEHICLES

A card index of licensed motorized ve-
hicles is maintained in the Licensing Of-
fice from which the appropriate data are
obtained. '

PasseNGErR TRANSPORT BY MOTORIZED
VEHICLES

Data on the transport of passengers by
omnibuses and taxis are based on monthly
reports obtained by the Central Bureaun
of Statistics from three, bus companies
(Eshed, Dan and Hamkasher) and five
taxi companies (Aviv, Aryeh, Yzl
Atid and Kesher). »

There is no accurate classification as
vet of the suburban and inter-urban
lines, the classification of which changed
during 1953.

The inter-urban lines registered a
marked increase in the number of jour-
neys made and a decline in kilometrage
during 1953 as against 1952. This was
due to the increase in the number of
journeys on the short lines, which are in
fact suburban lines, but which were in-
cluded.in the group of inter-urban lines.

TraAFFIC INDEX AND VEHRICLE-K M

The figures relating to the classification
of vehicle-kilometrage by roads, and the
Traffic Index of vehicle-Km are based on
the yearly enumerations carried out by
the Bureau at central road junctions.

Roap Frerguar TRANSPORT

During the period 16-28 November, 1952,
the Bureau carried out a countrywide cen-
sus of the places of origin and destination
of road freight. This census furnished
data on freight transport by type of
merchandise, ownership, distance of jour-
neys, origin and destination of freight,
ete. .

Roap AccIipenTts

Data are derived from schedules of
road accidents which are recorded by
the Traffic Department of the Israel
Police.

RarLways

Data on rail transport of passengers
and freight, revenue and expenditure are
derived from the monthly reports sup-
plied by the Railways Administration.

SHIPPING

Data are based on daily registration:
reports prepared at the local ports which
contain information on the movement of
ships, their tonnage and type, and load-
ing and unloading.

Gross tonnage is a measure (in units of
measurement of “‘tons” of 100 cubic feet)
of the internal volume of all enclosed
spaces in the ship.

Net tonnage is the residual tonnage
after the various allowances for propel-
ling machinery, crew and navigation
quarters etc. have been deducted from the
gross tonnage.
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H. INDUSTRY
IxpusTRIAL PRODUCTION

Data are based on monthly reports ob-
tained from the following sources: Sales
of electric power—from the Palestine and
Jerusalem Electric Corporations; Ce-
ment — from ‘““Nesher’’ Portland Cement
Company Ltd; Food — Ministry of Com-
merce and Industry; intoxicating liquors
and commodities subject to excise — from
the Department of Customs and Excise.
Production reports relating other items,
such as plywood, silicate bricks, etc. are
furnished directly by the respective es-
tablishments.

The following 17 new series were added
in 1953: Maize oil, maize seeds, nails and
rivets, plywood, silicate bricks, plate
glass, electric bulbs, quartz sand, ball and
fire clay, superphosphate, sulphuric acid,
olenm, phosphates, tires, cars, corrugated
and flat asbestos slabs.

INDUSTRIAL EMPLOYMENT INDEXES

Data for the calculation of the indexes
are obtained monthly from 771 establish-
ments, which were selected by sampling
out of a list of establishments prepared
after completion of the preliminary
1950—1951 census' (Details on the calcula-
tion of these indexes are presented in the
Statistical Bulletin of Israel, Vol. III,
No. 4—5.

CENSUS OF INDUSTRY, 1952

In 1952/53, the Bureau conducted two
censuses of industry. The first covers all
industrial establishments, being based on
applications for permits which were sub.
mitted to the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry; the second covers industrial es-
tablishments engaging 10 persons or more.
In the second census, the establishments
were required to fill in a special question-
naire furnished by the Bureau in order
to obtain further data not included in the
application for permits. The results of
this detailed census, which will provide
important supplementary information on
industry, are still in process of compil-
ation,

Data were obtained from applications
for permits submitted in 1952 to the Mi-
nistry of Commerce and Industry in con-
formity with the 1939 Defence Regula-
tions — Order concerning trading in
goods, their production and storage.
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Proprietors of establishments were re-
quired to fill in forms containing the
following statistical details: number and
class of persons engaged, wage sum-
maries, area of establishment and re.
lated structures, motive power, quantities
of fuel and raw materials, principal
manufactures, number and description of
production machines etc.

