R. SOCIAL WELFARE

Tables 1 and 2 on social workers in
1954 and on children placed outside their
homes at the beginning of 1954 are based
on special censuses conducted by the Mi-
nistry of Social Welfare.

Tables 3—7 reflect a few of the import-
ant activities of the M1n1stry of Social
Welfare. The material in these tables
is a continuation of similar material in
previous Statistical Abstracts. However,
no figures have been received this year on

o

the general scope of activities of the So-
cizl Welfare Bureaux. As regards the
Child and Youth Preventive Service
(Table 4), it should be noted that in the
corresponding table (Table 3) of last
year, the number of cases for Tel Aviv
was too high; the figures erroneously re-
lated to the number of recurrent attend-
ances of children instead of to the actual
number of children. Since last year, most
of the youth clubs mentioned in Table
5 ceased to be under .the direct super-
vision of the Ministry of Social Welfare.

The data in Table 8 were obtained from
the Youth Aliya Department of the Jew-
ish Agency.

8. ELECTIONS

Data were furnished by the General
Controller of Elections of the Ministry
of the Interior.

In addition to elections to the third
Knesset (Table 1) and to the elections to
18 municipalities (Table 2), elections

.Data for Tables 16 and 17 are obtained
monthy from the Bank of Israel.

Quotations of securities are derived
from the yearly report of the Tel Aviv
Stock Exchange, which also publishes a
daily report on the securities on which
the price -index of securities is based. The
data on the nominal capital for each se-
curity were obtained from the companies
themselves. A summary of the nominal
capital of each group of securities at the
end of each year was published in the
Statistical Bulletin of Israel, Part II,
Vol. V1, No. 6. The method of calculating
the index was described in the Statistical
Bulletin of Israel, Vol. TIT Nos. 4—5 and
‘“Yediot Statistiyot”, Vol. III, No. 24.
The calculation of the general index of
groups of securities has been suspended.
Economic factors exert a varied and even
opposite effect on the movement of prices
of the various groups; the general index,
which is a weighted arithmetical average

of the indexes of the various groups, is’

thus devoid of economic significance.
Data on mortgages were obtained from
the Ministry of Justice.

GoOVERNMENT FINANCES

Data on the Government Budget for
the year 1954/55 relate to the budget es-
timates subsequent to the adjustments
approved by the Knesset following the
approval of the original budget. Figures

, for 1955/56 relate to the budget as ap-
proved.

Actual government revenue and ex-
penditure as well as data on the Nation-
al Debt are as published by the Account-
ant General. The figures for the fiscal year
1954/55 are provisional.

The estimates of revenue and expend-
iture in foreign currency as well as
actual revenue and expenditure are as
published by the Foreign Currency De-
partment. The figures for 1954/55 relate
to the original estimate.

INSURANCE

All the figures were derived from the
publications ‘“Insurance in Israel’’ pub-

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lished. in the Special Series, Nos. 22 and
32 by the Central Bureau of Statistics and
and by the Superintendent of Insurance
of the Ministry of Finance.

P. EDUCATION

Data in Tables 1—5 were derived from
the annual censuses of the educational
system. Detatled information in this res-
pect may be found in the Series of Spe-
cial Publications of the Central Bureau
of Statistics: for the year 1951/52 —
pamphlet Nos. 10, 15 and 21; for the year
1952/53 Nos. 12 and 27; for the year
1953/54 No. 34,

There are no statistical summaries of
Jewish kindergartens for 1953/54. The
data on the age of pupils in Jewish pri-
mary schools in Table 4 are calculated
on the assumption that the age distri-
bution of all the pupils was 1identical
with the distribution in the census, which
covered 96% of the ages of all pupils.

Data for the other tables were obtained
from the following sources: for Tables
6—8 on institutions of higher education —
from the respective institutions; for
Tables 9 and 10 on courses for the pro-
pagation of the Hebrew language and
institutions for advanced studies — from
the Ministry of Education and Culture;
for Table 11 — from the Ministry of La-
bour.

Q. JUDICIARY AND POLICE

Tables 1—5 are based on Court reports.
Datda for Tables 1 and 3—35, except those
pertaining to the municipal courts, were
obtained through the courts administra-
tion. Details for Table 2, which summar-
izes the activities of the Religious Courts,
were obtained from the Ministry of Re-
ligious Affairs, The statisties for 1951 co-
ver the municipal courts in Tel Aviv and
Haifa only; in 1952, the Jerusalem mu-
nicipal court was added; the 1954 statis-
tics cover all the municipal courts fol-
lowing the inclusion of those in Petah
Tiqva and Holon. The rent tribunals
which were established during 1954 were

also added to the statistics for 1954.

In Tables 1 and 2 certain discrepancies
are apparent between various years,
which arise from cancellations and add-
itions in the court reports (inter alia the
inclusion in the statistics of additional
courts in which there were cases pending).

O." FINANCE AND INSURANCE

The data for Tables 1—17 were derived
from .various reports. of the Bank of Ts-
rael and for Tables 4—17 largely from
reports of the Examiner of Banks. The
supervision of the banks was transferred
from the Ministry of Finance to the Bank
of Israel following the establishment of
the Bank (1 XII 1954). As from this date,
the Examiner also assumed control over
the credit cooperative societies.

" Table 1 shows the position of the Bank
of Israel after its first month of opera-
tion. The statement is published in ac-
cordance with Section 58 of the Bank of
Israel Law and supplements the regu-
lar weekly statement showing total cur-
rency in circulation and the composition
of the assests which serve as cover for such
currency.

Official explanatory notes are presented
as follows:

ASSETS

Deposits <n Israel pounds held with
banking institutions in Israel — this is
a deposit made, in accordance with Sec-
tion 75 of the Law, with the Bank Leumi
Le-Israel B.M., which acts as agent of
the Bank of Israel in Haifa for the
supply of currency to banking institu-
tions in the northern part of Israel.

Adwvances to Government — This item
shows the total of outstanding advances
to the Government by the Bank of Israel.
In fact, these advances represent loans
granted by the banking system to the Go-
vernment prior to the establishment of
the Bank of Israel,
ferred to- the Bank subsequent to its
opening.

Loans to banking ‘tnstitutions — - These.
are short-term loans granted, to a féw
bankmg institutions to enable them to
transfer the minimum reserve balances

which were trans-

which they are required to maintain with
the Bank of Israel in accordance with
the present liquidity -reserve require-
ments. .

Government obligations for the pay-
ment of the Bank’s capital — This item
shows the outstanding balance of the Go-
vernment’s promissory notes delivered to
the Bank of Israel in accordance with
Section 7 of the Law. The net profits of
the Bank of Israel for the month of De-
cember 1954 totalled IL. 304,289.844 and
were allocated as prescribed by law, as
follows: 70% for the redemption of part
of the Government Promissory Notes and
30% to the Reserve Fund.