I. LABOUR

PERSONS SEEKING EMPLOYMENT

Monthly data on unemployment are
based on the registration of persons seek-
ing employment at the general labour
exchanges (Jewish), which are under the
supervision of the Ministry of Labour.
By defipition, any person who registered
even once during the month is regarded
as a person seeking employment.

The daily average of unemployed
during the month is obtained by dividing
the total number of registrations during
the same month by the number of work
days in the month..

‘WaGE RATES 1N AGRICULTURE

Data on wage rates in agriculture are
hased on figures supplied by the Hired:
Agricultural Workers Association.

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS

In accordance with the Industrial Ac-
cidents and Occupational Diseases Or-
dinance of 1945, “‘employers shall submit
a report to the District Labour Inspect-
ors of the Ministry of Labour on every
accident occurring in their enterprise
resulting in death, disability or tempo-
rary loss of working capacity for a
period of three days and over’. The
table contains data on indusirial ac-
cidents, occupational diseases and fatal
cases.

STRIKES AND LOCK-0UTS

Data on strikes and lock-outs are
based on notifications accumulated at
the Ministry of Labour.

A strike or lock-out refers to a labour
dispute between employees and employers
which caused a stoppage of work of at
least one day.



monthly from all vegetable and fruit
marketing agents. Production summaries
are compiled on the basis of estimates.

The area under vegetables increased con-
siderably in 1952/53, particularly in res.
pect of those varieties which in previous

. years failed to meet in full local consum-
ption requirements. These included vege-
tables such as potatoes, onions, garlic and
groundnuts (included in the vegetable
crop rotation).

Fruir PrLanNtaTIONS

According to preliminary estimates, the
fruit plantation area will increase by
42,000 dunums during 1953/54, thereof
25,000 dunums citrus fruit. The olive crop
decreased “in 1953 by 7% (there is a bi-
annual rotation of olives with alternating
years of good and poor crops). In view
of the surplus of pickled olives left over
from the previous year, larger quantities
were utilized this year for the production
of oil and only 2,900 tons were used for
pickling. : '

Data are obtained from the Fisheries
Department of the 'Ministry of Agricul-
ture. )

Data on marketing are obtained from
the Agriculture Information Section and
Milk Marketing Section of the Ministry
of Commerce and Industry. Output fig-
ures are based on estimates.

Details are based on data obtained from
the Agricultural Information Section of
the Ministry of Commerce and Industry.

There was a. 249 increase in the number
of sheep and a 60% increase in the number
of thorough-bred goats.

Foop BavLance SHEET

The Food Balance Sheet reflects the
energetic and nutritional value (calories,
protein and fat) of the foodstuffs available
for, human consumption.

G. BUILDING

BoiLpine COMPLETED IN THE WHOLE
COUNTRY

The summary of bhuilding in the whole
country in 1953 is based on reports re-
ceived from 30 Local Authorities, 10
building companies and the Housing Di-
vision of the Ministry of Labour. An
estimate was prepared of building carried
out. under the auspices of the Housing
Division but not under its direct super-
vision.

BUILDING IN 30 LOCAL AUTHORITY AREAS

Monthly reports on building in its three
stages (authorized, commenced and com-
pleted) were furnished in 1933 by 30 Local
Authorities,

InpEXES OF EMPLOYMENT 1N BUILDING

In 1952, the Central Bureau of Statistics
began compiling indexes of employment
in building based on reports obtained
from 338 building contractors — compa-
nies and others, The base of the Index was

. fixed at January, 1952. The method of

calculating the indexes is explained in
the publication“Indexes of Employment
in the Building Industry, 1952, Special
Series No. 13 of the Central Bureau of
Statistics, |
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It should be pointed out that the de-
tails are incomplete and include about
70% of all cases in 1950 and 80% in 1951.

Bep STRENGTH

Data on the bed strength in hospitals
were supplied to the Central Bureau of
Statistics by the Hospital Division of
the Ministry of Health.

Sick Funps

Data are collected by the Sick Funds
themselves and forwarded to the Central
Bureau of Statistics. They refer to the
three largest Sick Funds only, since data
concerning other Sick Funds are in-
complete. : .