LIABILITIES

Deposits of banking institutions —
This item shows total balances held by
banking institutions with the Bank of
Israel, in accordance with Section 49 of
the Law. ]

Soon after the establishment of the

Bank, all banking institutions were re-
quired to transfer to the Bank a mini-
mum reserve representing 20% of the to-
tal liquid assets which they are required
to maintain against the deposits of the
public, of which 10% were to be transfer-
red on: the 9th of December, 1954, and 10%
on the 9th of January, 1955. The minimum
reserve balances which banking institu-
tions were required to transfer on the 9th
of December totalled IL. 14 million ap-
proximately.
" The figures in Table 2 were derlved
from the weekly reports of the Bank of
Israel (previously from those of the Issue
Department of Bank Leumi Le-Israel).
The summary of assets and liabilities of
the banks and credit societies is published
monthly, whereas data on outstanding
loans are published once every three
months. A breakdown of bank deposits is
published once a year.

The series on the money supply (Table
3) are based on the weekly reports on éur-
rency in circulation and on the-summary
of assets and liabilities of. the banks and
credit cooperative societies. It should be
noted that the series published hitherto
terminated at.the end of 1954, and that a
revised series Has been pubhshed retro-
actively as from the beginning of 1954.
The new series dist;inguishes between
money .and . ‘‘near money’’, . which
latter mc]udes all deposn;u in forelgn
currency as well as all tlme dep051’cs

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N. NATIONAL ECONOMY

The estimates of national income and
expenditure for the years 1952 and 1953
were made in cooperation with the Falk
Project for Economic Research in Israel.
These estimates, which replace those
which appeared in the Statistical Ab-
stract 1953/54, are themselves not final
and will presumably undergo a number of
further adjustments in the future. The
measurement was made by calculating
both the income of production factors
(wages and capital income) and the value
added according to the various sectors.
The definition of the sectors differs from
that used in previous years. Industry does
not include repairs, which were trans-
ferred to Services, or the production of
electricity, which was transferred to pub-
lic utilities. Similarly, irrigation enter-
prises were included in public utilities.
Construction work carried out by the Go-
vernment independently of contractors is
included in the Government sector. These
changes were made in order to_bring the
classification into line with that recom-
mended by the United Nations. All the
values were calculated at current prices.

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS

The balance of payments as presented
herewith is mainly based on the schedule
given in the ‘“Balance of Payments Ma-
nual” of the International Monetary
Fund (January, 1950, Washington, D.C.).

Accordmg to this Manual; the balance
of payments is defined as a systematic
record of all economic transactions dur-
ing a given period, between residents of
the reporting country and residents of
other countries (p. 1).

. Economic transactions comprise trans-
fers .of goods, the rendering of services
(including saving and risk taking), and
transfers of money and other investments
between residents of one country and re-
sidents of another country (p. 1)..

The balance is divided into two major
sections: a) current account; b) capital
account. .

The current account is shown on a cre-
dit and debit basis. The capital account
1s shown in terms of net changes -in as-
sets and liabilities
Assets represent investment -abroad and
liabilities reptesent the ‘investments of
foreigndrs in' the reporting country.

XXX

during the year. -

Increases in assets and decreases in lia-
bilities indicate an outflow of capital
(debit), decreases in assets and increases
in liabilities indicate an inflow of capital
(credit) (p. 66).

The current account includes two dis-
tinct types of transactions. One type is
the transfer of goods and services, and
the other type is gifts and donations in-
volving no quid pro quo.

The capital account includes movements
of capital of the private sector and move-
ments of capital of official and banking
institutions.

The distinction between movements
of private capital and movements of offi-
cial and banking capital depends on the
status of the transaction in the reporting
country. A transaction between a private
person in the reporting country and an
official institution abroad is recorded in
private movements of capital, with ap-
propriate details in the sub-items. A sub-
division is made in the capital account
according to short-term capital move-
ments (up to one year) and long-term
capital movement (one year and over).

It is worth noting that the figures given
in the item ‘“Merchandise Trade’” differ
from those published in the foreign trade

statistics. Two kinds of adjustments
were, made :
a) For coverage — transactions mnot

included in the current foreign trade sta-
tistics, were added, e.g. sales and pur-
chases of ships and aircraft; some items
were deducted, e.g. returned exports,
consular goods, ete.

b) For wvaluation — adjustments were
made for certain consignment sales, and
for exports recorded at c.i.f. instead of
f.o.b. prices. '

Errors and Omissions

Theoretically, the balance of payments
should ‘“balance’’, but in practice this
shonld not be anticipated. .

The data collected are hased on accounts
and reports received from various eco-
nomic. bodies and institutions whose ac-
counts are designed for purposes other
than for the balance of payments. In
each case, therefore, different methods
and approaches had to be used in order
to aruve at the proper estimate. In ma-
n¥ " "cases ‘there were no accounts at all
and - 1nd1rect methods of estlma,tmn ‘had
to be used. ¢ '

M. FOREIGN TRADE

The figures on Foreign Trade Statis-
tics — unless otherwise stated — are based
on the data contained in import entry
forms and export entry forms, made out
and checked by the Customs’ Authorities.

‘Weight, where shown, is the net welght
of the goods; it excludes the weight of
the covers or receptacles, except in cases
of certain commodity items, as provided
in the Customs’ tariff. .

Merchandise imports are recorded at
their c.i.f. value; merchandise exports at
their f.o.b. value.

Import data relate to the date on which
the goods were released in fact by the
Customs Authorities (i.e. when they en-
tered into local circulation) and not to
the date of official release (i.e. the date
of final settlement of accounts by the
Customs Authorities). If the date of the
official release of the goods-coincides with
the date on which the goods were released
in fact, no further problems of statistical
compilation are involved. If the goods
were released against deposit before the
final settlement of Customs Accounts,
import value and quantity are given as
recorded at the date of actual release
against deposit. If,.at the date of the
final settlement of accounts by the Cus-
toms Authorities, it was revealed that.the
value or quantity of the goods did not
tally exactly with those at the date of
their actual release against deposit, both
figures have either been corrected or
should be corrected accordingly.

- The import figures given' for 1954 are
provisional in so far as they do not yet
include all ‘adjustments necessitated by
the final settlement of deposit: accounts.

These adjustments will not, however,
change the general picture of imports in
1954.

All values shown in the statistics of
Foreigh Trade are in terms of Israel cur-
rency. As from March, 1952, the foreign
trade of Israel has been conducted on the
basis of a system of multiple exchange
rates. . .

The rates of exchange, “A”, “B” and
“0”,as fixed on 13th February, 1952, and
rate ““D”’, as fixed on 7th February, 1954
are:

To enable a comparison with data of
previous years, the value of merchandise
imported and exported has been calcu-
lated according to the single rate of ex-
change: IL.