MepicaL PERSONNEL

Data on medical personnel were ob-
tained from the. permanent files main-
tained for each of the medical profes-
sions in the Ministry of Health. These
files contain applications for licences and
their renewal. The figures refer only to
persons to whom. licences were actually
granted. A detailed tabulation on the
Census of Physi¢ians and Dental Sur-
geons was published in the Series of Spe-
cial Publications of the Central Bureau
of Statistics, No. 14.

F. AGRICULTURE AND
FISHERIES

Laxp UriLizarion

Data on the capabilities of land utili-
zation are based on a general survey car-
ried out by the Soil Conservation De-
partment of the Ministry of Agriculture.
The classification of potential exploita-
tion is based mainly on the physical fea-
tures of the area (e.g. type and depth of
soil, slope, climate etc.). A detailed survey
and economic or other considerations may
alter the picture somewhat. It must be
stressed that the survey refers to poten:
tial land exploitation only, and this does
not necessarily correspond to present uses.

The data in column A of Table 1 relate
to the situation that would prevail under
conditions of dry land farming only (ir-
respective of present irrigation) and
without major land reclamation. The
data in column B relate to the situation
that would materialize after the irriga-
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tion of at least 1,388,000 dunums and
after land reclamation on an area of
178 Kmaz. .

The irrigation priorities are based on
the following factors: elevation, size and
concentration of areas, distance from
water sources, drainage, stone clearing,
sand stabilization and climate.

CrorPED AREA
Statistics on cultivated area of field
crops, fodder and vegetables are based on
data collected from farmers twice a year.
The cropped area in 1952/53 amounted
to 3,550,000 dunums, constituting a rise
of 29% as compared with 3,475,000 dunums

in 1951/52:

According to preliminary figures, the
cropped area in 1953/54 will reach
3,650,000 dunums. The rise is attributable
to the extension of irrigated crops only.
Non-irrigated areas will decrease. The
area of irrigated crops will increase dur-
ing this year by about 200,000 dunums to
800,000 dunums (i.e. the crop area).

The cropped area doubled during the
period 1948/49—1950/51, whereas only a
9% rise occurred in the succeeding years.
This small rise is mainly due to the fact
that most of the good and moderate soil
was brought under cultivation up to
1950/51. Thereafter the cropped area in-
creased due to both the reclamation of
new areas in the hill districts and the ir-
rigation of new areas in the Negev..

Crors

Field crop estimates in Jewish farming
are based on data obtained from a con-
siderable number of farms before the
harvest.

Over 56% of the field crops in Jewish
farming’ were sown by collective settle-
ments, 27% by cooperative smallholders
settlements, the rest (17%) by other
types of settlements. :

Calculations reveal that the average
yield of field crops per dunum decreased
during the first years after the establish-
ment of the State due to the addition
of new areas to the cultivated area. As
a result of bringing a considerable part
of the new areas into the framework of
field crop rotation, yields have again
improved during the past two years.

VEGETABLES AND FRUIT

Data on marketing are collected



In addition to these categories, general
figures are presented in the following
categories : .

d) One-Day Visitors — include mainly
air and ship crews (foreign citizens) who
generally stay in the country a day or
two together with their craft, as well as
groups of excursionists, touring the
country for one or two days.

e) Holders of~ Civil Permits — com-
prise persons leaving or returning via
the ‘“Mandelbaum Gate” in Jerusalem
for a short visit to Jordan or Israel, by
special permit.

U.N. personnel and diplomats in POs-
session of ‘‘permanent, permits’” also crdss
via the ‘“Mandelbaum Gate”; they are
excluded from these statistics. ’

D. SETTLEMENTS

The table presents data on settlements
and their affiliation as at the end of 1953,
by the sub-districts specified in the new
administrative division of the country.

The organizational affiliation of the
various settlements is given in detail
Settlements affiliated to the Farmers’ As-
sociation and Agudat Yisrael are specified
separately for the first time.

Immigrant centres which administrat-
ively do not constitute independent set-
tlements are presented as a separate
group, whereas experimental stations,
farms, convents, etc. are included in the
group “Miscellaneous Settlements’.