In. the Tables
1 and 2, import and export values ac-
cording to the actual rates have also been
added.- : :
~ Up to 1.1.1953, the term ‘‘Country of
Origin” denoted the actual country of
production. As from January, 1953,
“Country of Origin’”’ stands for the
country in which the goods have in fact
been purchased. When comparing the
trade figures prior to 1.1.1953 with thosé
for succeding years, this factor has to be
taken into account. :

Import figures do not include dafa o
exports returned from abroad. i

Imports into and exports from Bonded
Warehouses are not included in the data
on imports and exports.

Imports and -exports of goods under
Class V of the Custom’s Tariff, ‘“Bullion
and Specie”’, are excluded from the da-
ta given.in the tables.

As from 1.1.1953, the statistics of oil
imports refer to the quantities and va-
lue of refined processed products enter-
ing the Israel market. Following this
change in procedure, imports of crude
oil no longer appear in these statistics
as from the date mentioned. o

The countries with which trade ‘agree-
ments were concluded (referred to in
Table 11) in 1953 were: Yugoslavia, Fin-
land, Poland, Norway, the Netherlands,
Hungary, Turkey. Denmark, France, Ice-

" land; Iran and Argentine. In 1954, trade

agreements were concluded with the fol-
lowing countries: Italy, Bumania, and
Greece.
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Manufacturers’ Association and the Exe-
cutive Committee of the General Federa-
tion of Labour .(Histadrut). Generally,
the allowance is determined once every
three months and is based on the Con-
sumers’ Price Index published by the
Central Bureau of Statistics.

The Cost of Living Allowance is cal-

culated on the basis of the basic wage of”

the worker and the.fluctuations of the
index. According to the agreement signed
at the beginning of 1952, cost of living
allowances are revised only in the event
of a cumulative change of three points
or more in the Consumers’ Price Index.

The basic wage, for the purpose of cal-
culating the cost of living allowance, in-
cludes also the C.o.L. allowance, seniority
and family allowances paid up +to
31.12.1951. :

CosT oF LIVING ALLOWANCE AS FROM

As from this date, cost of living al-
lowances are calculated as follows:

With regard to the first 201 point rise
in the index up to August 1953, allow-
ances continue to be calculated according
to the former method (i.e. on the basis
of a maximum monthly basic salary of
IL. 80.—). For all points exceeding 201,
however, allowances are now paid on ba-
sic monthly salaries up to a maximum
of IL. 125.—, 1.e. 1% of the basic salary
for each point rise. In respect of a
monthly basic salary exceeding IL. 125.—
the allowance paid is the same ag that on
a monthly basic salary of TIL.

InpeEx oF BuiLping Cosrs

The Index of Building Costs was pre-
pared, on the initiative of the Research
Council of the Prime Minister’s Office,
by a Public Committee specially appoint-
ed for this purpose in conjunction with
representatives of the Central Bureau of
Statistics. The index is designed to re-
flect the extent of the rise or fall in
building costs. It also serves as a basis
for determing the indexes of construction
costs for various types of buildings such
as one or two story houses etec. for each
stage of building.

On the basis of concentrated information
gathered on building operations carried
out in 1950 by private and public building
contractors, the Committee decided on the
structure of the index, the basic factors
in building costs (7 main items) and the
weight of each factor in the general
index. July 1950 was fixed as the base
month of the index. '

These seven factors relate mainly to the
frame of the building; but since the
frame accounts for 75% of building costs,
cost fluctuations in respect of the con-

. struction of frames substantially reflect

the fluctuations of total building costs.
o, ‘12 il



tember 1951, was a continuation of the
index which the Statistical Department
of the Jewish Agency had been publish-
ing and which was based on an inquiry
carried out during August, 1939 into the
living standard of workers’ families.

Since September 1951 the Bureau has
published a new index which replaced
the old one, as well as the “interim in-
dex’’ which was in force from December
1950 to September 1951. The new index
veflects the changes in the retail prices
of the commodities and services consumed
by a Jewish worker’s wage-earning fa-
mily. The quantities and expenditures on
consumption of the family are based on
a comprehensive inquiry into the living
standard of workers’ families (about
'1,000) in August 1950 and in March 1951.
‘The composition of these families corres-
ponds to the. general composition of
workers’ wage-éarning families (by local-
ity, community, size, income, occupation,
etc.) as determined by a special inquiry
into 17,881 families. The average monthly
expenditure of a 3.8 member family dur-
ing these months was set at IL. 81.5.

The basis for the prices of food com-
modities was- taken to be the average of
the prices during a whole year, June
1950 to May 1951 (including August 1950
and March 1951 — the two months of in-
quiry), ‘whereas, for the other commod-
ities, only the prices during the two
months of inquiry were so taken.
However, in order to maintain a certain
continuity in the series of cost of living
indexes, the calculations were adjusted to
September 1951, which serves as the base
(=100). o
. The weights in the index (total=1,000)
remain fixed all the time, with the ex-
ception of vegetables and fruits (included
in. the food item) for which varying
monthly weights were fixed for each va-
riety, in accordance with data on market-
ing during each season, based on informa-
tion received during the previous three
years.’ .

Prices of food commodities are collected
in Jerusalem, Tel-Aviv—Jaffa, Haifa,
Tiberias, Netanya, Hadera, Rishon-le-
Zion, Lod and Ramle thrice a month
(on the 5th, 15th and 25th) in a number
of shops, whereas information on cloth-
ing and footwear, household and kitchen
utensils, and services, which are included

TRAFFIC INDEX
The figures relating to the Traffic Index

‘of Vehicle-Km. are based on the annual

enumerations carried out by the Bureau

-at central road junctions.

Roap FREIGHT TRANSPORT

The figures relating to road freight
haulage are based on the annual Freight
Enumeration carried out by the Bureau

at selected road junctions with regard to .

the origin and destination of freight.

Roap ACCIDENTS

— Data are derived from schedules of

road - accidents which are . recorded by
the Traffic Department of the Israel
Police.

Ramnways

Data on' rail transport of passengers,
freight, revenue and expenditure are
derived from the monthly reports sup-
plied by the Railway Administration.

SHIPPING

Data are based on daily registration
reports prepared at the local ports which
contain information on the movement of
ships, their tonnage, type, loading and
unloading.

Gross tonnage is a measure (in umts of
measurements of ‘““tons’ of 100 cubic feet)
of the internal volume of all enclosed
spaces in the ship.

* Net tonnage is the residual tonnage af-
ter the various allowances for propelling

Civi, AVIiaTION

The tables on civil aviation were pre-
pared from the daily registers main-
tained at Lod and Haifa airports and
from ““El Al” Airlines reports.

Posrs

Data on Posts are based on monthly re-
ports of the Ministry of Posts and on a
special study of postal activities carried
out by the Bureau.

L. PRICES
‘WHOLESALE PRICES

The index of wholesale prices is a
continuation of the index published by
the Statistical Department of the Man-
datory Government. The calculation of
the index is according to the chain system
on the basis of the price level in June
19386."