It should be noted that most of the
rural settlements are concentrated in the
Yizreel sub-district (16% of the total),
and of the 39 settlements established in
1953, 17 or 45% were in the Southern
District (Ashkelon and Beersheba Sub-
Districts).. L

E. HEALTH
MoRTALITY

Statistics on causes of death are based
on notifications of death mentioned above
(see  introduction to “Population’’ ;
“Vital - Statistics”). These notifications
contain demographic data on the deceased
as well as a medical - death certificate
specifying the diagnosis in accordance
with the international definition of causes
of death. Data are classified in the “Ab-
breviated 59 — Cause List” which is a
digest of the ‘“International Classifica-

tion of Diseases, Injuries and Causes of
Death”. The “Abbreviated List” has been
extended and specially suited to meet the
requirements of diagnostic statistics in
this country.

Detailed statistics on causes of death
have been published in the series of Spe-
cial -Publications of the Central Bureau
of Statistics No. 9 (for 1950) and No. 17
(for 1951 and 1952).

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

Data are based on physicians’ notifica-
tions to the District Health Offices on
cases of infectious diseases, which must
be reported according to law. Notification
is, however, incomplete, the degree of
completness varying with the seriousness
of the disease. Data on Venereal Diseases
and Tuberculosis are not included in this
summary. Data on Tuberculosis appear
In a separate table.

Malaria :

The table presented is an abstract of .a
detailed “Report of the Anti-malaria De-
partment for 1950—1952".

Data are based on details recorded ‘in
relevant notifications obtained from the
District Health Offices.

Tuberculosis :

The table presented is an abstract of a
number of detailed tabulations prepared
at the Tuberculosis Division of the Mi-
nistry of Health. It represents the first
published summary since the inaugura-
tion of the service in 1951.

Data .are based on notifications to Di-
strict Health Offices regarding every
patient making first contact with either
a private practitioner, a clinic or a
hospital in the country. This does not
necessarily imply that the patient might
not previously have been suffering from
the disease elsewhere, and the figi¥es may,
therefore, include a number of cases which
do not represent actual new infections;

HosriTaLIZATION

Data on hospitalization are based on
patients’ cards which the ecivilian hos-
pitals fill out for every patient adniitted
for hospitalization. Cards of deceased
patients or those leaving hospital are
transmitted to the Bureau for statistical
compilation. )
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notification forms of births and deaths
or stillbirths. Under the ‘“Public Health
Ordinance 1940’ “‘...it is the duty of the
parents and of persons in attendance
upon the mother (physician, midwife,
etc.) to notify the District Health Office
of every birth within 15 days-from the
day of birth. Similarly, notification with-
in 24 hours of any death is incumbent
upon the relatives in attendance during
the last illness of the deceased, each per-
son present at the death, the occupier of
the house in which the death occurred, or
the person causing the body of the de-
ceased to be buried”.

Registration in respect of Jews is com-
plete or nearly so, and is also fairly ac-
curate due to the fact that the majority
of Jewish births and deaths occur in
hospitals.

In 1952, 87% of Jewish births, 55% of
deaths and 80% of infant deaths occurred
and were registered in hospitals. The
statistical data relate to cases registered
each year and not to those which occur-
red during that year. There is a delay
in registration, 50% of births being re-
gistered during the month of birth and
most of the remainder during the suec-
ceeding month. Over 80% of deaths are
registered during the month of death -and
practically all the rest during the suc-
ceeding month. Registration among non-
Jews 1s incomplete.

Statistics on marriages and divorces
are obtained from particulars appearing
in marriage and divorce certificates.
These .certificates are filled in by autho-
rized marriage registrars and religious
courts and transmitted to the offices of
the district and sub-district commission-
ers. These offices transmit monthly sum-
maries of certificates received to the
Central Bureau of Statistics which per-
forms each year a detailed compilation
of the data appearing in the certificates.

C. IMMIGRATION & OTHER
MIGRATORY MOVEMENTS

All persons entering or leaving the
country must pass through one of the 12
frontier control posts (the bulk of mo-
vements by sea and air are concentrated
in Haifa port and Lydda airfield re-
spectively). In each of these posts a nu-
merical report is prepared daily which
includes a summary of arrivals and de-
partures by type. Registration cards are
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also filled out for each ‘“‘immigrant”’, “re-
sident”” and ‘‘traveller’” at entry and
exit. Copies of the daily reports and
forms are transmitted to the Central
Bureau of Statistics for statistical com-
pilation.