Items included in the mdex are mainly
food and fuel, and they are divided into
the following three categories : (a) Grain,
Meat and Eggs, (b) Other Food, Fruits
and Vegetables, (¢) Fuel and Miscella-
neous:

Wholesale food prices (mainly vege-
tables' and fruits) are recorded thrice
monthly (on the 5th, 15th and 25th) by
enumerators of the Central Bureau of
Statistics, who call on wholesalers in the
three large towns.

The Bureau calculates average monthly
prices for each town as well as a general
average for the three towns together. It
does not, however, compute separate in-
dexes for each town, but one general in-
dex and country-w1de indexes for the
three categories.

The Bureau also compiles data on the
‘prices of commodities not included in the
index of wholesale prices, such as the
wholesale price of building materials,
metal (ferrous and non-ferrous), textile
and leather materials, farm supplies and
chemicals.

‘ReTATL PRICES aND CONSUMERS’ PRICE
Inpex (Cost oF LiviNg INDEX)

The Consumers’ 'Price Index (Cost of
bLiving . Index), .which was published by
.the Central Bureau of Statistics from
the establishment of the State until Sep-



Table 19 contains a classification of Go-
vernment employees as follows: clerks,
employees with professional grading and
manual workers, by ‘‘salary’”’ and
“other’’ items. Employees classified under
“‘salary items’’ are those on the Establish-
ments of the various Ministries whose
salaries were explicitly approved in the
Budget. Employees classified under “other
items’’ are those employed on the basis of
allocations for various operations which
are not c¢arried out by’ Establlshment
employees.

Employees under ‘“‘salary items’” enjoy
full social benefits whereas those under
“other items” are entitled to partial be-
nefits only. :

PENSIONS OF THE NATIONAL INSURANCE

INsTITUTE .

Table 20 presents data on claims from
the National Insurance Institute during
its first year of operation, April 1954 —
March 1955.

The table contains data on the number
of claims received, approved or rejected
in respect of birth grants, birth payments
(i.e. to working mothers), and compensa-
tion for industrial accidents.

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS

In accordance with the Industrial Ac-
cidents and Occupational Diseases Or-
dinance of 1945, ‘‘employers shall submit
a report to the District Labour Inspec-
tors of the Ministry of Labour on every
accident or occupational disease occur-
ring in their enterprise resulting in
death, disability or temporary loss of
working capacity: for a period of three
days and over”’.

In 1954, a reduction in the number of
notifications was recorded; there are
grounds for attributing this reduction to
the fact that following the commence-
ment of operations by the National
Insurance Institute (April 1954), part of
the public erroneously supposed that it
was no longer compulsory to notify the
Ministry of Labour of accidents.

Table 20 presents data on claims for
compensation from .the National Insur-
ance Institute for injuries sustained.

ABSENTEEISM

The establishments Whlch report on the
turnover of employees also submit
monthly reports on the number of work-

days during which workers were ab-
sent, specifying the reasons for absent-
eeism. From these data, monthly rates —
1in percentages — are calculated of ab-
senteeism, in relation to the number of
work- days that could have been ‘worked
during the month.

STRIKES AND Lock-Outs

Data on strikes and lock-outs refer to
stoppages of work of at least one day ow-
ing to labour disputes between employees-
and employers..

The data refer to loss of work caused
directly by labour disputes. The sum-
maries do not include indirect loss of
work 1.e. stoppage of work in enter-
prises. which are not involved in such
disputes but which was caused by the
stoppage of work in other enterprises.

HistaDRuTr MEMBERSHIP

Data in Table 25 are based on the
annual enumerations of the Central Fees
Office of the Histadrut (General Federa-
tion of Jewish Labour).

K. TRANSPORT AND
COMMUNICATIONS

Moror1zED VEHICLES

A card index of licensed motorized
vehicles is maintained in the Licensing
Office from which the appropriate data
are obtained.

PAgsENGER TRANSPORT BY MOTORIZED
VEHICLES

Data on omnibus and taxi transport
are based on monthly reports obtained by
the Central Bureau of Statistics from
three bus companies, Eshed, Dan and
Hamekasher and four interurban taxi
companies, Aryeh, VYa’el, Kesher and
Aviv-Atid.

For 1954, a new unified classification of
urban, suburban and interurban bus
lines was introduced. Many lines pre-
viously classified as .interurban were
reclassified as suburban. Similarly, a
number of suburban lines were trans-
ferred to the urban category.

Data on omnibus passengers are not in-
cluded. In the past, estimates were given
based on the number of journeys and
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1. Civilian Labour Force — includes
all persons classified as ‘“‘employed’”’ and
“unemployed’’.

2. Not in Civilian Labour -Force —
relates to all persons not classified as
“employed’ or ‘“‘unemployed” and in-
cludes: housewives, studerts, persons in-
capable of work, retired persons, rent-
iers, army, voluntarily unemployed, ete.

3. IFmployed persons wnclude: a) Per-
sons who performed any type of work

during the survey week 13—19 June, 1954

in lieu of wage or profit or as members of

‘cooperatives or as unpaid family mem-

bers; b) Persons who had a job but were
temporarily absent owing to vacation,
illness, reserve service, etc.

4. Umnemployed persons include per-
sons who declared that they did not work
at all during the survey week and sought
work. They were classified into 2 groups:
a) worked previously; b) not previously
employed.

TURNOVER OF EMPLOYEES

Data on the turnover of employees in
industry appear in Tables 3 and 4. As
from 1949, a number of industrial es-
tablishments report regularly on the
number of workers who commenced or
terminated employment each month. On
the basis of these data, rates are calcula-
ted — in percentages — of additions and
deductions from staff, in relation to the
number of emplovees in the establish-
ments at the beginning of each month.

The data, are based on reports of over
100 establishments engaging about 18,000
workers.

UNEMPLOYMENT

Data on unemployment are based on
the registration of persons seeking em-
ployment at the general labour exchanges
affiliated to the ‘“‘Labour Exchanges
Centre’’, which are under the supervision
of the Ministry of Labour. By definition,

any person who registered as being un-
.employed for at least-one day during the

month is regarded as a person seeking
employment. The daily average of un-
employed during the month is calculated
by dividing the total number of registra-
tions during the same month by the num-

ber of work days in the month.

As from 1955, data are also included
with regard to labour -exchanges which
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are not afhliated to the ‘‘Labour Ex-
changes Centre’” but are under the direct
administration of the Ministry of La-
bour.

The Bureau intends to extend the scope
of the reports on persons seeking employ-
ment so as to also include data on un-
employment supplied by the youth labour
exchanges, which are organized within
the general labour exchanges.

Wace Rares

Data on daily wage rates in agricul-
ture, industry and building are based
on figures supplied by the Hired Workers
Associations of the respective branches.

The two tables on wage rates present
the inclusive wage at commencement (i.e.
basic wage plus cost of living allowance)
during the period 1952—1954, in ‘October
of each year.

WicEs IN INDUSTRY AND GOVERNMENT
SERVICES

In October 1953, the yearly inquiry was
conducted into wages in industry. This
was the third in the series of the annual
inquiries conducted by the Central
Bureau of Statistics, the first having
been made in March 1949, and the second

" in August 1952.