Persons crossing the frontiers are di-
vided into several categories in accord-
ance with which the detailed statistics
are compiled.

a) Immigrants — persons entering the
country to take up permanent residence
(See also ‘“‘travellers” who obtained a
permit for permanent residence).

b) Residents — persons residing in
Israel permanently who depart for and
return from abroad. This category in-
cludes persons departing on a visit, for
business purposes, as emissaries, students
ship and air crews, as well as persons
leaving the country perma.nently (eml-
grants).

In general, the statistical compilation
in respect of emigrants relates to resi-
dents who ‘declared on departure that
they were leaving the country perma-
nently. The number of such declarants,
however, is smaller than the actual
number of emigrants. In order to es-
tablish the actual number of emigrants,
a special compilation was carried out
with regard to all persons who had left
the country since the westablishment of
the State and had not returned after one
year. The compilation includes all those
who departed up to the end of 1951 and
did not return up to the end of 1952
(excluding certain categories, such as
emissaries, students, etc.) However, of
persons departing in 1952 only those who
declared that they were emigrants were
included in-the compilation.

¢) Tourists — foreign citizens arriving
in Israel on a tour, as pilgrims, emissa-
ries, diplomats, in transit, etc., both in-
dividually and in organized groups.
Persons arriving to take up temporary
residence (who intend to stay over 6
months for temporary work, etc.) are
also included.

A tourist settling in Israel permanently
receives’ at ~the District Immigration
Office a permit for permanent residence
and is granted the status of “‘immigrant”
(statistical data on tourists settling per-
manently are therefore presented in the
tables under the heading ‘“‘Immigrants
Arriving’’).



INTRODUCTION TO THE TABLES

A. AREA AND CLIMATE

Data on area were supplied by the Sur-
vey Department; those on climate were
compiled by the Government Meteorolo-
gical Service,

B. POPULATION

Estimates relate to the number of persons
present in the country on the date of esti-

mates (de facto population). These esti-’

mates are based on:

a) Data of census held on 8.11.1948
(Registration of Population). With re-
gard to the non-Jewish population, which
was only partly enumerated on 8.11.1948,
estimates are based on additional regis-
trations carried out at the beginning of
1949 and on other supplementary infor-
mation.

b) Statistics on arrivals and departures
across the state frontiers. These are based
on the registration at frontier control
posts, which covers all cases except in-
filtrators. :

¢) The number of births and deaths as
registered at the District Health Office.
It should be noted that these statistics are
based on the dates of actual registration
at the District Health Offices and that
registration of cases is sometimes subject
to a certain delay. (See Vital Statistics
below). Population estimates are there.
fore slightly lower (according to the ex-
tent of delay in registration) than the
actual number of inhabitants. Births and
deaths that occurred prior to the day of
the census but which were registered sub.
sequent to the census (8.11.48) were not
taken into account in arriving at the po-
pulation estimates. This explains the dis.
crepancy between the number of births
and deaths appearing under “Vital Sta.
tistics” and those presented under

GEOGRAPHICAL DISTRIBUTION
oF PopurarioN '

The summaries of the distribution of po-
pulation by district, sub-district and type
of settlement, ete. are based on a special
population survey carried out annually
in all the settlements in the country.
Sources are as follows:

1) a questionnaire sent to all Jewish
settlements with a population of less than
5,000 ;

2) data collected by the Food Division
during the registration of residents for
food rationing. These included the num.-
ber of consumers registered with each
shop, grocery or cooperative store. ’

3) data from other sources, such as the -
Jewish Agency, as regards the number of
residents in ma’abarot, immigrant re-
ception centres, etec,

The boundaries of districts and sub-
districts correspond with the new admi.
nistrative division of the country decided
upon by the Government in 1953. The
summaries in previous Statistical Ab.-
stracts were prepared according to geo-:
graphical regions due to the absence of a
uniform administrative division.

This estimate is based on the same sour.
ces specified in connection with the popu-
lation estimate.