Tables 9-14 present the main summaries
of the inquiry with regard to those em-
ployees investigated, by sex and method
of payment, weekly averages of working
hours and wages by components, detailed
grades of daily basic salary and of total
average weekly income, weekly averages
of working hours and total income by
branches. Comparisons were also made
with the averages obtained from previous
inquiries, including those carried out
prior to the establishment of the State.

GoVERNMENT EMPLOYEES

Data on Government employees for
31.3.1952, 31:3.1953 and 31.3.1954 are
presented in Tables 18 and 19. They are
based on reports furnished by the Civil
Service Commission.

Table 18 presents details regarding Go-

- vernment, employees (clerks, professional

workers and manual workers) in the 3
years under review, by Ministries, items
(salary and other items) and terms of
appointment (permanent, temporary and
casual).



INDEXES OF EMPLOYMENT IN BUILDING

In 1952, the Central Bureau of Sta-
tistics began compiling indexes of em-
ployment in building based on reports
obtained from 338 building contractors —
companies and others. The base of .the
Index was fixed at January, 1952. The
method of calculating the indexes is ex-
plained in the publication ‘“‘Indexes of
Employment in the Building Industry,
1952’7, Special Series No. 13 of the Cen-
tral Bureau of Statistics.

I. INDUSTRY

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

Data are based on monthly reports ob-
tained from the following sources: sales
of electric power — from the Palestine
and Jerusalem Electric Corporations;
cement — from ‘‘Nesher’” Portland Ce-
ment Company Ltd. ; food — Ministry of
Commerce and Industry; intoxicating

liguors and commodities subject to excise—-

from the Division of Customs and Ex-
cise. Production reports relating to other
items, such as plywood, silicate bricks,
ete. are furnished directly by the respeo-
tive establishments.

The following three new series were
added in 1954 : palm oil, palm seeds and
potash.

INDUSTRIAL EMPLOYMENT INDEXES

Data for the calculation of the indexes
are obtained monthly from 771 establish-
ments, which were selected by sampling
out of a list of establishments prepared
after completion of the preliminary 1950-
1951 census. (Details on the calculation
of these indexes are presented in. the Sta-
tistical Bulletin of Israel, Vol. III,
No. 4—5).

J. LABOUR

MANPOWER SURVEY, 1954

In June, 1954, the Central Bureau of
Statistics, in cooperation with the Min-
istry of Labour and U.8.0.M., carried
out a survey of manpower and employ-
ment of persons aged 14 and over. The
purpose of the survey was to secure sta-
tistical information on the economic
activity of the Israel population. In par-
ticular, it was desired to obtain data on
the number of persons included and not

(Maxrch,

included in-the labour force; the distri-
bution of the labour force by occupations
and economic branches; and the number
of persong employed, or unemployed.

The survey was carried out by means
of sampling. In principle, the sample
was selected in such a way as to ensure
equal probability of inclusion for every
resident in Israel. The card index of the
population, ‘which was prepared for the
distribution of food rationing cards
1953), served as a framework
for the sample survey. The selection of
the sample was carried out in two stages:
firstly, a sample of grocery stores was
selected from all stores registered in the
Food Department of the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry, and a list was
prepared of all the consumers registered
in each grocery store selected; the con-
sumers in this list were arranged by fa-
milies. Secondly, a fixed percentage of
the families included in the list was se-
lected. -

The survey was carried out in about
20¢ Jewish and 91 Arab and other settle-
ments. Replies were obtained from 14,790
families, including 11,080 Jewish and
3,710 Arab and other families. Altogether,
a total of 38,000 persons 14 years of age
and over were included in the survey.

The figures are based on replies as re-
ceived from the persons interviewed. It
may be assumed, therefore, that the
survey 18 affected to a certain extent by
“reply errors”’. These errors may have
arisen from misunderstanding on the part
of the person interviewed and sometimes
from reluctance to reveal the truth. Thus,
for instance, there was a possible ten-
dency in Arab villages not to record
work performed in the fields by house-
wives as ‘‘work’”. There was also a ten-
dency, particularly among new immi-
grants, to conceal part-time work and
to declare themselves as ‘““fully un-
employed. .

As to the replies on the type and branch
of work, occupational status, ete., it may,
be assumed that they are largely correct..

All the figures in the tables are pre-
sented as estimates for the whole popula-
tion, which were obtained by multiplying
the samples figures by -suitable coeffi-
cients. The figures relate to the “‘survey
week’’ 13—19 June, 1954.

To facilitate an understanding of the
material, the following principal defini-
tions are given:
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ascertain the growth of production since
the establishment of the State.

The summary relates to ‘‘gross gross’”
production i. e. production including in-
termediate products, such as fodder,
seeds and organic manure.

On the basis of these data, two indexes
are calculated — one with base year
1936/37 and -the other with base year
1948/49.

The value of citrus fruit is calculated
at prices paid at the grove. The marked
growth in 1953/54 was due to the abun-
dant crop during this year as well as to
the increase in the foreign exchange rate
with regard to citrus exports.

Foop BALANCE SHEET, 1953/54

1. In -contrast to the food Dbalance
sheets of previous years, the present
balance sheet includes, in addition to
foodstuffs deriving from local production
and official imports, all other imported
foodstuffs which passed through the cus-
toms, including those imported by
“Scrip” and other gift companies.

Commodities which arrived in private=

mail parcels were not included in the
1953 /54 balance sheet owing to difficulties
in differentiating between the various ca-
tegories.

2. The state of nutrition in 1953/54,
as indicated by the-data in the balance
sheet, improved as compared with the
preceding year in view of increases in
local production and imports through
official. channels, such as butter and
cheese. The inclusion of commodities from
additional sources (‘“Scrip”, etc.) also
raised the energy and nutritional value
of the daily per capita food ration in
1953 /54,

3. The following changes in the food
supply are noteworthy as compared with
previous years:

~a) The cessation of flour imports and
increased imports of grain for local mill-
ing.

b) Appreciable imports of rye grains,
which are cheaper than wheat grains.

¢) Resumption of cream production and
reduction of the supply of sour milk:

d) Reduction of meat imports through
official channels.

4. Cereals and cereal products (bread,
cakes, etc.) again constituted in 1953/54
the nutritional basis for the Israel po-
pulation, although their weight in the
daily quota declined somewhat.

5. The reduction in the daily quantity
of vegetables per capita in 1953/54 was
offset by the increase in the consumption
of potatoes.

H. BUILDING

Buirping CoMPLETED IN THE WHOLE
CounTRY

The summary of building in the whole
country in 1954 is based on reports re-
ceived from 30 Local Authorities, 10
building companies and the Housing
Division of the Ministry of Labour. An
estimate was prepared of building carried
out under the auspicies of the Housing
Division but not under its direct super-
vision.

Monthly reports on building in its
three stages (authorized, commenced and
completed) were furnished in 1954 by 30
Local Authorities.

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CoMPARISON OF FIGURES

It appears that the population in the
towns under review increased from 926,004
persons at the end of 1951-to 966,351 at
the end of 1952 and to 990,069 at the end
of 1953. Average taxation per capita in
all towns amounted to IL. 12.9 in 1951/52,
1L. '20.4 in 1952/53 and IL. 27.1 in 1953/54.
Average expenditure per capita on ser-
vices in all towns was 1L.-16.0 in 1951/52,
IL. 22.4 in 1952/53 and IL. 28.6 in
1953/54. For purposes of comparison, it
should be borne in mind that the yearly
average C. o. L. index was 98 in 1951, 153
in 1952 and 196 in 1953.

G. AGRICULTURE AND
FISHERIES

LaND UTILIZATION

Data on the capabilities of land ubiliza-
tion (Table 1) are bascd on a general
survey carried out in 1952 by the Soil
Conservation Division of the Ministry of
Agriculture.

The survey relates to the potential ca-
pabilities of utilization which do not
always correspond with land use.

The data in column ‘‘under conditions
of dry land farming’”’ relate to the situ-
ation that would prevail under condi-
tions of dry farming only, irrespective of
present irrigation. The data in column
B relate to the situation that would ma-
terialize after the irrigation of the total
maximum irrigable area.

CROPPED AREA

The summary of the cultivated area
(crop area and not physical area) of
field crops (non-irrigated and irrigated)
and vegetables is based on censuses con-
ducted annually by the Central Bureau
of Statistics. With regard to other
branches (fruit plantations, fish lakes,
ete.) the summary is compiled on the basis

of various data at the disposal of the Bu- .

reau.
The data on the cultivated .area of

field crops and vegetables relate to areas

AN
AFFORESTATION

The summary of the afforested area 1s
mainly compiled on the basis of data
abtained from all bodies in possession of
afforested areas.

Li1vESTOCK

Details on the number of livestock in
Jewish farming are based on the monthly
data of the Agriculture Information Sec-
tion of the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry.

Crop YIBLDS

Estimates of crop yields per dunum
of principal field crops in Jewish farm-
ing (Table 13) are based mainly on data
obtained from a considerablé number of
farms before the harvest as well as on
estimates made by agricultural experts.

Compared with the preceding year,
there was a slight decrease in the average
aggregate yield per dunum of all fodder
crops under irrigation during 1953/54 —
which was generally a year of abundant
yields with regard to field crops. The de-
crease was due to a decline in a limited
number of varieties which are of consider-
able weight in the total of fodder under
irrigation. '

VEGETABLES AND FRUIT

Data - on organized marketing are
collected monthly from all vegetable and
fruit marketing and wholesale .agents.
Production summaries are compiled on
the basis of estimates.,

FisHING AND F1sHa BREEDING

Data on fishing and fish breeding are
obtained from the Fisheries Division of
the Ministry of Agriculture.

Mk axp Eces .

Details on the organized marketing of
milk and eggs for food and hatching are
obtained from the Agricultural Produe-
tion Marketing Division of the Ministry
of Commerce and Industry.

VALUE. OF AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTION

A summary of the value of agricultural
production is compiled annually by the
Central Bureau of Statistics on the basis
of prices paid to producers. Calculations
are made at current prices and at prices
prevailing during the preceding year in
order to evaluate the actual growth of
production, irrespective of the increase
in prices. An estimate of production is
also made at 1948/49 prices in order to
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F. MUNICIPALITIES

The Municipal statistics, which are
published for the first time in the Sta-
tistical Abstract, relate to 19 towns, 13 of
which are overwhelmingly inhabited by
Jews and 6 by both Jews and non-Jews.
No data were obtained from Shefar’am
and Nazareth, which are mainly popu-
lated by non-Jews. An effort will be made
to include them in the next Abstraet.

SOURCES

Data were collected from both muni-
cipal and other sources. Figures relat-
ing to electricity consumption for street
lighting and expenditure thereon were
obtained from the Palestine and Jerusa-
lem Electric Corporations. Figures on
hospitals were derived from reports of
the Ministry of Health. Data on schools
were obtained from the Education Sec-
tion of the Central Bureau of Statistics
and from the Ministry of Education ; po-
pulation figures from the Demography
Section of the Bureau. Data relating to
the financial system in the municipalities
were derived from the financial reports
of the municipalities.

PErIOD

Data on electricity consumption for
street lighting and on the financial sys-
tem relate to the fiscal year (April 1 —
March 31).

Data on schools relate to the school
year which begins in September, whereas
those on hospitals relate:to the calendar
year (January 1 — December 31) and
show the position at the end of the res-
pective year; figures on population also
relate to December 31, of each year.

Nores aND EXPLANATIONS (a)

Localities enjoying municipal status
were regarded as towns. Twelve such lo-
calities were granted this. status prior to
the establishment of the State, and seven
(Bnei Brak, Hadera, Holon, Netanya,
Rishon le Zion, Rehovot and Ramat Gan)
after the establishment of the State. The
size of the locality and its population are
not factors which determine its classifi-

a)For definitions and full explanations see
‘*Statistics of Municipalities’’, April 1955, pub-
lished by the Central Bureau of Statistics.
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cation as a town. There are towns whose
population i1s far smaller than that of

.many localities which have no municipal
i status.

Figures' relating to population, hospi-
tals and schools in mixed towns include
Jews and non-Jews. In the tables on fi-
nances, ‘‘total income’” comprises re-
gular and extraordinary income, and
“‘total expenditure’’ includes regular and
extraordinary expenditure. The classi-
fication into items is given only as re-
gards regular income and expenditure.

RecUuLaR INCOME

Taxes include Arnona war risk levy, fees
and levies.

Arnona includes tax on property (plots
and buildings), tenant taxes and business
taxes.

Fees comprise payments for various
licences.

Levies include amusement taxes and
levies for social services.

In addition to taxes, regular income
includes revenue from municipal services
(e.g. sanitation); from state services
(e.g. education and culture, health, social
welfare and religion); from water pro-
jects, government subsidies and miscel-
Janeous. Revenue from urban property,
planning and building, ete. are included
in “Mizcellaneous”.

Eztraordinary Income includes the
participation of property owners in the
performance of non-recurring works, de-;
posits, loans, etc. )

Regular Ezpenditure comprises expen-
diture on administration (directorate,
compensations, grants); municipal and
state services; enterprises (water supply,
markets, etc.); defrayment of loans and
miscellaneous. Expenditure on guard-
‘ing, security, planning and building,

"maintenance of urban property, ete. 1s

included in ‘““Miscellaneous”.

The table presented is an abstract of
a number of detailed tabulations pre-
_pared at the Tuberculosis Division of the
Mmlstry of Health It is a continuation
of the summary given in the preceding
issue.

Data are based on notifications to Dis-
trict Health Offices regarding every
patient making first contact with either
a private practitioner, a clinic or a
"hospital in the country. This does not
necessarily imply that the patient might
not previously have been suffering from
the disease elsewhere, and the figures may,
therefore, include a number of cases
which do not represent actual new in-
fections.

HOSPITALIZATION

Data on hospitalization are based on
patients’ cards which are filled out for
‘every patient and transmitted to the
_Biureau after his having left hospital or
ha.vin'g died there.

It should be pomted out that in the
years under ‘review the material covered
about 80% of total hospitalization in the
country.

Data on the bed strength in hospitals
were supplied to the Central Bureau of
Statistics by the Hospital DlVlSlOIl of the
M1n1stry of Health.

Sick Funps

Data are collected by the Sick Funds
themselves and forwarded to the Central
Bureau of Statistics. They refer to two
large Sick Funds only, since data
“concerning other Sick Funds are incom-
‘plete.

MEeDICAL PERSONNEL

Data on medical personnel were ob-
tained from the permanent files main-
tained for each of the medical professions
in the Ministry of Health. These files
contain applications for licences and
-their renewal. The figures refer only to
.persons to whom licences were actually
granted. A detailed tabulation of the Cen-
sus of Physicians and Dental Surgeons
‘was published in the Series of Special
Publications of the Central Bureau of
Statistics, No. 14. :

MotuER AND CHILD HEALTH CENTRES

Data are supplied in monthly sum-
maries hy the Centres. These are then
centralized by various agencies and for-
warded to the Ministry of Health where
they undergo statistical compilation in
the Department for Mother and Child

Care.

E. SETTLEMENTS

The table presents data on settlements
as at the end of 1954, by administrative
sub-districts, type and organizational
affiliation.

Immigrant centres which are not in-
dependent settlements, were included as
a separate group, whereas educational
instituticns, experimental farms, etc. are
included in the group ‘Miscellaneous
Settlements’’.

The total number of settlementsat the
end of 1954 (860) does not greatly exceed
that at the end of 1953 (853). Although
new settlements were erected during the
year under review, their total number
did not change greatly owing to liqui-
dation of other settlements or to their
incorporation into existing ones.

Mar or NATURAL REGIONS

In 1953, the country was divided into
6 districts. and 14 sub-districts. In the
course of time, the need was felt for an
additional division into natural regions
from the standpoint of the topographical
structure, which would meet special sta-
tistical requirements, including the com-
pilation of data on agriculture. For the
purpose of effecting this sub-division, a
committee was established which drew up
a proposal for dividing the country into
34 natural regions and a map showing the
frontiers of each natural region.

The new natural regions replace the
geographical regions employed by the
since the
Registration of Population in- November
1948.

and among ‘‘residents entering’ at the
date of leaving the air service.

Emigrants comprise all persons who left
the country permanently. The number of
residents who declared at the time of
their departure that they were leaving
permanently (‘‘declared emigrants”) is
lower than the full figure of emigrants.
Some of the emigrants noted that they
were leaving on a visit or business, but
did not actually return to the country.

In order to arrive at the full number
of emigrants, the following estimates
were .made: (1) For the period 1948—
1951, all residents who left the country
during that period (excluding emissaries,
diplomatic personnel and students) and
did not return up to the end of 1952 (were
absent from the country for over one
year) were classified as emigrants.
(2) For the period 1952—1954, an estimate
was made based on the difference be-
tween the figures of residents departing
and those of residents retuining, and on
the data on the period of stay abroad of
residents returning.

In the detailed tables on the composi-
tion of emigrants, the data up to the end
of 1951 relate to all emigrants and the
data for the period 1952—1954 to de-
clared emigrants only.

¢) Tourists — foreign citizens arriving
in Israel on a tour, to visit relatives, as
pilgrims, emissaries, diplomats, in tran-
sit, etc., both individually and in organ-
ized groups. Persons arriving to take up
temporary residence (who intend to stay
over 6 months for temporary work, etc.)
and for other purposes are also included.

Pravellers Settling — A tourist may,
during his stay in the country, submit an
application for a permit for permanent
residence at one of the district offices
of the Department of Immigration and
Citizenship. Upon the approval of his
application he is granted the status of
“mmigrant’’. Statistical data on the
composition of tourists settling are there-
fore presented under the heading “‘Im-
migrants Arriving’’.

In addition to.these categories, general
figures are presented in the following
categories :

'd) One-Day Visitors — include mainly
air and ship crews (foreign citizens) who
generally stay in the country 'a day or

two together with their craft, as well as

-groups of excursionists touring the
_country for one or two days.

' .e) Holders of Civil Permits — com-

prise persons leaving or returning via
the “Mandelbaum Gate’’ in Jerusalem
for a short visit to Jordan or Israel, by
special permit.

U.N. persomiel and diplomats in pos-
session- of “‘permanent permits’ also

.cross via the “Mandelbaum Gate’ ; they
.are excluded from these statistics.

D. HEALTH

MORTALITY

Statistics on causes of death are based
on notifications of death mentioned above
(cf. introduction to ‘“Population; Vital
Statistics’.) These notifications contain
demographic data on the deceased as well
as o medical death certificate specifying
the diagnosis in accordance with the in-
ternational definition of causes of death.
Data are classified according to an abbre-
viated list, i.e. a condensation of the de-
tailed International Classification of
Diseases, Injuries and Causes of Death,
1948-Revision. The abbreviation used here
is based on-the International Abbreviated
List B, listing 50 causes, which has been
extended to 59 causes in accordance with

- the special conditions of this country.

IxrFECTIOUS DISEASES

Data are based on physician’s notifica-
tions to the District Health Offices of
cases of infectious diseases, which must
be reported according to law. Notifica-
tion is, however, incomplete, the degree
of completeness varying with the serious-
ness of the disease. Data on Venereal
Diseases and Tuberculosis are not in-
cluded in this summary. Data on Tuber-
culosis appear in a separate table.

Malaria .

' Data for malaria are based on special
notificitions to District Health Officés

-which are followed up individually and

verified and completed by the Anti-Ma-
laria Department of the Ministry of
Health  before being released for publi-

- eation.
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AcE, SEX AND COUNTRY OF BIRTH

The estimates of age, sex and country
of birth of the popuation are based on the
same sources specified in connection with
the population estimate. The distribution
of population by country of birth, dura-
tion of stay in the country and type of
settlement was derived from a research
project carried out by Dr. B. Gil on be-
half of the Falk Project for Economic
Research in Israel. These figures are
based on a compilation of the residents
card index corrected to 30.9.1953. This
card index also includes about 50,000 sur-
plus cards relating to emigrants, deceased
persons and others which, for technical
reasons, have not been eliminated from
the card index. There are discrepancies,
therefore, between the figures in Table 14
and those in other tables,

VI1TAL STATISTICS

Detailed statistics on births and deaths
are based on particulars appearing in
the notification forms of births and
deaths -or stillbirths. Under the “Public
Health Ordinance 1940 ““... it is the du-
ty of the parents and of persons in atten-
dance upon the mother (physician, mid-
wife, etc.) to notify the District Health
Office -of every birth within 15 days from
the day of birth. Similarly, notification
within 24 hours of any death is incum-
bent upon the relatives 1n attendance
during the last illness of the deceased,
each person present at the death, the oc-
cupier of the house in which the death
occurred, or the person causing the body
of the deceased to be buried’.

Registration in respect of Jews is com-
plete and ig also fairly accurate owing to
the fact that the majority of Jewish births
and deaths occur in hospitals.

In 1954, 90% of Jewish births, 51% of
deaths and 80% of infant deaths were re-
gistered in hospitals. The statistical data
relate to cases registered each year and
not to those which occurred during that
year. There is a delay in registration,
less than 50% of births being registered
during the month of birth and most of
the remainder during the succeeding
month. Over 80% of deaths are registered
during the month of death and practic-
ally all the rest during the succeeding
month. Registration among non-Jews is
incomplete.

XVI

Statistics on marriages and divorces
are obtained from particulars appearing
in marriage and divorce certificates.
These certificates are made out by per-
sons authorized to perform marriage cere-
monies and by the religious courts and
are transmitted to the office of the sub-
district commissioners. These offices trans-
mit monthly summaries of certificates
received to the Central Bureau of Sta-
tistics. The provisional monthly sum-
maries of the figures on marriages and di-
vorces in the country are derived from
these reports. Copies of all the certifi-
cates are obtained each year by the Bureau
for the purpose of detailed compilation
of the composition of persons marrying
and divoreing.

C. MIGRATION

Mi1GRATORY MOVEMENTS

All .persons entering or leaving the
country must pass through one of the 12
frontier control posts (the bulk of move-
ments by sea and air are concentrated
in Haifa port and Lydda airfield respect-
ively). In each of these posts a numerical
report is prepared daily which includes
a summary of arrivals and departures
by type. Registration cards are also filled
out for each “immigrant”’, ‘resident”
and ‘“‘traveller’” at entry and exit.
Copies of the daily reports and forms
are transmitted to the Central Bureau
of Statisties for statistical compilation.

Persons crossing the frontiers are di-
vided into several categories in accord-
ance with which the detailed statistics
are compiled.

a) Immigrants — persons entering the
country to take up permanent residence
(See below “Travellers Settling’’).

b) Residents — persons residing in Is- -
rael permanently who depart for and
return from abroad. This category in-
cludes persons departing on a visit, for
business purposes, as emissaries, students,
ship-and air crews, as well as emigrants
and others.

Israeli Members of Ships Crews are
listed as “‘residents departing’’ at the
date of their taking up service aboard
ship. They are included among ‘‘residents
entering”’ at the date of termination of
service with the same ship.

Israeli Members of Awr Crews are in-
cluded among ‘‘residents departing” at
the date of their joining the air service



INTRODUCTION TO THE TABLES

A. AREA AND CLIMATE

Data on area were supplied by the Sur-
vey Division; those on climate were
compiled by the Government Meteorolo-
gical Service.

B. POPULATION

Estimates relate to the number of persons
present in the country on the date of the
estimates (de facto population). These
estimates are based on:

a) Data of census held on 8.11.1948
(Registration of Population). With re-
gard to the non-Jewish population, which
was only partly enumerated on 8.11.1948,
estimates are based on additional regis-
trations carried out at the beginning of
1949 and on other supplementary infor-
mation.

. b) Statistics on arrivals and departures
across the state frontiers. These are based
on the registration at frontier control
posts, which covers all cases except infil-
trators.

¢) The number of births and. deaths as
registered at the District Health Offices.
It should be noted that these statistics
are based on the dates of actual registra-
, tion at the District Health Offices and
that registration of cases is sometimes
subject to a certain delay. (See Vital
Statistics below). Population estimates
are therefore slightly lower (according to
the extent of delay in registration) than

the actual number of inhabitants. Births
and deaths that occurred prior to the day
of the census, but which were registered
subsequent to the census (8.11.1948) were
not taken into account in arriving at the
population estimates. This explains the
discrepancy between the number of births
and deaths appearing under ‘‘Vital Sta-
tistics’’ and those presented under
“Sources of Population Increase’’. The
registration of vital statistics, especially
of deaths, among non-Jews is incom-
plete. The data presented do not include
cases among Beduin in the Negev, for
whom registration was most irregular.

PoPULATION IN SETTLEMENTS

The summaries of the distribution of
population by district and sub-district
and type of settlement, ete. are based on
a special population survey carried out
annually in" all settlements in the
country. Sources are as follows:

1) a questionnaire sent to all Jewish
settlements with a population of . less
than 5,000, '

2) the number of consumers registered
with each shop, grocery or cooperative
store, according to data collected by the
Ministry of the Interior in connection
with the registration of residents for
food;

3) data from other sources, such as the
Jewish Agency, as regards the number of
residents in ma’barot, immigrant recep-
tion centres. etc.

PREFACE

This is the sixth occasion on which the Central Bureau of Statistics presents
to the public the Statistical Abstract of Israel, which contains in summary form
a numerical review of the demographic, economic and social development of the
country.

It may be noted with satisfaction that further improvements were again in-
troduced this year in the organization of official statistics, which are reflected in
both the qualitative changes and the scope of the statistical material presented
in this Abstract.

In June 1954, a survey of the Labour Force was carried out, which provides,
for the first time since the Registration of Population in 1948, detalled informa-
tion on employment, unemployment and the occupational structure of the
population.

Sections which appear for the first time in this Abstract give detailed informa-

‘tion on the municipalities, National Insurance, and private insurance business

in Israel. In other sections, the number of tables has been extended considerably.
In the section on Population, new statistical material is now available on the
geographical distribution of the population, and on births and marriages by
countries of birth and duration of stay in the country. The section on Migration
presents additional statistical data on emigration; the section on Labour contains
data on wages of Government employees; the section on Foreign Trade presents
detailed data on principal commodity imports; and the section on Elections
presents in summary foun the results of the elections to the third Knesset and the
municipalities.

The Bureau wishes to express its appreciation for the cooperation and assist-
ance extended during the year by the Falk Project for Economic Research in
Israel, the fruits-of which are reflected in the tables on the Balance of Payments
and National Income which appear in the section on the National Economy.

Following the recompilation of previous statistics on the basis of the ad-
ministrative division of the country into districts and sub- districts, the Central
Bureau of Statistics, in collaboration with other bodies, prepared a breakdown
of the sub-districts into natural regions. The first results of this work are published
herewith.

In preparing this Abstract — as in the performance of all its activities — .
the Bureau was assisted by Government Ministries and various other institutions
and enterprises, to whom thanks are extended.

The staff of the various sections of the Central Bureau of Statistics also merit
thanks for their devoted labour in assembling the data presented in this Abstract.

Special acknowledgment is made to the staff of the Publications Section and
Information Service, headed by Mr. E. Levy, upon whom the editorial respons-
ibility devolved.
